
THE SALT LAKE
TRUE MYSTERY.

OliVer Pike, the Supposed Victim, is
Among the Living.

Satisfies His Mother and Friends of

His Identity.

Lived Several Years in All at Fresno,

Hanford, Los Angeles and Red-

lands Under the Name of Harry

Price, Which He Assumed After

Leaving Puget Sound.

CHICAGO, April 10.?Oliver Pike, the

supposed victim of the Salt Lake, Utah,

tiunk mystery, has turned up. He has

written to his mother ar.d friends at
Fayette. Ohio, where his body was sup-

posed to be reposing in a grave in the
Fayette ct metery. To the Fayette

"Record" he has written a letter in

which he says:
"I wish to inform my friends through

your paper that I am living, notwith-
standing contrary reports. When I
wrote home a short time since I found
some trouble in proving that I was my-
self, for a strange combination of cir-

cumstances seemed to prove that I was
dead.

"I lived in Fresno, Cal., two years; in

Han ford two years, and the past year

in Los Angeles and Redlands. Since
leaving Puget Sound I have lived under
an assumed name, and any one wish-
ing to inquire will learn nothing dis-
creditable by writing to the places I

have mentioned and asking for Harry

Price, by which name I am known. Of
the cause which led me to take the
course I did I will say nothing, for I do

not think I could do it satisfactorily.

"I am a laundryman by occupation,

which business I have followed for
nearly five years. OLIVER PIKE."

The letters to the Ohio newspaper

and his mother and friemls are taken
as authentic and they no longer doubt
his identity. As explained in Pike's
letter, he had some dofheulty in es-
tablishing the fact of his existence to

his relatives, as they had identified his

b< dy they thought beyond the shadow
of a doubt.

Pike's reappearance opens up the en-
tire case again and makes it a greater
mystery than ever.

March 23, 1886, Philbp Gries and
Chas. Haas of Austin purchased a
large box at auction from auctioneers
who were selling a large quantity of

unclaimed freight for the Chicago and
Northwestern Railroad. Two days af-
ter the box was opened at Austin and

found to contain a medium-sized green
trunk, bound with iron strips. Several
layers of white oilcloth were wrapped

around the trunk. Within the trunk
was a zinc box, the cover soldered tight.

This box was also wrapped in oilcloth.
Within the inner box was found the de-
(cmposed body ot a man. It had been
l>ound with a light rope so as to fit
compactly in the box and sorqe chemi-
cals had been placed around it to de-
stroy the flesh.

The box was shipped from Salt Lake,
Utah, on the morning of February 8,
1893, It was left at the freight office
of the Union Pacific at that place the
day Irefore by a man giving his name
as G. M. Morgan, and was billed to G.
M. Morgan. No. 41»i Jefferson street.
Chicago. The freight was prepaid and
the shipper took a train, ostensibly for
this city, the same day. It was shipped

as household goods and weighed 540
pounds. The box arrived in Chicago
February 10th and remained in the
Chicago nnd Northwestern freight de-
pot until July 28, 1883. It was un-
claimed 3nd notices sent to the address
on the box elicited no reply. On that
date it was delivered to the warehouse
belonging to the auctioneers, where it
remained for nearly three years. On
February Shh it was decided to sell the
box at auction, to get back the freight
and storage charges. A notice was
then sent to the consignee at Salt Lake,
that he would be given until February
2Sth to pay the charges and redeem it.
No reply l>eing received, the box was
sold and the discovery Of the body fol-

The address at 166 South Jefferson
street is the home of Mrs. Frederick A.
Mueller. She knew nothing of the man
Morgan, who shipped the box, except
that an expressman had called a few
weeks before the box was sold and asked
for G. M. Morgan. An examination of
the body disclosed the fact that the
skull had been fractured in two places,
plainly indicating a murder. The blows
were supposed to have been struck with

Two clews were followed by the police,
Henry Devere and Pas Marcel, two
Frenchmen livinghere, told a story of
the disappearance of a friend of theirs,

named Joanes Prosper Chazel. at Salt
Lake, during February of 1888, No trace
of him has ever been found. Chazel was
a native of Lyons, France, and was
welt-to-do. The two men identified the
body as being that of their friend, and
strongly maintained that everything
pointed to the corerctness of their sus-
picions that he had been murdered for
his jewels, of which h- always wore a
collection of great value.

The second theory was that the body-
was that of Oliver Pike, and that he had
been murdered in Seattle. Wash. His
relatives identified the body and had it
taken to Fayette for burial. He disap-
peared from Seattle July 3. 1892, and
was never heard from until a few days
ago. when he wrote to his relatives. It
was thought that Pike had been mur-
dered from damaging evidence he pos-
sessed concerning the operations of an
insane,asylum at Steilacoom. Wash. An
investigation was made, but no definite
proof was ever established that Pike
had been done away with by the sus-
pected persons at the Steilacoom Asy-
lum, and the matter was dropped.

