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THE SULTAN RESENTS
MEDIATION OF POWERS.

Desires to Deal Directly With Greece in
the Negotiations for Peace.

IfNot, the Turkish Demands Will be

More Exacting.

The Asty Approves the Decision of

the Greek Government to Accept

Mediation ? Great Uneasiness at

Athens, it Being Believed That

Turkey Does Not Intend to Cease

Hostilities.

LONDON, May 12.?The correspond-
ent of the "Daily Telegraph" at Con-
stantinople says the Sultan resents the

mediation of the Powers and desires to
negotiate with Greece directly, if this
is refused, the Turkish demands will be
more exacting.

The Berlin correspondent of the "Dai-
ly News" says the Turkish Government
demands a war indemnity of £3,000,000
and the right to occupy Thessaly until

it is paid.
A dispatch to the "Standard" from

Constantinople says: An imperial irade
has been issued directing military Gov-
ernors to give preference to natives

whenever possible in making official ap-
pointments.

In Thessaly the official reports are
r.ot favorable. A Turkish reconnois-
sance in force at Domokos has been re-
pulsed, and the attack on Arta, which
promised to be successful, has also re-
sulted in a check. It is believed that
Edhem Pasha is developing an out-
flanking movement with the right and
left wings, with a view of rendering the
Greek position at Domokos untenable.

The correspondent of the "Times" at
Athens says: Acute anxiety is felt here

because of the absence of any news
fr< m General Smolenski's column. Ow-
ing to the delay in arranging the ar-
mistice, the Government has addressed
a strong protest to the Powers declin-
ing to bear the responsibility should
further bloodshed occur and lead to se-
rious complications.

As M. Ralli explains to me. the Gov-
ernment is in a serious predicament. In

order to secure mediation it has com-
promised itself in the eyes of both the

Greeks and Cretans without obtaining

a positive guarantee that Turkey will
cease hostilities. Should the war be re-
sumed the position of the Government
?will be unenviable.

ARMISTICE PROPOSED.
CONSTANTINOPLE, May

Embassadors of he Powers held a
prolonged confer* ice to-day at the close
of which they presented to the Turkish
Government a collective memorandum
proposing an armistice between Turkey

and Greece on the basis of the negotia-

tions for peace now in prepress through

the Powers. The memorandum, which
was presented to Ahmed Tewfik Pasha,

the Turkish Minister of Foreign Affairs
by the Dean of the diplomatic corps.
Baron De Calice. the Austro-Hungarian
Embassador, enumerates the conditions
which have been accepted by Greece,

and begs the Porte to issue the neces-
sary orders to arrest the progress of the

Turkish troops.

MEDIATION APPROVED.
ATHENS, May 12.?3 p. m ?The Asty

approves of the decision of the Go%-ern-
ment to accept mediation and urges
calmness and obedience on the part of

The "Acropolis" asserts that the de-
rision of the Powers should be respect-
ed, and the chances of an
honorable peace.

The "Kiari" Premie, Ralli for

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 12?A de-
cree issued to-day by the Council of

>linisters orders a battalion of gend-

arsics to Larissa, and also appoints the
former Ottoman Consuls at Volo, La-
rissa and Trikhala to be Kaimakams or
administrators of those districts, with
pow-er to organize Turkish administra-
tion in those parts of Greece.

The Sultan will personally defray the
cost of the war medals which are to
be presented to the Turkish troops

which have taken part in the campaign
against the Creeks.

GREEKS FLEE TO ARTA.
CONSTANTINOPLE, May 12. ? The

Turkish military commander at Janina
telegraphs that the Greek forces in
Epirus have fled to Arta, abandoning

S.OOO riiles, 3(X> cases of ammunition
and a mountain gun. Seventy-nine

Greeks were killed in the recent fighting.

The fourth batch of wounded Turkish
soldiers has arrived here.

R i ILERSHIP OF CRETE.
VIENNA, May 12.?The "Neve Freie

Presse" says that ex-Empress Eugenic
is urging the appointment of a Bona-
partlst Prince for the rulership of the
island of Crete under the autonomous
regime proposed by the Powers.

AUTONOMY WILL FAIL.
LONDON, May 12.?The -Times' "

correspondent at Candia says:
It is feared that autonomy will fail to

pacify Crete, owing to the opposition
of the Uo.iiuu Cretan Mohammedans on
the island, who fear that autonomy will
end in union with Greece, while the in-
surgents are still defiant, and actually
talked of resisting the departure of the
Greek troops.

GREEK STEAMERS TO BE RE-
LEASED.

