Two Phases of tbe Subject Presented in

A Resolution for Relief of Americans

Passed in Short Order.

Senator Morgan's Resolution Declar-

ing That War Exists in Cuba, and

That Strict Neutrality Should be

maintained by the United States

Causes a Spirited Debate, Engaged

WASHINGTON. May 17.?Cuba en-
grossed the attention of the Senate to-
day. The public interest in the subject

-was shown by the great crowds which
b. seiged the galleries throughout the
day. Among the occupants of the dip-

lomatic gallery were Sir Julian Pauiu e-

fote, the British Embassador, and Min-

ister Hatch of Hawaii, and in the re-

served gallery was General Daniel Sick-
les, ex-United States Minister to Spain.

Neither the Spanish Legation in Wash-
ington nor the Cuban junta was repre-
sented, so far as could be observed.

Two phases of the subject were pre-

sented. First came the question of re-
liefto destitute and starving Americans
In Cuba, and at 2 o'clock Morgan's reso-
lution caused spirited debate. The first
question was presented in the President's
message as soon as the session opened.
Immediately following its reading Davis.
Chairman of the Committee on Foreign

Relations, presented a favorable report
on a joint resolution originally intro-

duced by Gallinger. appropriating $50,-
--000 for relief of American citizens in
Cuba, which follows:

"Resolved, By the Senate and House

of Representatives of the Fnited States

in Congress assembled, that the sum of
$50 000 be and the same is hereby ap-

tteasury not otherwise appropriated, for
the relief of destitute citizens of the

I'nited States in the island of Cuba, said
money to be expended at the discre-

that of Gallinger, who spoke briefly. He
said he had been impressed at the great

mass meeting attended by 3,000 persons
yesterday with the statement made
there by a correspondent who had trav-
eled through the stricken district of
Cab*. This gentleman had stated that
there -was an abundance of food in Cuba

and that it was needless to give relief
in that direction. The real trouble, he
said, was that the Cubans were herded
in the towns, and prevented from going

out to get food.
The most effective relief, Gallinger

said, would be a demand by the Presi-
dent and the Government that the
Cubans be released from their bondage

in the towns, and permitted to go where
they could secure food. The Senator was
ready to assume his share of responsi-
bilityfor such a step. Still, if the reso-
lution just reported gave some measure
of relief, he would heartily support it
Without urging the other plan of relief

The resolution was then put on its
passage, and without division it passed
unanimously, there being no response to

the call for the nays. It had taken ex-
actly eighteen minutes for the reading

of the message, the presentation of the

committee report and the brief speech

and final passage of the resolution.

Pettus of Alabama was on his feet as
Wellington closed and inquired: "The
Senator speaks so emphatically of .jin-
goes, let me ask him who are the fin-

goes and what are the jingoes?"
There was laughter and loud hand-

clapping in the galleries on this query,
evidently because the question was
made against the opposition to the res-
olution.

"The Senator needs no information
from me as to who are jingoes," re-
sponded Wellington. "It is the spirit that
would drag our country into war with
Spain; it is the spirit that would draw
us into controversy with every country
of Europe, and make more enemies than
friends."

Stewart spoke briefly, saying it was
strange to hear this indorsei ent of the
last Administration from a Republican

Senator.
"I do not indorse the last Adminis-

tration." interrupted Wellington, "ex-
cept where foreign affairs are con-
cerned."

Stewart went on to say that he could
see no difference between the McKinley

Administration and the Cleveland Ad-
ministration. The only difference be-
tween the two Administrations, he said,

was one of persons. "Mr. McKinley is
a very pleasant gentleman," added
Stewart, amid laughter. "I do not in-
tend to draw comparisons, but simply
say that Mr. McKinley is a very pleas-
ant gentleman."

Stewart argued for the resolution, say-
ing it voiced the sentiment of the Amer-
ican people who wanted no more "Cleve-
land policy on Cuba."

Daniel of Virginia replied in a sar-
castic vein to some of Wellington's re-
marks, and then read a carefully pre-
pared manuscript involving the iegal
points in the recognition of belligerency.

After concluding his legal argument,
Daniel branched on the general subject

of Cuba, and aroused the keenest atten-
tion by his vigorous words. The di-
plomacy of Spain had succeeded for two
and one half years, he said, in blinding

American diplomacy into the belief that

war did not exist in Cuba. But the
world knew that war existed there, high-

handed, red-handed, bloody, cruel war.
It is war in which Spain employs more
troops than England employed in seek-
ing to put down the American revolu-
tion. And yet Senators were met with
the statement that a recognition of a
state of war in Cuba would be inimical
to Spain.

He denied that the recognition of an
existing fact could be construed as a
hostile act. but in any event, the fact
Should be responded to, and the great
influence of the I'nited States thrown
toward the cause of civilized and Chris-
tian usage. It might suggest some
American vessels to search, hut this
would be a small matter, compared with
the results achieved. It might give
Spain a right to blockade Cuba, but in
that Spain would suffer more than the
United States.

