BERLIN. May 22 (Copyrighted. ISO7,

by tiie Associated Press).?Another
Ministerial crisis has grown out of the

curious manner in which the Imperial

Chancellor, Prince Hohenlohe, nomin-
ally fulfiled his solemn promise in in-
troducing a bill for the abolition of the
most liberal paragraph of the old law

of associations. The bill introduced in

the Diet is purely reactionary, its pro-

visions placing all political meetings

and associations wholly and exclusive-
ly under police control. Prince Hohen-
lohe, Baron Marsehal Yon Bieberstein,

Dr. Yon Bieberstein, Dr. Yon Boettieh-
er and Dr. Miguel were outvoted at the

Cabinet meeting, which tixed the word-
ing of the bill, by the Prussian Minis-

ter for the Interior. Baron Yon Der

Recke-Von Der Horst, the reactionary

member of the Cabinet, and his six
colleagues. Baron Yon Der Recke-Von
Der Horst being the sole author of the

bUL
As it was certain that the measure

would be overwhelming defeated if in-

troduced in the Reichstag, it was in-

troduced in the Diet, where the Con-

servatives have nearly half the seats.

The decision lies with the National Lib-

erals, and three or four votes would
suffice to give the bill a majority.

In the meanwhile, the Reichstag has
taken the matter up, and has pro-

nounced against the measure. The

two days' debate in the Reichstag were

the most exciting and interesting of

this session. The speakers expressed
themselves with energy and fearless-

ness on the Emperor's reactionary ten-

dencies and the evil inriuence of his
irresponsible camarilla, which created
a sensation throughout Germany. Herr

Richter's speech was especially bitter-

ly sarcastic. Among other things, he

said that the German people "could

not. as in the case of Russia, be gov-

erned autocratically."

Numerous mass meetings against the

Diet bill have been held, slxtv-five of

them in Berlin alone. On Thursday the

entire press, with the single exception

Of part of the Conservative press, vig-

orously denounced the measure.
That the bill is mainly intended to hit

socialism is admitted, hut the "Vor-

-waerts." the socialist organ, says: "It

set-ins that socialism cannot l>e killed by

any measure. Bismarck failed in the
task, and Yon Der Recke will fall in
a worse manner."

The whole Cabinet is now unani-
mously attacked by the press, and in

the Reichstag a number of speakers

called upon the Ministers to resign. The
speakers of the Center party, though

usually moderate, taunted the Govern-

ment with its evident Intention of pro-

voking a coup d'etat, and openly

charged the Ministers with violating

the Constitution as legislating on the
right of association specially reserved
by the Constitution for the Reichstag,

and not for the Diet.

CUBAN QUESTION.
Still Occupies a Large Share of the

Attention of the Administration.
WASHINGTON, May 22.?T0 set at

rest the common expectation that more
or less sensation in the report on the
situation in Cuba is looked for any day
by the President, it may be stated that
it is not part of the understanding that
Mr. Calhoun went to Havana to make
a report by mail or at all until he re-
turns to Washington, and then his com-
munications may be made to the Pres-
ident verbally, although it is understood
Mr. Calhoun's official duty is to inves-
togate the Ruiz case.

Speaker Reed was at the State De-
partment to-day. and conferred some
time with Secretary Sherman, presum-
ably touching the legislative progress
of the Morgan resolution. Another in-
terview between the President and Sen-
ator Burrows, who has taken a strong

position in resistance to the resolution
at this time, gives evidence that the
Cuban situation is still occupying a
large share of the attention of the ad-
ministration. The stormy events at
Madrid yesterday have not escaped ob-
servation, and there is some apprehen-
sion of reflex action in Cuba.

TEERY DIVORCE SUIT.

Decree Granted Both Parties on the
Ground of Adultery.

PARIS. May 22.?The petition of cross
divorce suit brought by Antonio Terry
against his wife was resumed to-day in
the fourth Chan.b r of the C.vil Tribunal
of the Seine. A divorce was granted to

both parties on the ground of adultery,

and the custody of their daughter was
given to her grandmother, who was or-
dered to place the child in a convent
until she is 18 years of age, or until her
marriage. The mother will be allowed
to visit the child, and the latter will di-
vide her holidays with her mother and
father. Alimony to the amount of $800
per month is allowed Mrs. Terry.

The court found that Mr. Terry's mar-
riage was according to United States

law. This w ill have bearing on the prop-
ery questions involved.

