choice stock, which is scarce, brings top
pricet; readily, while inferior, which con-
stitutes the bulk Of receipts, goes for al-
most any price. The Mexican limes that
Were in quarantine on the Colon have
been released: there are 600 boxes.

Butter is steady; supply and demand
about balance, and prices remain un-
changed. Fags are weak; store are a
fraction lower.
