
A DAY IN PLACER'S HILLS.

Auburn's Wheelmen Entertain a Sacra-
mento Delegation.

The Clubs Will Endeavor to Construct

a Wheelway From Here

to Auburn.

The Gateway Cycling Club of Au-
burn, Plac-r County, led by Captain M.
C. Maelenan left Auburn yesterday
rnorning. at 8:30 to mak<' a run over the
new wheel way of the club to Roseville.

This new wheelway descends to
Rocklin, fifteen miles, in less than 1,400
feet. But the stiffest grade, one that
would otherwise be very troublesome,
has been accommodated to the path

between Newcastle and Auburn by the
line of the path leaving Newcastle at
almost right angles to the railroad and
ffoing westerly by a zigzag course to a
high lava ridge along which it pursues
one of the most picturesque of routes.

From this elevated line the whole
Sacramento Valley is seen far below,
presenting; one of the loveliest views
imaginable. Every foot of way is
romantically picturesque. From New-
castle to Rocklin the route is broken
by but one hill that is too stiff for
wheeling. This section of the route is
full of beauty of landscape the view
constantly changing as the path leads
down to the valley.

The wheelway is narrow?nowhere
b< ing over two feet six inches proba-
bly. But it is far better than if it
had been cut six feet, for foothill rid-
ing. It is not now inviting for the
horseman and there is small opportu-
nity for driving upon it. A good por-
tion of the route it clings to the edge of
the county road very closely. It has
been well cut, no more of the natural
hard surface being disturbed than was
actually necessary. In fact for a first
cutting, and over such grades, the club
has done remarkably well, and the
touring wheelmen are loud in their
praises of the enterprise of the club
which raised and expended all the
money the wheelway cost.

At Auburn the club was joined by
Rartley McDonald of the Capital City-
Wheelmen of this city, he having rid-
den from Sacrament., between 4 and 8
a. m., for the purpose. Captain Mae-
lenan led out some twenty-eight mem-
bers, eight or nine being ladies. The
pace was an easy one and the ride de-
lightful. A pause was made at New-
castle, another at Penryn and another
at LiK>mis.

A mile and a half out from Rocklin
the company was grouped by the way-
side beneath some oaks, and snap pho-
tographic- shots were taken by Mr.
Hancock of San Francisco. Treasurer of
the California Associated Cycling Clubs,
"who had ridden from Auburn with the
club, turning aside from his official tour
to Lake Tahoe and return by way of
Placet vWe to make notes for maps of
a road book. At this point Vice-Con-
sul F. T. Dwyer of Sacramento, for the
Northern California Division. League
of American Wheelmen, and Mr. Wood-
son. representing the Wheelway Com-
mittee of the Capital City Wr heelmen,
met the excursionists and were wel-
comed cordially.

Arrived at Rocklin the entire party
sat down to a substantial dinner, after
which the Executive Committee of the
Auburn Club went into session with Dr.
J. C. Hawl>er in the chair and the Sec-
ramento guests present.

Judge Prewett stated that the great
desire of the Auburn Club was to have
the wheelway extended to Sacramento
and broadly intimated that the ques-
tion was, "Would Sacramento build its
end of the line?"

Dr. Hawber said the Auburn club
numbered about ito members, represen-
tative of the best citizenship of the
place. Its prime purpose was to push
the good roads agitation, that Placer
County may have good roads as speedily
as possible. The wheelway is every-

where the good road pioneer. His c lub
had raised the money and built what
it thought a fair path to Roseville, 19
miles. It would agree to improve it,
have shovel work done on it and keep

it up. The club was new, had n<> club
rooms as yet, and had before it a great

deal of hard work to do, especially in
good roads education.

If the path could be completed to Sac-
ramento it meant a great deal of travel
by people going one way by wheel, and
return by train that do not now travel
at all. or but seldom. Auburn. New-
castle, Penryn, Rocklin and Roseville
people all want the gap from Roseville
to Sacramento closed and looked to Sac-
ramento to help out.

Thus appealed to the Sacramento rep-
resentatives replied that they thcught

the proposition fair, and so far as they

were authorized, pledged Sacramento to
close the gap. From the last trestl? out
of Sacramento two miles there is a good

road that the Supervisors are improv-
ing. Then for a mile or more there is
now nearing completion a fine macadam
road. On one side of it there is to be
built a fine wheelway over a 12-foot re-
serve. That left only about 13 miles to
the Placer County line. They believed
they could say the Capital City Wheel-
men would undertake to cut a path, if
the right of way can be secured. Any-

how Sacramento would make the ef-
fort.

A temporary path could be cut now
and completed in two weeks, not lis-
turbing the hard surface and getting
over soft places the best they could.
Next spring the whole line could be r.er-
fected.

