Contrary to the predictions of many,

the races at Agricultural Park continue
to attract a great many people. Yes-
terday was the ninth day of continuous
racing, yet the attendance was up to

the average, which has be«n good from
the first.

Unfortunately there is no means of
enforcing fines at this week's meeting

against jockeys, and the result is too
many tedious delays at the post. If the
lads could be fined for disobeying orders
and refusing to get away until they see
fit to do so this business might be

broken up. Some of those who do the
boLtinK are ones to suffer most, for
almost invariably some horse carrying
a good share of the money gets the
worst of the send-off after the starter's
patience has been exhausted.

The betting was not quite as brisk
yesterday as cm some previous days, but
it was fair, and considerable money

changed hands. General Barrett and
Wilbur F. Smith presided in the
judges' stand, and William Gamble
was in the timer's box as usual.

SERIOUSLY HURT.

Young Lawrence Leddy Thrown Out
of a Cart in a Runaway.

What may prove a serious accident
happened early last evening to young
Lawrence Leddy of Washington, a
fourteen-year-old boy, who is employed
with the Charles P. Nathan Company.

He was riding in a cart with a young
man across the bridge from the Yolo
side, when, for some reason, the horse
became frightened and ran away. His
companion jumped out, but Leddy was
not so fortunate, and when the rig came
down off the bridge at this end he was
thrown out, striking against a post
with tremendous force. The post came
in contact with his stomach, injuring
him internally, but how- badly could not
be ascertained. His chin was also con-
siderably cut. The horse continued up
Second street and collided at Second
and X streets with another horse and
cart, throwing them over on their sides.

Leddy was conveyed to the Receiving
Hospital, where City Physician Nichols
nnd Dr. Ogden rendered him all the as-
sistance possible. At a late hour last
night he was resting easily and hopes

[are entertained that he is not badly in-
jured internally and will pull through all
l ight. He is highly spoken of by those
who know him. and his employers, when
telephoned to that he had been hurt,
sent back word, asking that the physi-
cians would do all they could for him.

"THE LIVING TRUTH."

Comment Upon Mr. Mills' Article on
Beet Sugar.

Held to be the Exact Views of the

Advanced Thinkers of

the Day.

(From the Stockton Mail.)

Even the most bitter enemy of W. H.
Mills will admit that he is a man of
ability?and ability of no common or-
der. He is a student, a thinker, and he
is skilled in debate. By temperament

a conservative, his natural bent has
been strongly emphasized by the en-
vironment of years. Mr. Mills believes
steadfastly in the rights of capital. He,

perhaps, allows those rights to stand
in a measure between his vision and
other rights which many wise and good
men esteem higher and more sacred.
We premise this much because it is

well to bear it in mind while reading

the able argument of Mr. Mills, which
is printed in other columns of this pa-
per. The article is alike remarkable
for its thorough Information and for
the vigor and force of argument.

Mr. Mills is opposed to the plan
of colonizing unemployed men on
lands owned by other men, to whom
the colonists would of necessity have
to pay tribute. In other words, Mr.
Mills thinks that no man ought to b&
compelled to pay another man for the
natural privilege of earning a living
by hard work. It is the proposal of

Claus Spreckels to colonize his sugar-

beet lands with men out of w-ork that
furnishes the peg upon which Mr. Mills
hangs his argument, but the applica-
tion is broader than any single case.
Mr. Mills declare* that he looks upon
this plan of colonization as fraught

with great danger to society. He de-
clares it to be the incipiency of a move-
ment to depress the value and the in-
dependence of labor. We think Mr.

Mills is absolutely correct in his conclu-
sion.

We confess that it gives us great

pleasure to read this article in question.
The little cheap writers, wise with the

wisdom of a cross-roads school, full of
the fruits of an immense experience
gained by the prayerful and long con-
templation of the state of the weather
and kindred topics of backwoods de-
bate, are wont to set up a bray of "an-
archist," "socialist," "communist"
whenever one of their intellectual bet-
ters attempts, in all kindness, to unload
something of the burdens under which
these pack-asses of ignorance toilsomely

sweat. It w illafford us no small amuse-
ment to see the absurd astonishment
with which they will prick up their tall
ears when they find a man so conserva-
tive, so well-informed, so friendly to
capital as Mr. Mills unquestionably is,

laying down as indisputable maxims the
very contentions at which these ridicu-

lous little fellows have shied whenever
they were met, as though they were the
teachings of the great Bugaboo of so-
cialism himself. Mr. Mills says:

"The earth is the source of all wealth.
Its monopolization is the source of
nearly all the woe that afflicts the

common life. For many years I have
been in a position affording extensive
observation of the operation of the
land system of this and other coun-
tries. I have come in personal contact
with thousands of cultivators of the
soil, and have been familiarized with
their hardships.

