Stockton Record: The proposition
for a permanent tariff commission is a
good one. There should be greater sta-
bility and fewer radical changes in tar-
iff legislation. Business demands un-
varying conditions, or at least such
imperceptible variations as not to dis-
turb and distract all the industries and
entirely uproot some of them.

A bill has beeén introduced in the
House for a permanent tariff commis-
gion of seven members, who hold of-
fice for twenty-one years, but one
members retires every three years, to
be succeeded by a new one. The com-
mission has the power, with the ap-
proval of the President, to suspend tar-
iff duties and to adjust them to current
conditions. If this bill is amended to
forbid any change of more than ten per

Some
of their theories are excellent on pa-
per, but they always fall on the ground,
at least when tried on any considerable
scale. They are usually discontented
versons, who are always looking for
some great thing in the future without
attending to the small things close to
their hands. They will be discontented
under any circumstances, consequently
they do not get on either by themselves
or with each other, In their minds the
world is all wrong while as a matter of
fact they are themselves wrong head-
ed. t is also a fact that most persons
who are so much taken up with ideas
have little time or energy left for the
actual hard work which alone makes
life possible. Not to put too fine a
point on it they are apnt to be lazy.

Given a lot of discontented peopls
with more disposition to theorize and
talk than to work, and put them where
they can run things in their own way,
or rather where they have a free op-
portunity to try to run them, and it re-
quires no prophet to predict the result.
Everything is not just as it ought to
be in this world, but as things are they
are ithe evolution of some thousands of
yvears of thought and work and actual
experience, and ther are not to be up-
set in a day or a vear by a lot of dis-
contented men who have made failures

in life. Socjety does not move by leaps
but by gradual progress and develop-
ment.
