
ANOTHER HIGHBINDER WAR.

Cold-Blooded Murder in Chinatown Last
flight

Eung Ah Chung Shot Down?Gen

Sing Suspected of Being His

Slayer.

Has the long-looked-for and fre-
quently predicted highbinder war in
Chinatown really broken out?

A little incident that occurred at
Third and I streets last night gives

color to the supposition that it has, but

the trouble may end where it has be-
gun, as has often been the case.

The incident referred to was the cold-
blooded murder of Eung Ah Chung, a
lusty-looking young Chinaman, a mem-
ber of the Duck Fong Tong, by a mem-
ber of a rival highbinder tong.

The tragedy occurred about 9 o'clock.
The murdered man was on the sidewalk
on the north side of Istreet, near Third,
when his slayer approached from the
other side of the street and fired five
or six shots at him.

One bullet struck Ah Chung in the
right hand, and another penetrated the
right arm. Then he started to run,
but a third bullet caught him in the
center of the back and he fell dead.

The murderer, after emptying his
pistol, ran down I street, alongside a
train of freight cars, carrying his pistol
In his hand, turned southward into
Second street, and when he reached the
alley in the middle of the block disap-
peared in the darkness amid the rook-

eries there.
Several white men at Second and I

Streets saw him when he passed. They
say he was a very tall Chinaman and
wore a blouse of a light greenish hue.

As he neaped the corner of Second
he drew his pistol up inside his big

sleeve out of sight.

Captain Fisher and Officers Talbot,

Ash and Higgins were soon on the
ground, and search was instituted for
the murderer, though none of the
Chinamen could or would give them
any clew on which to work. Officer
Ash claimed to have seen a man run-
ning from the spot where the shooting

occurred and followed him until the
fugitive was lost in the dark alley.

Later on a Chinaman named Gen
(or Ju) Sing, the proprietor of a sort
of saloon on Third street, near I, was
arrested on suspicion of being the mur-
derer. He became greatly agitated
when Captain Fisher and the officers
entered his place, but of course denied
that he knew aught of the shooting.

Officer Ash, however, says he resembles
the man whom he chased from the
locality of the tragedy.

Two Chinamen, named Ah Charley

and Yung Sing, who claimed to have
witnessed the shooting, declared that
the prisoner was the right man, and
they were locked up as witnesses.

No one could learn anything definite
as to the cause of the shooting. The
tong, or gang, of which the murdered
man was a member has its headquar-

ters near the spot where he was shot,

while the Suey On Tongs, to which the
supposed murderer belongs, has its
headquarters on the same block,

but down near Second street.
The Suey Ons are comparative-
ly new-comers here, having been
sent up from San Francisco, and
it is said there has been bad feeling

betweeen the two gangs ever since the
San Francisco crowd established itself
here.

Shortly after the shooting all the wo-
men in the Suey On headquarters were
marched away by a couple of the mem-
bers to a place of safety?in anticipa-

tion, it was said, of a renewal o-f hostil-
ities.

Habitues of Chinatown, as well as the
officers, are of the opinion that the kill-
ing of Eung Ah Chung will lead to

more gun-fighting. Indeed, it was ex-
pected last night that there would be

trouble before morning.

Two reckless bicycle riders named
Henry May and Frank Englehardt.

The latter's name could not be learned.

After knocking down their victim at

Ninth and X streets, the tandem rid-
ers kept right on their course, though
persons on the street called to them to
stop. In making their escape they

THE WEATHER.
Yesterday Was the Hottest Day Since

Last July.
The Weather Bureau reports show

the highest and lowest temperatures
yesterday to have been 98 degrees and
? degrees, with gentle northerly and
southerly winds and clear weather pre-
vailing.

The highest and lowest temperatures
one year ago yesterday were 84 degrees

an l degrees, and one year ago to-day
9*J degrees and »Ht degrees.

The average temperature was S2 de-
grees and the normal <!7 degrees. Yes-
terday was therefore 16 degrees warmer
than usual for the <»th day of June.

Yesterday was the warmest day since
the 3d and 4th of last July, when it was
98 degrees. The highest during June of
last year was '.Hi degrees on the 16th.

The longest heated spell during last
June was four days, but July came in
and gave it to us hot and heavy, there
being fourteen consecutive days when
the highest temperature each day
reached above 90 degrees, the highest

being 100 on the 7th, 103 on the Sth, 104
on the 9th and 104 on the 10th, after

which the heated spells only lasted
from three to five days at a time and
would be followed by more moderate
and pleasant weather.
