THE SPANISH MINE.

This property lies three miles from
town. It has a peculiar history and is a
peculiar mine, It was opened in 1884,
and has been worked continuously ever
since. The formation is 100 feet wide.
It is composed of quartz, diabase and
slate, decomposed on the surface and to
a considerable depth below. It was and
is operated through tunnels run into
the hill on the formation.

Open cuts from fifty to 100 feet deep
extend part way down to the tunnels be-
low. The material 1s bilasted, and it
|falls down the cuts to the zig-zag

chutes, which convey it to the cars in

the tunnel below, where it is taken to
the mill at the mouth of the tunnel by
cars, eleven usually forming a train-
{ load. The empty cars are then drawn
i{into the chute by a mule.
The peculiar thing about this mine is,
| that the ledge matter has never paid
over §1 25 per ton, and generally $1 per
| ton; yet it has been a steady dividend-
payer since it was opened.

F. W. Bradley, Superintendent of the
Bunker Hill and Sullivan mines at
Wardner, Idaho, is the owner. It was he
who adopted the plan of working, and
it has been followed ever since. He
made his reputation as a miner by
working the ore at an expense of from 52
to 60 cents per ton. His brother, P. R.
| Bradley, is the present manager of the
Spanish. With the improvements that
have been made, the ore is now worked
for much less than formerly. There is
a ten-stamp mill ana four Hunting-
tons used to reduce the ore, and 200 tons
are crushed daily. There are but ten
miners employed, and the force alto-
gether consists of twenty men.

The machinery is run by water power
under GUO-feet pressure. The consoli-
dated claims are three miles in length.
It will take generations to work it out.
A hundred dollars a day profit out of a
{ mine yielding £1 per ton is pretty good,
though I am not authorized to say that
is the profit.

AN TMMENSE LEDGE,

There is a ledge coursing through the
district which is 100 feet wide, of solid
quartz. It is called the mother lode by
residents. It lies between slate and
serpentine. On this ledge are located
several claims, upon which a good deal
of prospecting has been done. The
ledge can be traced for miles.

E. T. Worthby, proprietor of the
Washington Hotel, has a claim on this
ledge called the El Capitan, upon Quartz
Flat. He has run a tunnel 250 feet and
will have to extend it 200 feet more to
cut the ledge.

The Giant King is another location
south of the El Capitan. It has a tun-
nel over 300 feet long, and a cross-cut
shows the ledge to be seventy-four feet
wide. It is asserted that the rock goes,
by mill process, $4 and over per ton.

THE ST. PATRICK.

This is another location on the big
lode. It is just across the river from
Washington, and a mile north of the
| two claims mentioned above. It is
{owned by John McCarthy, an old-time

miner. There are two tunnels, the up-
| per one being 167 feet long, and the
| lower one 231 feet. The upper tunnel
cuts across the ledge, which at that
point is ninety feet in width. Several
test crushings have been made, and the
owner guarantees that twenty-eight
feet of the ledge will go from $4 to $£9
per ton. The balance, he thinks, will
mill $2 50 per ton. He owns a ditch
which will afford ample water power to
run forty or more siamps, and the ca-
pacity can be easily increased. Mr.
McCarthy has been in possession since
1879.

He owns also the adjoining claim on
the south, which gives him 6,400 feet on
the ledge. The lower tunnel had just
reached the ledge when I visited the
mine. The ore looks very promising.

Lack of space allowed me prevents
the mention of a dozen other mines and
undeveloped claims, but, in conclusion,
I predict that Washington District is
soon to see lively times. The Yuba
mine has been recently bonded, and I
am informed will soon be at work again.
The Washington mine, owned by Baron
Van Schroederof San Francisco, hasbeen
put in shape, and operations will soon
be resumed. The expected strike in the
California, the developments on the
mother lode and other proposed work is
bound to make things lively at no dis-
tant day. The district possesses un-
usual facilities for working ores cheap-
1y; the climate and water are of the
best, and there is everything to confirm
the belief that it is soon to be a very
prosperous camn. W.

BECAME AS A CHILD.

Rev. Thomas C. Hanna Lost All Mem=-
ory After a Fall.

