COMMERCIAL.

A LITTLE STRONGER TONE TO
THE WHEAT MARKET.

For the Other Grains the Demand
All Around is Very

Light.

San Francisco, June 12th.
Chicago Wheat is stronger and the lo-

cal market also shows slight gains; spot
is quiet and unchanged. For other grains
the demand all around is very light. No
Oats arrived to-day and but very little
Corn came to hand. The 2,000 centals of
Corn in yesterday's recepits were Eastern.
Rye has further advanced and is tirmly
held at the quotation.

Fruit did not do as well as usual for
a Saturday. Receipts were liberal and
the trade was not very anxious to buy.
With the exception of Berries all prices
show a decline. A few Currants bring
$3 50 per chest. Plums will be quoted
when they arrive fit for food; they are
still too green. Black Figs from Vaca-
ville bring $Kjl 25 per crate.

Butter is weak and prices show a frac-
tional decline; as usual, on a falling mar-
ket the trade holds off, waiting for still
lower figures. Cheese rules steady at previ-
ous prices. With the exception of strictly
fancy ranch Eggs the market is weak and
dragging; some dealers quote store at loc.
