
GOOD MARGINS FOR PROFITS.

Prices lor Fruit in Ue East Better
This Week.

Those for the Rest of the Season

Promise Well if Only Good

Fruit is Shipped.

The last week has worked wonders
In the fruit line, and recent sales of all
kinds of fruit in East<m markets show
good margins for profits. Several rea-
Bons, say shippers, are accountable for
the present good prices, the principal
of which is the fine condition in which
the products are delivered at the points

of consumption, due to the quality of
the fruit being superior to that ship-
ped early in the season, and to the fur-

ther fact that shipments are landed
East from twenty-four to forty-eight
hours ahead of the time made last year.

Another reason for the larger demand
and consequent better prices, is that

for the last few days the people in the

East have l>een having some summer
weather, and experience has taught
growers and shippers that the con-
sumption of fruit is largely regulated

by the rise of the mercury In the ther-
mometer.

' The almost total failure of the fruit
crop on the Atlantic seaboard and in

the Gulf States," said Mr. Bruner of
Porter Brothers & Co., yesterday, "war-
rants us in the belief that good prices

will be realized on future fruit ship-

n ents, provided only that a good qual-
ity of fruit is offered."

The pear crop, Mr. Bruner said, while
not as heavy as that of last year, will
bring better prices, as the quality is
much superior and as the trees are not
overloaded, the fruit will be larger and
better matured.

The first trainload of five cars will
be started for London, England, next
Tuesday evening, and as. according to
recent advices, no fruit of any descrip-

tion is now on the London market, it
is expected that good prices will result,
provided the fruit is delivered in good

condition. It is well known that all, ex-
cept the last two consignments of fruit
shipped to the London market during

the season of 1896, was sold at a round
profit, and the only thing that caused
a loss on the two mentioned, was the
fact that they entered into competition
with similar consignments from South-
ern Europe.

In speaging of the present fruit out-
look yesterday, E. E. Earl, of the Earl
Fruit Company, said:

'Prices for California fruits in East-
ern markets are looking up. and have
ruled very much better during the last
few days than earlier in the season.
This applies to all varieties of fruit,
Including cherries, apricots, peaches,
plums and prunes. Shipments are now
increasing, and it is hoped the present
improvement in Eastern markets wili
b ? permanent. Shipments at present
consist of Bart'ett pears, colored plums
and prunes, apricots. Hale's early
peaches, and a limited quantity of
cherries. The cherry season is about
over.

"< me of the most favorable features
of the situation at present is the fast
time recently inaugurated by the
Southern Pacific and its connections.
Vratt shipments are now going forward
on fast time and are making the run to
Chit-ago in five days from Sacramento,
Which is a saving to two to three days,
n nipared with the service of previous

miMlli This fast time Will prove of
great benefit to the fruit industry, as
it will land the fruit in Eastern mar-
kets in very much better condition
titan in previous years, and it is con-
fidently hoped that the average prices
will be better in consequence. The fast
time will also enable growers to leave
tlie fruit on the trees until it is more
thoroughly matured, and it will there-
fore be of better quality and prove
more satisfactory to the Eastern con-
sumers. The fame of California fruits
is already well established in Eastern
markets, but by having the fruit fully
matured l>efore it is shipped, the repu-
te, tion of our fruits will be greatly im-
proved.

"The fast time is also advantageous
ln connection with shipments to the
Atlantic Coast markets, as it will land
the fruit in New York in about eight
days from Sacramento, instead of ten
or twelve days, as in previous years.
Arrangements have been completed for
\\ c klyshipments to the London market
this season, under more favorable con-
ditions than in previous seasons, and
it is expected that an outlet will be
hud in London for a limited quantity
of fruit each week at good prices."

Eastern shipments in carload lots yes-
terday was as follows: Cherries 4',.
apricots 4, peaches 10%, plums 12,
pears %, apples %% total 32, as against
20 for 26, 1806.

George. Thirty-six prospective mem-
bers signed the roll. A meeting
will be held Thursday next, at which
final arrangements for organization will
be made.

Pleaded Not Guilty.
The trial of Jefferson D. Mays, the

colored barber of this city who is
charged with having sent obscene let-
ters through the mail, was called yes-
terday before Judge De Haven of the
United States District Court in San
Francisco. Mays was arraigned and
pleaded not guilty and his case was
set for trial on July 2d.

Not in Distressed Circumstances.
The family of Fred Van Buren, who

committed suicide on Wednesday
night, desire it stated that they are
not in distressed circumstances and
that he had only been out of work for
a couple of weeks. He took a dose of
carbolic acid, they state, while tem-
porarily insane.

Will Serve Four Months.

sentenced to serve four months in the
County Jail.

VERY COLD DAY FOR FROST.

Judge Hart Sends Him to Folsom for
Two Years.

He Also Takes Occasion to Remark on

the Recommendation of

the Jury.

Judge Hart yesterday morning passed
sentence on Sylvester Frost, who was
convicted of having committed an as-
sault with intent to commit great bodi-
ly harm on Ike Johnson.