Mrs. A. T. Mosher and C. G. Goriot.
cousins of Pike, were seen last night in
Rovenswood. They have been in com-
munication with the missing man's
mother and statvd that she believed her
son was still alive and that a mistake
had been made in the identification of
the body found in the trunk at Austin.
Presents had been : eived by Pike's
sisters purporting to come from him,
and he had also sent a photograph. Still
the strange actions of the missing man
in the past three years have made many
of his relatives doubt whether he is
really still alive. They attribute the
report that he is at Redlands and the
writing of the letters to the men who
are interested in the money which the

missing Frenchman left on deposit in a
Salt Lake Bank.

In a letter received by Pike's mother
he stated that he would return to his
home in Fayette, 0., some time in June.
His cousin, Mr. Goriot, intimated that
Pike had gotten into some trouble out in
Washington and had a purpose in want-
ing to lose his identity for a time.

HE "GRUBBED UP."
But Like the Average Prospector, He

"Ginned" Up, Also.
James McCormick is in trouble. He

is, according to his own story, a pros-
pector, and came to Sacramento yes-
terday morning to "grub up." He had
no difficulty in doing this, and the
beans, and bacon, and flower, and
spuds he got together made a re-
spectable showing when packed into
the cart he was using.

McCormic got whisky, and more

whisky, and when the notion took him
to start for the hills he went with a
rush. He passed Tenth street, on J,
at a dead run, all manner of vehicles
doing some lively dodging to escape a
collision.

Policeman Heninger called to Mc-
Cormick to stop, but got the "horse
laugh." That made Heninger mad,
and he borrowed a bicycle from a man
he didn't know and gave chase. It
was hike against horse, and the bike
won out. McCormick was headed at
Seventeenth street, and now occupies
a cell in the City Prison. He will an-
swer before Justice Davis this morn-
ing a charge of fast driving.

STILWELL IS IN THE PLOT.

Yon Arnold's "Baroness" in the Detective
Boss' Charge.

Oakland's Chief of Police Doing All
He Can to Get Hold of

Yon Arnold.

(From yesterday's Examiner.)
The police authorities of every town

on the Union Pacific from Omaha to
Chicago are looking for the bogus
Baron yon Turkheim. The Chief of
Police of Oakland has telegraphed de-
scriptions of the bigamist to the East-
ern cities with the request that he be
arrested and held until an officer is
sent to fetch him back to California.
Chief Lloyd said yesterday that he
would do his utmost to capture Yon
Arnold, and would communicate with
the authorities of every place that he
might visit.

It now appears that the delay of the
Oakland police was caused by a mis-
understanding between Chief Lloyd and
Attorney Hutton. After Hutton had
caused the issuance of the warrant
for bigamy the Chief expected the law-
yer to call on him and give a descrip-
tion of Yon Turkheim. Hutton and
Lucas, however, did not know that the
Chief was waiting and returned to the
city without seeing him. On Wednes-
day Chief Lloyd consulted Chief Lees
about the case. Hutton then visited
Oakland again, the misunderstanding
was explained and the Eastern police
were notified.

Chief Lloyd feels aggrieved because
Mr. Hutton criticized the delay of the
police in proceeding against Yon Ar-
nold. Lloyd said yesterday that he
was using and would continue to use
every effort to capture Yon Arnold and
return him to Oakland or San Fran-
cisco. Before the reejuests for his ar-
rest were sent East the bogus Baron
had escaped from the train, which he
left befure reaching Omaha, and is now-
doubtless hurrying to Canada to rejoin
Stilwell and the "Baroness." It is
thought by the authorities that Mrs.
Richardson and "Little Del" will also
join Yon Arnold in Ontario. The bogus
Baron and Baroness can sail from
Canada for some port in Germany. The
Baroness was in Detroit last night.

The statement made by Detective
Stilwell that the "Baroness" was anx-
ious to leave this country so as to
prevent the possibility of being called
as a witness by the Fair heirs occa-
sioned stwne surprise here. It was ru-
mored before her departure and while
sihe was negotiating for a reconcilia-
tion with D. M. Delmas, that she had
threatened to make some exposure in
the Craven case. Not much attention,
however, was given to this statement,
for Mr. Delmas Is known to be a cau-
tious man, and it was not thought that
he had allowed tbe secrets of his office
to escape.