ATHENS, May 12.?1t is officially an-
nounced that the Powers have notified
the Greek Government that the Greek
troops may leave the island of Crete,

and that the Admirals of the interna-
tional fleet will release the steamers
which have been seized during the

blockade.
ALLEN'S RESOLUTION FAILS.

WASHINGTON, May 12.?The Senate
Committee on Foreign Relations to-day

decided upon an adverse report upon
S.nator Allen's resolution expressing
sympathy with the Greeks in the war
with Turkey, on the ground that the
subject is covered in the Cameron reso-
lution passed at this session.

The committee also took up informal-
ly the Cuban question, and decided to
ask the Secretary of State to supply

the fullest possible information regard-
ing the situation.

UTE INDIAN RESERVATION.
Special Agents Appointed to Settle

the Boundary Dispute.
WASHINGTON. May 12.?The neces-

sary action for settling the vexatious
dispute over the eastern boundary line
of the Southern Ute Indian Reservation
in Colorado was taken to-day, when
Samuel L. Gannett of Maine, a topog-
rapher in geological survey, was desig-

nated as a special agent at 310 a day
to locate the intersections, one hundred
and seventh meridian, with the New
Mexican-Colorado boundary line. The
work will begin immediately, and upon
its early completion the exact location
will be proclaimed. The Utes claim the
line is five miles too far west. The sur-
plus or unallotted lands on that part of
:he reservation lyir.g east of range 14
have been held up from opening to set-
tlement pending the location for some
time. Some 48JJO0 acres of land, val-
ued at 330,000, are involved in variance
between the present and claimed boun-
daries.

SENATE SUGAR SCHEDULE.

BELIEVED THAT IT IS DOOMED
TO DEFEAT.

| The Majority Against the Measure

in the Upper House of Congress

Figured Out as Six.

NEW YORK, May 12.?A special to
the "Herald" from Washington says:
The sugar schedule of the tariff bill as

I framed by the Senate Finance Commit-
tee is doomed to defeat. Including
seventeen Senators, who are absent,
and whose views could not be ascer-
tained, the Senate stands thus: Against

jschedule 47, for schedule (1. noncomit-
tal is. not classified 17. vacancies 2;
total membership of Senate SMJ; majori-
ty against schedule »">.

A careful canvass of the Senate on
the amended sugar schedule shows a
clear majority against the schedule, as
it stands at present, and if not ma-
terially amended to lessen the protec-
tion to the trust, the adoption of a
general anti-trust amendment.

Of the ninety, eighty-eight compris-
ing the present members of the Senate,
sixty-two were seen. These are the
Senators who will vote against the

RAILWAY CONDUCTORS'
NATIONAL CONTENTION.

Streets of Los Angeles Crowded With
Delegates and Their Guests,

Who Are Being Entertained by Citi-
zens of the Southern City.

Little Business Transacted at the

Session ofthe Convention, Further

Than the Assignment of Work to

the Committees?The Ladies' Aux-

iliary Holds Its First Business

Session.

LOS ANGELES, May 12.?The con-
vention of the Order of Railway Con-
ductors has now fairly l>egun, and the
streets of Los Angeles are, in the fore-
noon, crowded with delegates and their
guests, who are utilizing every spare
moment in exploring the city and vi-
cinity. The street cars are crowded
with visitors bent upon sight-seeing,
and every available vehicle has been
brought inta requisition to convey the
guests uf the city to the parks and
other points of interest, some enthusi-
astic travelers even climbing the slopes
of Mount McKinney, and there enjoy-
ing the superb view of the valleys, the
ocean and Catalina Island.

But in the afternoon the streets and
hotel corridors seem strangely hushed,
for the genuine work of the convention
is in progress in Music Hall, and the
delegates are devoting their time and
energy to the more serious object of
their trip across the continent?the ad-
vancement of the interests of the order
which has become an important factor
in the life of the conductor. The gen-
eral public is not admitted to the ses-
sions, the proceedings being secret.

Promptly at 1 o'clock this afternoon
the convention was called to order. But
little business was transacted further
than the assignment of work to the
committees, which are as follows:

A number of amendments to the con-
stitution were presented and discussed.
They were finally referral to the Com-
mittee on Judiciary.' A report w ill be
made in a day or two. No radical
changes were proposed.

The first business session of the La-
dies' Auxiliarywas held at Turn-Verein
Lodge Room at !t o'clock this morning.
'Irand President Moore presided. A
Committee on Credentials was appoint-
ed, and the work of the convention be-
gan as soon as the committee reported.
The session was occupied principally
with the presentation of reports from
the officers and the appointment of
committees. The local Ladies' Aux-
iliary this afternoon initiated twenty-
four new members.