"It is said this means war." contin-
ued Mr. Daniel. "1 deny it. If Spain
should declare war against us because
we recognize the belligerency of ncr
former subjects, who had canned on a
war for two and a half years, she
would have an unjust cause of com-
plaint and war against us, and we
would have a just cause of complaint
and war against her. I do not wish to
see the American people involved in
war. I look upon war as one of the
greatest calamities that can befall a
peoph?. But It Is a great calamity for
the high public spirit of a great nation
to be so deadened that it can look upon
murder and arson and pillage with in-
difference, and for the public spirit of a
nation to be so dead that it is afraid to
do an act of justice for fear of war."

Americans in Distress in Cuba,

Unless Embodying; the Resolution
Recognizing Belligerency.

The House, After Two Hours' Debate,

Refuses to Accept the Report of

the Conferrees on the Indian Ap-

propriation Bill Relative to the

Opening of the Uncompahagre Re-

servation, and Asks for Another

Conference With the Senate.

BROKER CHAPMAN.

WASHINGTON, May 17.?Elverton

trust, occupies a cell at the District
Jail to-night, and will continue therein
for twenty-five days.

He
was very cheerful and inclined to be
jocular in his conversation. Two cells
have been assigned him, one for sleep-
ing purix.ses and the other as a sitting-
room and office-room. Rugs cover the
floor, and a table, brass bedstead, chif-
fonier and several chairs adorn the
cells, but no luxurious curralns hang
over the iron bars, nor do decorations
set off the walls.

The jail will furnish him his ordinary
fare, while soups and fancy dishes
served by a private waiter will be sent
to him from a hotel. Mr. Chapman's

sentence is for thirty days, which with
the rebate for "good behavior" makes
an actual period of twenty-five days.

"Executive Mansion. May IT. 1807."
This message was framed at a Cabi-

net meeting held at the White House
early this morning.

Senator Davis of the Foreign Rela-
tions Committee was admitted to the
1 aoinet r» *ti. jhe members of the
Cabinet present were Sherman, Long.
Alger, Gage and McKenna.

Senator Davis left early, but declined
to make any statement. Later Repre-
sentative Hitt of Illinois. Chairman of
the House Foreign Affairs Committee
in the last Congress, was admitted to
the Cabinet room, while the members
were discussing the message.

As soon as the message reached the
Capitol it was announced that the Sen-
ate Committee on Foreign Relations
had decided to report a resolution car-
rying it into effect and half an hour
later a resolution appropriating $50,-
--008 for the relief of destitute Ameri-
cans in Cuba passed the Senate with-
out division.

It took exactly eighteen minutes for
the reading of the message, the presen-
tation of the committee report and the
final passage of the resolution.

The scheme of relief did not meet
with equal fortune in the House. Hitt of
Illinois asked immediate consideration
for a bill appropriating $50,000 for the
relief of destitute Americans In Cuba,
but Bailey of Texas said he must ob-
ject unless an amendment embodying
Senator Morgan's r< solution for the
recognition of the insurgents be added.

Dingley objected to the amendment,
whereupon Bailey objected to the bill,
and the Cuban question was side-
tracked, the House adjourning until
Thursday without any further action.

If Hitt's bill, appropriating $50,000
for the relief of American citizens, is
called up again in the House, Bailey
will offer Morgan's resolution for the
recognition of belligerency. If the
Committee on Rules reports a special
rule for the consideration of the hill
which Will prevent amendments, Bai-
ley will present a minority report from
tho committee which Will permit
amendments, and insist on a vote on
the minority report.

KENTUCKY LEGISLATURE.
The Fight Over the Fusion Bill Re-

newed in the Senate.
FRANKFORT (Ky.). May 17.?-The

fight over the Stephenson fusion bill
was renewed in the Senate to-day. the
silver Democrats insisting- that Lieu-
tenant-Governor Worthington vacate
the chair pending the appeal from bis
decision on the question of "indicating
members who are present but refuse to
vote."

Mr. Worthington refused to vacate
the chair. Senator Goebel, the Presi-
dent pro tern., who was presiding pend-
ing the appeal from Mr. Worthington's
decision, demanded the chair, but the
President refused to recignize him.

Mr. Goebel took a. seat beside the
clerks, and the two bodies were in ses-
sion amidst the wildest confusion.

Bitter words passed between Senators
Bronston and Worthington. The
Worthington Senate adjourned until 3
o'clock. The Goebel Senate, which,
though in the minority, is backed by all
the officers of the Senate, adjourned

till "» minutes before 3.
The gold Democrats and Republicans

are in secret caucus preparing to reor-
ganize and elect new clerks, a new
President pro tempore, etc.

A compromise was finally reached,
the Lieutenant-Governor concluding

that he might have been wrong in re-
suming the chair before the appeal
from his decision was acted upon. The
agreement was that both Senates
should meet at 3 o'clock and adjourn
till to-morrow at 11 o'clock, when Sen-
ator Goebel shall take the chair, with
the appeal still pending. This means
that the fusion bill will not be passed.
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