Antonio Terry is said to be engaged

to marry Sibyl Sanderson, the singer,

w ho was" named by Mrs. Tery as a co-
respondent. Mr. Terry in the action just

ended charged Mrs. Terry with improper
relations with a man not named.

TROUBLE AT HOMESTEAD.

Imported Italians Attacked by Idle
Men.

PITTSBT'RG, May 22.?Half a hun-
dred idle men at Homestead last night

attacked two large shanties, in which
were an equal number of Italians who
were brought from Virginia to work on
the extension of the Homestead and
Highland Street Railway. The attack-
ing party was armed with sticks ancl
stones. The foreigners fled from their

houses. In the scrimmage several Ital-
ians were seriously injured. The at-
tacking party then withdrew.

Later the Italians returned. A sec-
ond attack was made on the shanties
and an attempt made to burn them.
This time the foreigners drove the as-
sailants off. The Italians went to work

under protection of the officers. More
trouble is expected. The imported men
are working under contract at seventy-

five cents per day.

DR. RUIZ WAS MURDERED.

CALHOUN SO REPORTS TO THE

STATE DEPART/IENT.

Struck From Behind, Probably With

a Bar of Iron, Which Fractured

the Skull.

CHICAGO, May 22.?A special to

the "Times-Herald" from Washington,
D. C, says: The State Department has
received, accoiding to one of the minor
officials, a semi-otficial report from Mr.
Calhoun, who was sent by the Presi-
dent to Havana to make a special in-
quiry into the circumstances surround-
ing tie- death of Dr. RuiS, an American
citizen, in the Guanabacoa Jail.

The report is to the effect that Dr.
Ruiz was murdered, though it will be
impossible to establish this fact to the

satisfaction of the Spanish Govern-
ment.

Mr. Calhoun has read the report of
the autopsy made hy Dr. Burgess, who
says that the wounds in the head could
not been indicted by Dr. Kuiz
himself.

i>r Ruts was evidently struck from
behind, probably with a bar of iron,

which fractured the skull and caused
hemorrhages.

The report Of Itr. Calhoun, it is said,
goes furttcr. and declares that the
Spanish officials, instead of doing any-
thing to assist Investigation, are plac-
ing every obstacle In the w ay and using- very effOTt tO so frighten the witnesses
thai it will be impossible to secure full
testimony.

WARM WORDS BETWEEN
CHRISTIAN BRETHREN.

Scenes Daring the Proceedings of the
Presbyterian General Assembly.

One Member Accuses Another of Utter-
ing a False Statement.

Results in a Parliamentary Tangle,

in Which the Moderator's Decision

Was Overruled?The Report of the

Board of Ministerial Relief Pre-

sented ? John Wanamaker Ad-

dresses the Assembly.

EAGLE LAKE (Ind ), May 22.?
"There is no truth in that statement."

These were the words that greeted
an assertion made on the floor of the
Presbyterian General Assembly this af-
ternoon. They were uttered by Dr.
Wilson Phraner, a member of the
Boafd of Home Missions of New York,
and were directed against the allega-

tion of Rev. J. F. Knowies of Mount
Carmel, who has styled himself "Eli-
sha's successor."

The statement denied was to the ef-
fect that one of the Secretaries of the
Home Mission Board in New York was
receiving two salaries?one from the
board and one from a friend. The de-
nial was explicit, alleging that the
statement never was true, and is not
now true.

Over the offer of the original speaker
to vive his authority, there came the
first serious parliamentary tangle of
the session. The Moderator ruled the
offer to give authority for the state-
ment out of order. Appeals from this
decision were taken and sustained. The
authority was then stated to be a mem-
ber of the committee from the Synod of
Illinois and Indiana, who went to New
York to confer with the Board of Home
Missions upon the work of the board,
but his name was withheld.

After adjournment considerable in-
dignation was expressed by various
Commissioners that such a mountain
should have been made of so small a
mole hill, and one at least expressed a
wish for just such a friend.