The delegates pledged themselves 10
co to work upon the proposition at once.
They realized that it was a good th.ng

for Sacramento and a good thing for

Auburn also and would relate the fo>t-
hills and the valley more closely. But
Jt must be understood that the two clubs
\u25a0would next spring unite to cut a ptth

from the Auburn wheelway across to the
American River where the proposed
electric road is to cross, or somewhere
near that point so as to meet the Folsom
Wheelway and thus make a grand cir-
cuit.

The Auburn committee replied that
that was not original. The Auburn club
had that in view, they had even thought

of trying it at once. Certainly the cir-
cuit would be built. . i

The Sacramento delegates advised
that nothing be done about it before next
spring and this seemed to be agreed to,

though the desire to make the circuit
at once was very' strongly expressed.

The announcement of the Sacramento
men gave the Auburr.ites great satis-
faction and the meeting adjourned in
high spirits. A run of four miles was
then had to Roseville to inspect the
path and then the Auburn people bade
the Saeramentans good-bye. with
hearty wishes expressed-for their suc-
cess in closing the wheelway gap.

So far as C. C. W. members could be
seen last evening they indorsed the ac-
tion of their delegates, and it is prob-
able therefore that a movement will be
put on foot to raise the $lao necessary
to make the initial path. Tf this is done
there will be two wheel ways before
summer is over leading out of Sacra-
mento into the beautiful foothill regions
of the Sierras.

PROFESSOR SCHENCK HERE.
The Popular Instructor Takes Charge

of the Athletic Club.
Professor Schenck will to-day take

charge of the gymnasium of the Sacra-
mento Athletic Club as its chief in-
structor.

He will be welcomed back by his
many friends here, who will be glad of
his return. Fur a long time he was in-
structor of the Young Men's Christian
Association and built up large classes
there, many persons becoming members
in order to profit by his instructions.
He has for a year past had charge of
the gymnasium of the Young Men's
Christian Association of Salt Lake, but
the Athletic Club has for some time
been in correspondence with him and
has succeeded in engaging him, as
stated.

He has before been engaged as in-
structor of the Atheltic Club and his
methods proved very successful and
made him many friends. The Young
Men's Christian Association of San
Francisco succeeded, however, in in-
ducing Mr. Schenck to take charge of
its fine gymnasium and he left Sacra-
mento for that city.

He is a great favorite with the juve-
niles, especially, who come under his
charge and will undoubtedly have a
large juvenile class. His idea is that
each body should be built up on its own
individual basis and he gives personal
attention to each one. as far as possi-
ble. He starts the beginnners in at the
lightest kind of work and builds them
up gradually, no matter what their age.
Breathing exercises are specially a part
of his training and light work at first,
with use of light dumb bells, etc., is
his creed and he carries it out success-
fully.

HE WILL HAVE TO SWING.

Durrant Will Not be Able to Cheat the
Gallows.

Governor Budd Gives the Reasons
That Prevent Him From

Interfering.

Goveronr Budd has at last spoken
; and made public his decision in the
jcase of Theodore Durrant, who was
jconvicted of the murder of Blanche La-
mont, and whose appeal to the Supreme

Court resulted in the sentence of the
Superior Court being- affirmed.

Following is the text of his decision
in the matter:

"The hearing of the application of
W. H. T. Durrant for pardon or eom-

jmutation of sentence, heretofore filed,
I came on for hearing at this office Fri-
I day. May 14, IS'.tT. Notice was given
jto the attorneys for Durrant, the Dis-
trict Attorney of San Francisco, and to

J the public through the press. Eugene

IDeuprey and George A. A. Tubbs, at-
torneys for Durrant. appeared at the
| hearing and presented his claims for
Executive interference. No appearance
was made in ODposition. At the con-

| elusion of the hearing- the matter was
jtaken under advisement. Under the
law and the Constitution the duty is
imposed unon the Governor of inquir-

jing into applications for pardon, or
jother interference with the judgment
lof the courts, in the most general man-
I ner. The evidence is required to be
I forwarded to him for examination. The
trial Judire and District Attorney are
required to furnish statements of the

jfacts proven at the trial, and the Gov-
ernor may inquire into and require a
statement of 'any other facts having
reference to the propriety of granting
or refusing the pardon.'

"I'nder such circumstances it be-
comes the duty of the Executive, in a
proper case, to give the evidence in the
case, the circumstances attending the
trial, and the credibility of the wit-
nesses the most searching investiga-
tion. He should examine newly dis-
covered evidence and consider and give
the proper weight to evidence and
circumstances which could not have
been, and were not introduced at or
considered by the trial court.