********"Even the security of great wealth
rests upon the prosperity of the com-
mon life. Great wealth may supervene
upon general prosperity, but it is un-
stable and ephemerous w hen it has a
foundation of poverty, discontent and
a constant tendency toward the pau-
perization of the common life. Colos-
sal fortunes as an incident of universal
prosperity and as the natural evolu-
tionary result of that prosperity are
not endangered by social disorder, by
political revolution, or the menace of
popular discontent; but vast wealth
possessed by the few on the .one hand,

in a nation where adversity and hard-
ship is the fate of the common life,
cannot long endure, because it is
wanting in every element which gives
repose to any system.

********
"The land system of this country, as

of other countries, is hopelessly and
inhumanly wrong, and this wrong will
not find ultimate remedy through any
plan which has for its underlying mo-
tive the augmentation of the fortunes
of millionaires by merely proposing
temporary relief for the sufferings of
the poor. If honest toil was the only

title to the earth ? the sole source of
wealth?then honest toil would have
within its own control the creation of
its own fortunes, the alleviation of its
own misery. Under that condition ev-
ery attribute of slavery would disap-
pear. Industry alone would hold the
key to fortune and mendicancy could
exist only when self-imposed."

These are the exact views of the ad-
vanced thinkers of the day. They are
the living truth. A man can escape

from these conclusions in two ways:
He may be unable to think straight,

or he may be unable to think at all.
Instances are not wanting of men who
brood over a nestful of facts and in-
cubate nothing but words. But to him
whom nature has gifted with that sure
sight which looks from premise to
conclusion, undimmed by obstacles,

the truth, the absolute truth of these
r.markable statements of a most con-
servative writer and thinker is as clear
as sunlight.

We congratulate that numerically

small but intellectually powerful body

of economic thinkers who have, with-
out hope of other reward than the
abuse of coarse men, and the hopeless

misunderstanding of little minds, la-
bored in season and out of season for
the advancement of human rights, the
widening of human opportunities and
the* upbuilding of society upon broad-
er and safer foundations than now
support it, upon the accession to their
ranks of William H. Mills.

We earnestly urge every ready of
the "Mail" to carefully digest the able
article which has called forth this
comment. It is, indeed, as the voice of
one crying in the wilderness, "Make
straight the path of the Lord!"

Balfe's beautiful
opera "The Bohemian Girl," always a
favorite with the public, is being in-
terpreted in a manner that would be
creditable to a much more pretentious
company. Last nignt the company
and the orchestra were in perfect ac-
cord and the result was that the work
was almost perfect and the audience
delighted. The Saturday matinee this
week bids fair to be largely attended.
Notwithstanding the fact that tickets
lor the matinee are given away at
Hale's, on the purchase of goods, the
box office will be open for the sale of
tickets at the usual prices.

The recital by the pupils of Mrs.
Frances Moeller, assisted by the La-
dies' Choral Society, James Hamilton
Howe organist, M. Adler violinist and
Miss Ann Schaw accompanist, took j
place at the Congregational Church last
evening. The spacious auditorium was
Qlli 1 by a discriminating but very
friendly audience. The programme wras
very long, there being no less than
nineteen numbers, with three conceded
encores, but it was carried out with
such rapidity and promptness?though
the rule was "no encores"?that the
concert ?for it was that ?was over at
an early hour. The gem of the even-
ing was the work of Mr. Howe at the
grand organ. He is a player of high
ability, refined taste and brilliant exe-
cution. The non-encore rule was brok-
en in his case, and he kindly respond-
ed. The rule was violated also by the
persistence of the audience in the case
of Alfred Joy, a very young baritone
of this city, who has been under vocal
training but seven months, and but half
an hour a day at that. He has a re-
markably fine, resonant, clear and ro-
tund voice, of sweetness and dramatic
quality. He was a genuine surprise.