Many are the recorded cases of loss
of memory following upon accidents
that affect the spine or nervous sys-
tem, but few, if any, have been accom-
panied by such peculiar conditions as
those observed in the case of the Rew.
Thomas C. Hanna of Plantsville, Conn.
Readers of the “Herald” will remember
the news, published at the time, of the
severe fall that deprived this brilliant
and- eloquent young clergyman of his
power of expression, his learning, his
recognition of the most familiar things
and faces, and his entire recollection of
the past.
The peculiarity that makes his case
extraordinary is that, notwithstanding
these important lapses of mentality, his
intellectual powers are in other respects
more than normal. His acuteness, his
powers of observation and his ability
to acquire are far greater than they
ever were before.
When Mr. Hanna was picked up after
his fall he was taken to his boarding-
house in an unconscious condition. His
father, the Rev. Thomas A. T. Hanna,
a Baptist clergyman of some influence,
was sent for, together with other of
his relatives.
When they arrived they found him in
a state of complete consciousness, but
with his mind a blank. His ability to
speak was gone. So was all his knowl-
edge. He noticed nothing and nobody,
and did not even seem to understand
the nature and purpose of the food
brought to him.

Yet his physical powers were not se-
riously impaired. He was practically
uninjured.

LIKE A BABE.

“He was a babe,” said his father, in
speaking of his condition, “mentally as
ignorant of the things surrounding him
as any new born infant. I am told that
during those first few days, after com-
ing to a realizing sense, he looked upon
the people in the room with as little
concern as does the few days old child.
Then he began to ‘take notice,’ and
then to learn.”

‘When he began to learn, after pass-
ing rapidly through the babyhood pe-
riod, his progress was marvelous. There
was nothing like returning memory in
this acquisition of knowledge. The
process was wholly that of the child.
Everything was as new to him as when
he was a babe, in fact. His progress
was the progress of a wonderfully keen
mind.

For instance, they would show him a
pitcher. He would look at it with an
expression of complete blankness. They
would repeat the word pitcher, pointing
to the object. He would repeat it after
them, but with no flash of intelligence
in his face to show that he remembered
having heard the word before. It was
absolutely new to him.

But, having heard it and repeated it,
the word would never again escape
him. Whenever he wanted the pitcher
he would call for it.

And so it was with everything. They
taught him the names of all the famil-
iar cbjects around him, and he acquir-
ed them in the same manner as does
the child, but with a remarkable quick-
ness and grasp of comprehension. In
the same manner he learned the names
of his father and those around him.
No recollection or appreciation of rela-
tionship came to him with the names,
however,

Then they taught him ideas, and he

gathered them in as quickly and as
surely as he did names.
Two things only remained to him from
the wreck of his recollection. He had
been a skillful and artisticdraughtsman.
His sketches of men and places were
vivid and truthful. He had not forgot-
ten how to sketch. He took the pencil
and paper, as he had formerly done, and
sketched naturally and with ease. But
his skill and originality had gone. His
drawings were now crude.

The other remnant of the past was
the alphabet. He could point out the
letters when they were called and in a
short time he was taught to join them
into words.

“I remember with great vividness,”
said his father, “the first test we made
to see if he could read. Upon the walls
of his room hung some scriptural quo-
tations. We showed him one of these.
At first the combination of letters made
no impression upon his mind, but slowly
he seemed to make out the meaning of
the smaller ones and pronounced the
words.

“The big words he could not master,
and we told him these, until he became
able to read the texts readily. Each day
we turned over a leaf and gave him a
new text to study, and it was wonderful
to watch him progress.

“The remarkable quatity of hig mind
in its present state is its wonderful re-
tentiveness. He has learned within a
few weeks what would require several
vears’ hard labor in a schoolboy. We
have been working patiently with him,
teaching him to read and doing all we
can to aid him and help him back to
where he was.”

So the work of teaching this adult
child has gone on day by day, week by

week., His progress has lately been very
zreat indeed, and yet the manner of his
accomplishment shows that his ad-
vancement is not due to any return to
him of former knowledge, but to new
acquisition.

He has learned to read and to un-
derstand much that is read to him. He
also talks a little, and what he says
shows that his mind is revolving adult
problems, though his speech is the
speech of a child. Several times of late
he has surprised his watchers by the
thoughts that he endeavors to express.

Many physicians have seen Mr. Han-
na and studied his case. Among them
are Dr. Royal Amidon, Dr. S. P. Good-
hart and Dr. A. B. Judson of New York.
They none of them speak with entire
freedom of the puzzling problems the
case presents, but all express the belief
that Mr. Hanna will in time regain his
complete faculties and his recollection.

How long before this happy result
may be expected is a question upon
which none will hazard a guess. They
differ as to the manner in which the
mind will resume its accustomed func-
tions, some believing that memory will
return suddenly, others taking the op-
posite view.

Meantime the young man's parents
have given up their home in Lewisberg,
Pa., and have moved to Plantsville with
their children. Their efforts are re-
paid, for the young man is not only un-
flagging in his desire to learn, but ap-
parently forgets nothing once told
him, no matter how tirifling the subject.
—New York Herald.