Frost knocked Johnson down one
night and kicked him brutally about
the face and head so that his eyes were
closed for several days and he was ter-
ribly cut about the head by the hob-
nails in Frost's shoes. Johnson was at
the time trying to protect a white wo-
man named Miller from the insults of
Frost, who is a negro.

The jury' that convicted Frost was
out about four hours, although the evi-
dence was clear, and some of them fa-
vored finding him guilty of simple as-
sault only. The verdict that was
brought in recommended him to the
mercy of the court.

Frost, who became a witness in his
own behalf, admitted on the witness
stand that he knocked Johnson down
and then proceeded to kick him into
insensibility. When asked by District
Attorney Ryan if it was his (Frost's)
intention lo render his victim sense-
les, Frost, with a hideous grin on his
face, and evidently being of the opin-
ion that it was something to be proud
of, promptly answered "Yes," and said
it was his intention to "do Johnson,"
and also admitted that had he had a
pistol he might have killed him. He
said: "You see, when I fights, I fights
fast, and follows it up." He admitted
kicking Johnson with his nail-studded
Bhoes and pushing his sister to one side
in order to kick his unconscius victim
again, as he lay prostrate upon the
floor.

Judge Hart took occasion to score the
jury in pronouncing sentence. He said:

"The jury accompanied its verdict
with a recommendation addressed to
the court to be merciful in the matter
of the punishment to be inflicted upon
the defendant.

"Such a recommendation, so far as
the law is concerned, is of absolutely
no force. Sometimes Judges, in impos-
ing sentence upon persons convicted,
recognize such a recommendation, but
they are only authorized to do so when
the evidence discloses any extenuating
circumstances, and in such cases any
Judge, mindful of his duty under the
law, would be merciful without such
recommendation.

"Juries are only the judges of the
facts. They have nothing whatever to
do with the law, nor have they any-
thing to do with the penalty, and when
they hesitate about returning a ver-
dict of guilty, and the evidence estab-
lishes the guilt beyond all reasonable
doubt, simply because they fear the
Judge may inflict what they consider a
severe sentence, they violate their
oaths as jurors.

"Long imprisonment is not neces-
sarily a severe punishment. If the
evidence discloses circumstances which
demonstrate the facts that the crime
was committed in an unnatural and
brutal manner, such a punishment is
not severe, but just.

"I shall not recognize the recom-
mendation of the jury in this case be-
cause your offense was an unprovoked,
unnecessary and peculiarly brutal one.
I shall inflict upon you the highest
penalty which the law prescribes for
an offense of the character of the one
which you have committed. It is there-
fore the judgment of this court that
you be confined in the State Prison at
Folsom for the term of two years."

Frost has a bad reputation in po-
lice circles and his brother, "Chick"
Frost, is now serving a sentence of six
years at Folsom for robbing a white
man in Chinatown.

WORDEN BALKED.
His Plan to Escape With Other Con-

victs Discovered.
The report comes from Folsom that

Salter D. Worden, condemned to die
for train wrecking; and who has been
apparently resigned to his fate, had a
card in reserve and did not propose
to stay and take chances of paying the
penalty of his deed, and that moreover,
he had associated himself with some
of the worst convicts in the prison to
make their escape and, if necessary,
kill some of the guards in order to do
so.

For some time desperate convicts
have been breaking rules of the prison
and contriving to be sent to the dun-
geons for punishment, until a collection
of the most desperate convicts had
been gathered there, including James
Morton, who escaped and was recap-
tured in Denver; Robert Kelly, who
murdered a fellow convict in San Quen-
tin and was sent to Folsom for life;
AVilliam Preskie, who witnessed the
murder but refused to testify against
Kelly; Wilson, who jumped from the
train in this city while being sent to
Folsom; Chris Menkle, a three termer,
and others.

The fact that these men had been
guilty of infractions of rules that in-
sured their imprisonment in the dun-
geons, in a short space of time, arous-
ed suspicion in the officiels and they
watched them. Morton was found to
be cutting through the cement floor of
his cell with drills and a letter from
Preskie to him was found, in which the
plan of escape was detailed. Arms
had been secreted on the grounds by
a confederate outside and were to bebrought by certain convicts to a refuse
barrel near the dungeons. Morton was
to cut his way out and release the oth-
ers, when they would secure the arms.
The men were transferred to the "con-
demned" corridor, in cells underneath
those of Worden, Barthelman andBerg, who are all condemned to death.

On Thursday night it was discovered
that Wilson had sawed an opening in
his door that would almost allow him
to escape, but no tools could be found
until all the men in that corridor were
si ripped and searched, when six files
made from watch springs were found
under a porous plaster on Warden's
back, and in the sole of his slippers
were iron for the saw handles and a
file: the tools having been drawn up
from Wilson's cell beneath by a string.
They had been brought into the prison
by Wilson concealed in his shoe soles.
The plan was for Wilson to saw out
and liberate the others, get the secreted
arms and overpower the guards, but
it is nipped in the oud and all Worden's
privileges are withdrawn and the fur-
niture in his room changed.