D. M. Delmas absolutely refuses to
make any statement about the bogus
Baron and his wife.

George A. Knight made a statement
at Omaha last night in reference to the
threatened exposure of some of the de-
tails of the Craven case by the Baron-
ess yon Turkheim. Mr. Knight and
Charles Fair are traveling toward this
city. They saw the "Baroness" and
Detective Stilwell in Chicago just be-
fore the deceived woman was hurried
off to Ontario.

"Before I left San Francisco I heard
rumors that the Baroness Turkheim
threatened an exposure of Mrs. Cra-
ven's contest on information that she
had obtained from Delmas. Yesterday
the Baroness was at the Auditorium
Hotel, Chicago, closely guarded by

Stilwell and two detectives that stood
constantly at her door. Upon our ar-
rival she suddenly left. I don't think
she has seen a paper, and I do not be-
lieve she knows that she has been
duped by a bogus Baron. Stilwell's
manner was very nervous and he was
greatly excited. He was with her all
the time. The Baron is not with the
party and the woman is evidently very
badly deceived. She will be landed in
Europe and left penniless."

The statement Stilwell made in Chi-
cago that Yon Arnold was not in hjs
employ does not agree with statements
made by the detective agents in this
city. Mrs. Emma yon Arnold, the first
wife of the bogus Baron, called twice
at Stilwell's agency on Friday, the day
before the marriage and departure of
"Yon Turkheim," and asked for her
husband. On both occasions she was
told he was not in, but would return
in a few hours. Up to the hour of his
departure for the East, therefore, Yon
Arnold was engaged with Stilwell, who,
in turn, was in the confidence of D.
M. Delmas.

When Yon Arnold and his bride went
East Stilwell traveled on the same
train, but in a second-class carriage.
When the "Baron" disappeared, how-
ever, his superior officer immediately
took charge of the "Baroness" and her
party.

The Mat Pinkerton of Chicago, who
warned Stilwell that a warrant had
been issued for Yon Arnold's arrest, is
not a member of the famous family of
detectives of that name. Mat Pinker-
ton does a private detective business
on his own account, and has been as-
sociated with Stilwell.

PERRY'S PETTY PILFERING.
He Robs a Room and is Now Behind

the Bars.
J. E. Perry is an inmate of the City

Prison, and will be tried on a charge
of petit larceny. Perry, it seems, oc-
cupied a room in the Mechanics' Ex-
change Hotel, on I strc-et, and yester-
day morning amused himself by enter-
ing the room of Tom Kelly and ap-
propriating a new suit of clothes be-
longing to the latter, which he put on
oyer his own apparel.

Besides the suit Perry also donned a
heavy sweater, and was evidently pre-
paring for summer. He also appropri-
ated a necktie, a razor and 10 cents in
coin of the realm, and was finally dis-
covered by the proprietor of the hotel,
who stepped over to the police sttation
and reported.

Sergeant McManus answered the call,
and before Perry had time to think
of disrobing he was safely lodged be-
hind the bars. He will interview Judge
Davis this morning.

Weather Report.

Beginning on the 22d of last April a
storm of considerable energy set in and
lasted until the Utith, during which time

there was measured 3.10 inches of rain.
April, 1896, was a month of consider-
able rain, there having been 5.34 inches,
while the normal is but 2.28 inches. So
far this month has been but .14
of an inch.

The average temperature yesterday
was 73 degrees; the normal 59. Yes-
terday was. therefore, 14 d-grees warm-
er than the normal for April 10th.

The dew point was 55 degrees, and
humidity 41 per cent. This shows an
increase of moisture in the air over the
day previous at the same hour, which
in part accounts for the oppressive-
feeling and sultriness of the air. The
barometer read 29.90 inches.

INDIANA CAR FARE LAW.
flany Passengers Ejected for Refus-

ing to Pay the Oid Rate.
INDIANPOLIS. April 15.?The new

laws went into force at midnight by
the Governor's proclamation. Chief
interest here attaches to the three-cent
street-car fare. The Citizens' Street
Railway Company gave no instructions
to conductors, and declines to consul' r
the law until a decision is reached in
the Federal Court, where a test case is
under argument.

On a North Indiana car a conductor
put a young woman off the car by
force when she declined to pay more
than three cents. Other conductors
have accepted three cents, and say they
Wtll pay two cents additional out of
their own wages rather than have a
row.

Tho law provides a heavy penalty
where more than three cents fare is
collected.

During the day several persons were
forced from cars upon refusing to pay
five cents' fare, among them being Po-
lice Judge Cox, who was violentlyeject-
ed by th? conductor and motonnaii.
One damage suit has already been filed.

Late this evening ex-Attorney-Gen-
eral J. H. Miller filed in the United
States Court a petition for an order re-
straining the patrons of the street rail-
road company demanding a three-cent
fare.