The exhibition at Fiesta Park pre-
sented this afternoon by the Merchants'
and Manufacturers' Association in
honor of the conductors was a brilliant
success. The attendance was good,
and the reproduction of the amuse-
ments of early days was realistic, cre-
ating no end of sport. The programme
began with a representation of the
early mission days. The entrance of
the serenaders in the early costumes
was a pretty picture in itself. There
were sweet and alluring ditties inter-
woven with fandangoes and native
dances. The famous Zulu band which
made such a hit at the Athletic Car-
nival during Fiesta was there, and per-
formed the grotesque acrobatic features
for which it is famous.

The second part was by caballeros,
about forty in number, with their won-
derful feats of horsemanship, which
included the roping of wild horses, wild
steers, ring contests, picking up ob-
jects from the ground and riding a wild
steer.

Part three was entirely musical. The
famous Corona quartet and thirty
voices sang several songs, and the Ca-
talina band rendered a select pro-
gramme.

For the benefit of those who were un-
able to attend the afternoon entertain-
ment, many of the features were repro-
duced this evening at Fiesta Park. The
attendance was large, the chief feature
of the evening being a grand pyrotech-
nic display.

There are two more special trains yet
to come, and both of them will be very-
late in arriving, because of unavoidable
accidents which befell them on the
journey across the continent. One is
a special train from Pennsylvania,
which started to Los Angeles by the
southern route. All went merry' until
the expedition reached Texas. Then it
was found there had been a tremen-
dous washout on the track ahead. The
special was laid up on the plains in a
dreary, thoroughly uninteresting part
of Texas, and all the conductors could
do was to sit in the ears and swear
at the hard luck which kept them
away from the Grand Division and the
delights of California. At last the
train was taken back to Fort Worth,
and so by a roundabout way it crept
around the washout and started on its
way to the Pacific, three days behind
the schedule time. The special will
reach Los Angeles Friday morning.

The New York special, too, will not
arrive until Friday morning. The de-
lay was due to a big wreck on an
Eastern railroad. The excursionists,
though late, have the consolation of re-
membering that it was not their train
which was wrecked, and that they have
so far made the journey in comfort and
safety. The New York special is now
in San Francisco. The party on board
spent a few hours In Sacramento en
route, and were entertained by the
citizens of the Capital.

The headquarters of the Railway
Conductors' Club of North America has
been established at the Westminster
Hotel. Conductor Weisz. Managing
Governor, is in charge, and there are

with him several other Governors of
the club.

To-morrow morning at S o'clock spe-
cial trains on the Santa Fe and the
Terminal will take the conductors to
Pasadena, where the citizens have ar-
ranged to give them a drive through

the most beautiful section of the city.
Returning, they w ill be allowed to stop
off thirty minutes at the South Pasa-
dena ostrich farm, where they will be
given an opportunity to view those
wonderful birds.

After the convention is over here the
greater part of the members of the O.
R. C. are to be entertained in San
Francisco. The local division of rail-
way conductors of that city are making
elaborate preparations for the expect-
ed guests. At least five special trains
are sure to take the northern route for
the East. Among the features al-
ready planned are a public reception
and trips to some of the points of inter-
est in the city. While in San Francisco
the headquarters will be at the Palace
Hetel.

JUSTICES AND CONSTABLES.

Important Decision in Relation to
Their Salaries.

ST<)CKT<iN. May 12.?Judge Budd.
of the Superior Court, this forenoon
rendered a decision important to the
Constables and Justices of the State.
It was In the suit brought by Con-
stables Carroll and Beach of Stockton
Township, for a salary of $100 a month
each. I'nder the terms of the new fee
bill. County Auditor Keagle, in order to
be on the safe side, refused to pay the
claims until a judicial determination
was had. The Auditor was thereupon
mandamused, and the court ordered
the payment of the money under the
provision of the new fee bill.

The contention was whether in
changing the compensation from a fee
to a salary basis, the compensation was
increased, contrary to the Constitution.
The Court held, however, that inas-
much as fees were contingent upon the
amount of work, and a salary a fixed
quantity, there was no criterion by
which they could l>e measured. The de-
cision is not well received by the coun-
try Constables and Justices, for they

will now receive only a comparatively
small salary instead of the big fees
which they have heretofore drawn
down.

MINING IN SHASTA COUNTY.

Developments of Importance An-
nounced From Several Quarters.