Th ? first General Assembly to-day
took up the report of the Board of Min-
isterial Relief, of which the following
is an abstract:

"The receipts last year were $100,856
and the expenditures $182,264. While
the permanent fund is now large,
amounting to $1,551,783, it was still the
judgment of the board that it should

be very largely increased and the contii-
i.me ns 'torn churches and individuals
should also be greatly increased from
year to year, for there was a steady in-
crease in the number of applications for
aid, and the aid granted should in
many cases be much larger than the
amounts now given for the support of
those under the care of the board. It
was gainful to notice that since the

[centennial fund was raised in 1888 the
;collections from the churches and Sab-
bath-schools had been gradually fall-
ing off. In ISN7-.SN they raised $$6,-

--1922, and in 1890-97 only $74,081, a de-
jcrease of .524.511 in nine years. Many
of the church sessions think that be-

Icause the board had a large permanent

fund it did not need annual collections
from the churches, and the figures
proved this to be the too prevalent
opinion. The showing was all the
worse, since in 1888 there were reported
but 722,671 communicants, and in 1896
there were 943,716. While the church
was more than one-fourth larger than
nine years ago, the collections were
inoie than one-fourth less. And what

imade the showing appear still worse
iwas that in 1886 but 564 families were
under the care of the board and last
year tiny had 835. The average gifts
of communicants had fallen from XI
cents to alM>ut 71-. cents each.
? The entire cash receipts from all
sources, including interest, was $197,-
--955, a little less than 4 per cent, of the
sum being used for the expense of ad-
ministration. The board was compelled
to report an Indebtedness of $29,91]
due to the permanent fund."

The committee on the subject of min-
isterial reli. f commended the approval
Of a change in the rule by which lega-
cies be expended for the current work
instead of being invested in permanent
funds.

The selection of Dr. Benjamin L. Ag-
new of Philadelphia as Secretary of the
board was approved.

Consideration u f the report on the
Presbyterian building at New York oc-
cupied the remainder of the morning
session, and the sole speech was made
by Hon. John Wanamaker. After
speaking of the reasons leading to the
appointment of the committee, he went
on to give the results reached. These
were that there was no evidence found
that the boards had done anything 1*?-
--?yond the authority given by a former
General Assembly: that the men in
chaise of the boards were men suc-
cessful in great business enterprises in
New York: that there was no reason to
expect a miracle for the special benefit
of the Presbyterian Church to relieve it
from the difficulties which beset the
w hole business world.

The committee recognised the good
business ability and sagacity of those
in charge, and the speaker expressed
the conviction that the boards ought to
have moved live years ago, and assert
that the building is one worthy of the
Presbyterian Church.

The remainder of the speech was di-
rected against the minority report,
stating that it dwelt with a question
9* ttled by previous assemblies, and
that they cannot now be reopened.

At the close of the session unsuccess-
ful attempts were made to close the
debate and take a vote immediately.
Notice was given that many commis-
sioners wished to be heard, and a pro-
test was made against gag rule. The
ass, mbly was declared adjourned till
afternoon.

The afternoon session was opened by
the appointment of a commission to
try the judicial case of the Synod of
Missouri against Rev. W. J. Lee, a sus-
pended member of the Presbytery of
St. Louis, lt was decided to continue
the discussion of the question of the
building in New York on Monday after-

noon next as the second order, and the
report on home missions was made the
second order for Monday morning.

The afternoon's discussion was of a
desultory character, without much plan

or coherence, but a great variety of
views were brought out.

Dr. Samuel C. Logan of Seranton.
Pa., wanted a committee appointed to
investigate further and report a rule to
govern the board in the use of the ben-
eficiary funds.

Dr. G. G. Bolton of Philadelphia said
that the majority of the committee
stopped too soon, and that the minor-
ity went too far. The powers granted

to the boards by the assemblies of 1883
and 1894 cannot be withdrawn honora-
bly, he said.

Dr. Henry B. Bake of Spencerton, N.
V.. introduced an amendment to the
minority report, of which he gave no-
tice.

Rev. James F. Knowies of Mount

Carmel. 111., caused the sensation of the
afternoon, but the opinion of many
commissioners was that his speech was
aimed at nothing, and hit it.

Dr. Jay Clisbee of Michigan, while
disbelieving in petty economics, advo-
cated the sale of the new building of
the Boards of Missions. The state-
ment that they occupied quarters with

rental value of $25,060, he said, would
have the effect of discouraging liberal
contributions.

The assembly then adjourned until
Monday morning.

CATHOLICS IN AMERICA.

Significant Ruling Transmitted From
the Vatican.

CHICAGO, May 22.?Information was
obtained to-day that Home has just

transmitted to the Catholic Church in
the United States the most significant
ruling ofrecent years bearing on ecclesi-
astical matters in America. The decis-
ion, which has reference to parishes

made up of foreigners, is literally as fol-
lows:

'Children born in America of foreign
born parents, whose native language is
not the English, are not obliged, when
of age, to become members of the parish

to which their parents belong; but they

have the right to join a parish in which

the language of the country?that is.

the English?is used.
"Catholics not born in America, but

knowing the English language, have the
right of becoming members of the parish
in which English is in use, and they can-
not be compelled to submit themscivt s

to the jurisdiction of the rector of a
church built for people who continue to
speak the language of a foreign coun-
try."