"In the case of Durrant, the petition
was based upon the claim that the de-
fendant did not have a fair and impar-
tial trial; that the passion of the peo-
ple and the prejudice of the community
in which he was tried, and the course
of the press during the conduct of the
trial was such that the evidence could
not have been, and had not been, im-
partially considered by the jury, and
that if it had been so considered, that
the defendant would not have been
convicted.

"The claim was also made that the
witnesses, through age and the lack of
powers of observation, or from inter-
ested motives, had misunderstood or
misstated the facts, and that there was
evidence which had not been or could
not have been presented to the trial
court, or considered by the Supreme
Court, because of its character or other
reasons. Under such circumstances,
and upon such reasons having been ad-
vanced, the duty of the Governor to
thoroughly investigate the case, to look
into the circumstances of the trial, to
sift the evidence, inquire into the mo-
tives and the credibility of the wit-
nesses, and to make such other and
further investigation into the matter
as its nature and its gravity demanded,
was plain.

"I have deemed it my duty in this
case?without regard to precedent?to
make this investigation.

"In the case under consideration, W.
H. T. Durrant has been convicted of
the murder of Blanche Lamont, and
has been informed against for the kill-
ing of Minnie Williams.

"The two murders were intimately
connected, and while under the law evi-
dence and circumstances relating to the
latter case could not be introduced or
considered at the trial of the former.
I have regarded such evidence as hav-
ing 'reference to granting or refusing
a pardon.* and have considered it and
its attending circumstances in investi-
gating this application.

"I have carefully considered the evi-
dence produced at Durrant's trial. I
have interviewed the witnesses and in-
quired into their character and credi-
bility. I have heard all statements
made or offered by his attorneys, and
by other persons who might be likely
to inform me in this matter.

"I have visited the scenes of the
crimes, with which Durrant stands con-
victed and charged, and have neglected
no source of information, nor neglected
any investigation which would enable
me to determine the truth in this case,
and which would qualify me to deal
justly with this man. and arbitrate im-
partially between him and the law.

"The position of the public press upon
this case during its trial, and subse-
quently, is deserving of serious censure,
and did I believe that the newspapers
were in anywise responsible for the
conviction of Durrant, or that in the
absence of their comment he might not
have been convicted, I would interfere
with the judgment in this case, to the
extent which I thought the facts justi-
fied.

"It is a grave responsibility to hold
the life of a fellow-being in your
power, and not stretch forth your hand
to save him. But when it is considered
that this defendant stands charged
with the brutal murder of two young
women, members of happy homes, dear
to and beloved of their families, just
entering upon careers of gentle Chris-
tian womanhood, the stern judgment of
the law that a life should be given for
a life does not seem too harsh.

"No sentimental considerations of
sympathy should influence the decision
of this case: the young women were
killed without pity; the ears of the
murderer were deaf to considerations of
law. of humanity, or of mercy. If the
law has been properly enforced in this
case, its judgment should be sternly
executed.

"A careful and thorough investigation
into the evidence in this case, and the
facts and circumstances attending it,
has convinced me that it is not a proper
case for my interference.

"No new evidence has been produced
tending to show the innocence of Dur-
rant or creating a doubt as to his guilt.
I feel satisfied that his trial, where he
was found guilty by a jury was fair,
and surrounded and attended by all
proper legal safeguards and guarantees.

"After conference with the witnesses,
I am convinced of their honesty and
credibility. am 3from an examination of
the evidence I feei that it was in itself
sufficient in character and extent to
have justified the verdict, and the
judgment passed upon it. while in my
investigation I found other material
corroborating circumstances, not pro-
duced at the trial, which tended fur-

ther to support the verdict.
"L'nder such circumstances, finding

no irregularity in the trial of the case,

and that the evidence justified a verdict
of guilty, I cannot do otherwise than
follow the Supreme Court, and permit
the verdict of the jury and judgment
cf the lower court to stand."

Robbery at Loomis.
Word has been received that F. W.

Cook, a saloon-keeper of Loomis, Plac-
er County, was held up and robbed of
over $200 by a masked man early Sun-
day morning.

Cook, it seems, had closed his saloon
and was on his way home when he was
met by the robber who was armed with
a shotgun. An old man who was with
Cook, was not molested. After reliev-
ing Cook of his coin, the robber walked
off and Cook went home.

Contractor Touhey Sued.
E. H. Thompson of San Francisco has

sued James Touhey. the contractor, for
$3,000, which he claims the latter owes
him for the machine for reducing bi-
tuminous rock for street pavements
and which he used in making the
streets around the Capitol Park.

Escaped Injury.
F. L. Orcutt writes that he was in

the railroad accident at American
Falls, in which thirteen persons were
killed and eight wounded, but was in a
sleeper and escaped any injury except
to his eyeglasses, which were broken.