His singing is charged with feeling.
There is no affectation about him, but
all tho frankness and vigor of confident
youth. Under training tnis young sing-
er has exceedingly fine promise for his
future. The Ladies' Choral Society,
some twenty-five voices, under direc-
tion of Mrs. Moeller, sang three num-
bers and was permitted to respond to
one encore. The group sings greatly

better than when it last appeared. Its
work is even, strong and effective
throughout, and distinguished by that
feeling of confidence essential In such
work. Mr. Adler, the accomplished
violinist, played the obligate* to Miss
Bertha Ruhl's soprano solo, "Protesta-
tions." The mezzo quality In this
singer's voice imparts to it a pathetic
shading admirably suited to the selec-
tion she gave. She was slightly em-
barrassed, but the discerning saw In
her work much of promise. Miss Carrie
Breuner*a fresh, sweet and charming
voice, with all the enthusiasm of youth,
emphasized a good quality and a vig-
orous method. For an untried voice
hers was strikingly clear and confident
and won her deserved credit and ap-
probation. W. H. Dunster gave the
tenor solo, "Best of All." He has a
servicable voice of much sweetness but
restrained by want of confidence, but
we should judge not lacking in fair
volume of tone when given rein. Mrs.
A. Hichborn. soprano, greatly pleased.
Her voice is of excellent quality, broad
range, dramatic character and very ex-
pressive. Her enunciation would
s r\ as a model. Miss Kate Winn

isang pleasantly Rubenstein's "Arsa."
jlt is a voice of capability when unem-
barrassed. It is not wanting in sweet-
ness and is capable of development.
Mrs, P. Barneji, soprano, sang Coweu's-
"Snowflakes." rather a difficult compo-
sition for a voice yet in training. There
was some embarrassment, but it did
not conceal capacity of a good quality.
Miss Emma Groth has a high, clear, re-
sonant soprano, best in upper register.
Her work was notably marked by feed-
ing and tenderness of expression. Miss
Emma Schilling in "Springtime," by
Lloyd, appeared to excellent advantage.
It is a confident voice of much breadth
and notable for clearness and purity of
tone. Unless we are greatly mistaken
the young*lady has not nearly discover-
ed the merit in her vocal organ yet.
Mrs. E. B. Willis sang Meyerbeer's fa-
miliar, difficult and beautiful "Robert,
Thee I Adore," from "Robert le Dla-
ble," in a voice of breadth, flexibility

and purity of tone, and accuracy of
method.

Walter Longbottom's tenor solo, Men-
delssohn's "Be Thou Faithful Unto
Death," was one of the best things he
has ever done here, often as he has been
heard. His enunciation was chiseled
perfection. He sang in volume, round-
ness and sweetness of tone and with
feeling that we do not recall equaled by
his best efforts heretofore. The audi-
ence appreciated this fine number to the
extent of insistence upon his return, un-
til Mrs. Moeller shook her head and
frowned, and as frowns are unbecoming
to this accomplished teacher the audi-
ence yielded. Mrs. F. M. Jones, in the
contralto song, "One Summer's Night,"
pleased much. She sang with essential
expression and with a delicate under-
standing of the intent of the composer.
.Miss Mildred Obarr's soprano song won
her a recall, which had to be declined.
In the range, roundness and vigor of
her attack there are vocal virtues which
make hers a very serviceable voice.
Mrs. W. Longbottom's contralto, "Non
Torno," put this well-known singer's
work first among that of the ladies last
evening. It was an assertive, com-
manding and conquering work of
dramatic nature, and distinguished by

true intonation and depth of feeling.

There is no self-consciousness in her
singing; it is the music and its thought

which predominates throughout. Miss
Evelyn Reeves was last on the list, a
confident soprano voice, backed by
strength of vocal organs and a will pow-
er that gives her singing a peculiar In-
dividuality. She sings with marked
sweetness. Hearing her a year ago, we
could scarcely believe that the singer

was the same person, such has been her

advancement. She does not yet touch
the sympathies of her audience deeply,
but she will, for she has the quality nec-
essary. The "recital" stands greatly to
the credit of the instructor, but more to
the native ability Sacramento has com-
ing on. We have found something in
nearly all the singers of last night to
commend, with sincerity in the verdict.
Much of the work was marked by the
amateurishness that disappears only

with experience, but beneath that, un-
derlying and substructural, wre discerned
merits and qualities which, if patience
does not weary and will power tire,
promise in another year to {rive us out
of this class musical ability that will
do high credit to the city of its develop-

ment and repay the singers for all the
hours of toil. If there was no extra-
ordinary singing by the inexperienced
of the group, there was what is quite as
satisfying, vocal capacity, good taste
and the promise that is born only of na-
tive merit, upon which art has opportu-
nity to demonstrate that it can improve
upon nature.

tertaining"; the Richmond "Dispatch,"
"entertaining and very instructive"; the
Chautauqua "Herald" says, "Her enter-

tainments fascinate." Bishop Newman
writes "commending this citizen of Je-
rusalem." The Stockton "Record" of
the Ist inst. says: "She is more than an
eloquent woman; she acts with the grace
that comes from nature. Her entertain-