REDDING, May 12.?Shasta County
is now the scene of renewed mining
activity, and developments of impor-
tance are announced from several quar-
ters. The Mountain Copper Company
is about to add to its plant five more
smelting furnaces, which will double
its capacity for copper production. The
additional furnaces will also cause an
increased demand for flucores. which
will probably result in the reopening
Of many abandoned mines, for the out-
put of which there has been little de-
mand.

Work in the development of the Bal-
akalala and Windy Camp group of
mines is being vigorously prosecuted,
and considerable quantities,, of high-
grade ores have been encountered.

Extensive developments are also in
progress at the Copper City Mines, the
Hart Mine at Old Diggings, the Harri-
son Gulch Mines and the Bully Choop
property. Much prospecting is being
clone at Muletown Mountain, near
Whisky Town, and in the French
Gulch. In all these localities indica-
tions of rich ore abound. An important
feature of the recent finds is the con-
stant tlow of gold from the holes and
the large quantity of copper produced
at Kesw ick.

PROCEEDINGS IN CONGRESS.

THE SUGAR I INVESTIGATION OF
1894 RECALLED.

Broker Chapman to be Brought to
the Bar of the Senate to Purge

Himself of Contempt.

WASHINGTON, May 12.?1n the
Senate to-day the sugar investigation of
1804 was recalled by the introduction of
a resolution by Allen of Nebraska re-
citing the circumstances of the investi-
gation, the refusal of Elverton R. Chap-
man to testify, his conviction in the
courts as a contumacious witness, and
the present efforts toward his pardon.
The resolution proposes that Chapman
be brought to the bar of the Senate to
purge himself of contumacy as a pre-
requisite to pardon.

Allen sought to secure immediate ac-
tion on the resolution, but it went over
on objections from Gallinger of New
Hampshire and Hoar of Massachusetts.
The latter criticised the resolution as
giving the authority of the Senate, and
said he would propose an amendment
with a view of having Mr. Chapman
punished, unless he purged himself of
contempt, without reference to the
question of pardon.

The consideration of the resolution
will be in order to-morrow.

Morgan of Alabama made a state-
ment relative to his resolution on Cuba.
He said the Committee on Foreign Re-
lations at a meeting had considered the
question of referring the resolution to
the committee, and had not reached an
agreement. The committee desired,
however, that the resolution go over
until noon to-morrow with a view to
have a statement of facts laid before
the Senate at that time. On Mr. Mor-
gan's request the resolution went over.

The Senate bills for public buildings

at Deadwood, S. D., to cost $200,000,
and at Indianapolis. Ind., to cost $1,-
--500,000, were passed.

The Senate then took up the calendar
and paaaed bills as follows: For the re-
lief of certain citizens of Montana.
Claiming the benefits of the homestead
laws: granting to Montana 50,000 acres
of land in aid of an asylum for the

blind: appropriating $174,000 to Chas.
Chouteau for extra work on the iron-
clad Etlah.

The immigration and the kinetoacOpe
bills were reached, but went over on ob-
jection.

Senator Butler introduced a resolu-
tion, which went over, requesting the
President to inform the Senate "under
what authority the proposed sale of the
Union Pacific Railroad had been agreed
on between the Executive and any com-
bination of purchasers."

At 2 o'clock the Senate held an execu-
tive session, and at 2:45 o'clock ad-
journed.

That Clearly Proved His Superior-

ity Over the Five Other Colts Con-

testing for the Honor ? Racing

Events on Other Tracks.

LOUISVILLE, May 12.?The tweilty-
third Kentucky Derby has passed into
history, and along with it the winter
and spring calculations of the talent.
Ornament, the much-touted son of Imp.
Order, that game chestnut colt whose
two-year-old performance stamped
him, and rightly so, the king of the
Western turf, lowered his colors this
afternoon before a gamer and a 1 let-
ter animal. Without being touched,
and with only a little shaking up near
the wire, Typhoon 11. landed the cov-
eted prize. Showing the way the entire
distance of one mile and a quarter, the
chestnut colt was never in distress at
any part of the journey. The finish was
not of the sensational kind that stirs
the spectators and furnishes sensa-
tions to those who have wagers on the
outcome, for Typhoon's victory, well
and gamely contended, w.as won with
an ease that clearly proves his supe-
riority over the five other colts con-
testing for the honor. It was a good
betting race, but Typhoon, though a
second choice, carried but little of the
public's money. When they went to
the post the ruling odds were: Orna-
ment 8 to .">, Typhoon 11 to .">, Dr. Cat-
lett 4% to 1, Dr. Shepard !1 to 1, Ben
Brown 12 to 1 and Goshen lb to 1.