The evident purpose of Rome is to
make English the language of the Amer-
ican Church as speedily as possible, and
thus to encourage the development of a
spirit of more perfect union among the
members of the Catholic faith. Parishes
in which a foreign language is used are
tolerated as temporary institutions,
which will disappear as soon as the con-
ditions making their erection expedient
will have passed away. The present
ruling is perfectly consistent with the
enlightened general policy adopted and
followed by Leo XIII.

Steamer Ashore.
HALIFAX (N. S), May 22.?News

was brought to-day by incoming fisher-
men that a large ocean steamer is
ashore at Flint's Point, off the Cape
Breton coast. The vessel is the Delta,
laden with 800 tons of coal for this
port from Sydney, N. J. The Delta is
owned by G. F. Franklin of Halifax.

GAVE HIS LAST PERFORMANCE.

CHAS. CAVILL, THE CHAMPION

SWIMMER, DROWNED.

Lost His Life While Frying to Break
the World's Record of Staying

Under Water.

STOCKTON, May 'J'J.?Charles Cavill,
the champion swimmer, was drowned
here to-night shortly before 10 o'clock,
while giving an exhibition at Jackson's

with Adolph Kahn and Matt
Gay. He was In fine condition, and
had made this engagement prior to

starting Bast and to England to com-
pete against the world, under his man-
ager, Miller. He left his wife and
child, whom he recently brought over
from Australia, at Captain Kruger's. at
Ocean Beach, San Francisco, and came
here with these friends to give an ex-
hibition to-night and to-morrow.

They gave a good show, and every-
thing was very satisfactory till the
last act came. Cavill was first thrown
into the water, which is seven feet
deep, in a sack, and cut himself out.

Then he went in and undressed in the
water. Another trick was to lie on
the bottom of the tank and write on
a slate in answer to talking, which was

Ithan five minutes and ye seconds. To
!do this the swimmer used a weighted

| not to be poisonous, comes up in the
Iwater at Jackson's Baths, and that
1w as under this tank or barrel, when he
thought it was good air. When Cavill

Igot under this tank and breathed the

I gas he lost consciousness. Kahn thinks,
ancl was stiffoca ted. but not drowned.

When Cavill had been under six mtm
utes Kahn realised that something was
wrong, and he dove for him. Kahn
says he swam .about for a few seconds,
and then went to the tank and struck
on« of Cavill's legs. He grabbed it
and gave it a pull, and Cavill came
toward him with a rush, but being a
very heavy man Kahn could not raise
him to the surface.

Kahn's first thought when he struck
the foot was that Cavill had kicked
him. but he saw almost immediately

that the man was dead. Then he got
under the body and pushed it to the
surface. Men hastened to help him.
but Kahn says he saw at once that
Cavill could no* be brought back to
life, for there was no water in his body,
and nothing but froth came from the
mouth. Kahn breathed into the
body, and worked with many others
and doctors to bring life to the body,
but no sign of consciousness was seen.

The body has been taken in charge by
the Coroner, and an inquest will be
held to-morrow.

Bank President Johnson, Who Cashed
Forged Notes.

WASHINGTON", May Mr. Coffin.
Acting Comptroller of Currency, has
received a telegram announcing the ar-
rest of John F. Johnson, the President
of the State National Bank at Logans-
port, Ind.. for criminal violations of the
National Bank Act.

Mr. Coffin said he had information

Before his arrest a transfer to the

bank of property valued at $100,000 was
procured from Johnson by the Bank
Examiner, acting under instructions
from the Comptroller's office.

Mr. Coffin is of the opinion that the
available funds of the bank, including

the capital stock, will be more than suf-
ficient to pay all depositors in full.

QUEEN VICTORIA
JUBILEE PREPARATIONS.

London for Some Weeks Promises to be
a Most Uncomfortable City.

Everyone Appears to be Oat for the

Golden Shekels.

Fronts of Buildings Along the Route

of the Procession Disfigured by

Hideous Scaffoldings, Preparatory
to Erecting Seats for Spectators

Eve* Churches Have Been Sold to

Speculators ? Provisions and Al-
most Everything Else Doubled in
Cost.