NOT ON A MISSION OF WAR.

SPECIAL AGENT JAPAN SENT
TO HONOLULU.

if it is Proven the Immigrants Had

No Right to Land His Govern-

ment Will Say Nothing.

HONOLULU, May 5. ? The much-
talked-of Japanese cruiser Naniwa
dropped anchor in the harbor shortly
after 10 o'clock this morning, amid the
booming of guns from the battery and
from the warships already in the har-
bor. Her own guns answered, and
there was a dipping of colors up and
down the line.

A representative of the "Star" was
received aboard with great courtesy by
Captain S. Kuro-oka, the commander,
who presented him to M. Akiyama, the
special agent of the Department of For-
eign Affairs at Tokio, who had been
sent here to inquire into immigration
matters. Both gentlemen talked very
freely of their mission to Hawaii, giving
expression to the most friendly feelings

for the Republic and for the United
States, and regret that there has been
any misunderstanding.

My mission here." said Mr. Askiya-

ma. "is entirely of a friendly nature.

The people of Japan have become very

much wrought up over what they be-
lieve to be a high-handed and unjust

action on the part of your Government
in refusing to land emigrants who had
every right to land here. The press has
become very much inllamed, and ad-
vise stern measures, but I assure you
the press does not in any way reflect
the sentiment of the Government. We
are a peaceable nation, and all we ask
is justice. I have been sent here by
my Government to ascertain the true
facts in this matter. If the immigrants

had no right to land we shall have
nothing more to say. If we find that
they were illegallyrefused landing, and

that the treaty was violated, we feel
sure we can get justice from the Ha-
waiian Government. This talk of war
is all nonsense. Our mission is one of
peace, and not of war."

He speaks English very well, and
shows a surprising knowledge of Ha-
waiian affairs for one who has been
abroad for so long.

The market for American labor will
surely be opened here in the near fu-
ture, and will be fostered and support-
ed by the Hawaiian Government. Plant-
ers Wave bound themselves to employ

Americans in preference to either Eu-
ropean or Asiatic labor. As fast as the

The giris were Mollie Smith and Man-
dy Franks, and their connection with
the crime of which they were suspected
has not been fully established.

About two months ago Joseph Kelley
of Jeff died of poisoning. A few months
ago several other members of the fam-
ily were poisoned, but ail of these are

I now recovering.
The two negresses were suspected,

and Mollie Smith, Who had been threat-
ened, attempted to fiee from the wrath
to come. She had Rone some distance,
and was probably across tbe Tennessee
border when she was captured by a

I Mandy Franks had made no effort to
escape, and perhaps did not know that
she was in any danger. She was drag-

ged from her home by a remorseless
mob of twenty persons, and was bru-
tally maltreated.

The wretched girls were loud in their
protestations of innocence, and their
screams and prayers for mercy made
the night one which their hardened tor-
mentors will not soon forget.

ADDITIONALPARTICULARS.
HUNTSVILLE (Ala ). May 12.?The

corpses of two negresses Tittle Smith
and Mandy White, are dangling from
the limb of a live oak just on the out-
skirts of the village of Jeff. They

jwere hanged last night for poisoning
Joshua Kelley. a weil-known citizen.
They confessed to two attempts on the
lives of the Kelley family. The first
attempt resulted in the death of Mr.
Kelley.

Nine weeks ago the first attempt <>n
the lives of the Kelley family was made.
The family sickened shortly after eat-
ing supper, and Joshua Kelley died
twenty-four hours afterward, on May
Ist the family and tenants of deceased
were poisoned again in some myster-
ious manner.

There were six whites and eight ne-
groes affected. Messrs. D. E. and
Lawson Kelley being taken seriously
ill, as was Mrs., E. Kelley. Oakley
Woodward, clerk in a stoic, who came
near dying from the other poisoning,
and a Tennessee drummer who spent
the night with them, were the two other
victims.

Incriminating evidence was found on
Saturday at the Kelley home at Jeff,
and a clew in the shape of a box of
poison led to the detection of the ne-
gresses. The premises Were searched,
and underneath the kitchen was found
a box of poison. It was stamped with
the trademark of D. E. and J. E. Kel-
ley, the grocers at Jeff. The poison,
which was rough on rats, was placed in
the biscuit, of which all the affected
ate.

The lynching occurred at nn early
hour this morning, and was participat-
ed in by a mob of twenty or thirty
persons.