LONDON, May 22.?(Copyrighted,
1N!»7. by the Associated l'.vss.)-London
is already plunged into the Queen's ju-
bilee preparations, and for the next six
weeks it promises to be the most un-
comfortable city in Europe. Along the
route of the procession the fronts of the
buildings are disfigured by hideous s< af-
foldiag, preparatory to building seats.
Even churches like St. Martin's-in-the-
Fields have been sold to speculators,
who have a!moat completely covered the
edifice mentioned with building prepa-
rations and a little sign reading 'Serv-
ices as usual" being ahout the only in-
dication left of the church proper. St.
Paul's Cathedral is likewise disfig-
ured by huge stands.

The price of provisions has already
advanced and everything has at least
doubled in cost. For the jubilee week
several of the large hotels refuse to
make any definite arrangements for
rooms, even to old patrotie, until a week
before the jubilee. Every person who
has been able to do so has let his er
her house for the celebration, and is>
preparing to flee to the country. The
fact is that everyone in London is. to
use a slang expression, "on the make."

Tuesday's drawing-room at Bucking-
ham Palace was hy far the smartest of
the year. The weather was beautiful,
and enormous crowds of people lined
the streets in the neighborhood of the
palace and hall. A striking feature of
the day was the many State carri-iag> a
in line. The coach of the Duke and
Duchess of Marlborough eclipsed all of
them. It cost $5,600, and has taken a
long time to finish. The body was of
deep red. and the coach was adorned,
in addition to a ducaj crown and coat
of arms, by a princely coronet, as the
Duke of Marlborough is a Prince of the
Roman Empire, and, as the "Daily
Mail" rays, "he is not inclined to abate
one jot or title of his titles." The sup-
porters of the carriage are in the shape
of red mounted silver serpents we call
silver ornaments, made by a skilled
jeweler on the hammer cloths. There
were three footmen behind the coach.
They wore red liveries, which were cov-
ered with gold embroidery, that part
of the work being done in Italy, in or-
der to insure the embroidery against
tarnishing.

There is a story printed here to the
effect that when the Duke of Marlbor-
ough ordered his liveries he chose the
brightest red, but the tailor refused to
make the liveries of that color, and
pointed out to the Duke that the par-
ticular shade of red which he most ad-
mired was confined to the use of roy-
alty. The Duke, as a result, was obliged
to be contented with the shade of red
used by his ancestors for the liveries
of their servants.

The Duchess of Marlborougb wore
more jewels than any one present at the
drawing-room, and her very tall dia-
mond crown and her necklace, com-
posed ol the famous Vanderbilt pearls,

caused a sensation.
The trial at Edinburgh of the suit for

divorce brought by Sir Charles Henry
Ross of Balmagowen Castle, Rosshire,
against his wife. Lady Winifred Ross,
is furnishing considerable gossip, as the
parties to the suit are prominent. The
proceedings, which were commenced
last year, were resumed on Wednesday
before the Edinburgh Court of Sessions.
Lady Ross is a sister of Lady Olivia
Cairns, who was cited to testify. The
co-respondents. Deßath and Brinton.
are officers of the Eighth Hussars and
Life Guards, respectively. Some of the
evidence presented was of a nature too
disgusting for publication. The hus-
band's charge of adultery was fullycon-
firmed by the testimony of the serv-
ants, who told extraordinary tales of
the conduct of Lady Ross with the co-
respondents, both in the house an.d at
secldued nooks in the park at R ihvi -
gowen. These details were so sal&ctdbs
that Lady Ross left the court.

THE FAMINE IN INDIA.

Millions of People Have Died From
Starvation.

NEW YORK. May 22.-Julian Haw-
thorne, who was sent to India to inves-
tigate the famine prevailing in that
country", returned to-day on the steamer
St. Paul. He says the people in the
United States can have no idea of the
appalling condition of things in India.
Millions of Hindoos and Bengalese have
died from starvation, and the deaths
from the plague have been far greater

than they have yet been reported. The
Government figures showing the plague
mortality are believed to represent not
more than one-sixth of those who have
actually died.

GENERAL MILES.

Instructed to Go to London to Attend
the Queen's Jubilee.

WASHINGTON, May 22.?8y direc-
tion of the President. Secretary Alger
to-day sent a cable message to Major-

General Miles, commanding the army,
now at Constantinople, instructing him
to arrange his affairs so as to be in
London on June 15th, to represent the
United States as master of ceremonies-
in honor of the sixtieth anniversary of
Queen Victoria's accession to the Brit-
ish throne. Itis understood at the War
Department that Miles started from
Constantinople this morning to join the
Turkish army near the Border of Thes-
saly.
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
