Mr. Debs is
likely to And very hard sledding be-

fore his proposed colony of 100,000

men is ready to take possession of the
promised land; or, rather, before the
promised land is ready for the occu-
pancy of the PHUJOO. But even if the
organization be successfully effected
and the land secured, the difficulties
will not be ended, but will be only

just begun. The difficulty of main-
taining harmony and co-operative unity

in a community of 100,000 men of the
character which Debs proposes to as-
semble, can better be imagined than
described. If the "co-operative com-
monwealth"?provided it be estab-
lished?does not break up in a gen-

eral row inside of a year from the
time it is launched, it will be an ex-
ception to nearly all undertakings of
similar character.

In a letter to Senator Sher-
man, then Chairman of the Senate For-
eign Relations Committee, he declared,
that the proposed cable, l>esides sub-
serving the close interests between this
country and the islands, would be a
ivc. ssary factor in the great scheme
of direct communication with China and
Japan and with Australasia by way of
th.- Sainoan Islands. Mr. Blame closed,,
his letter by expressing the beiief that

in the course of events telegraphic com-
munication throughout the Pacific
Ocean and with the shores of America,
Asia and Australasia is indispensable

and certain to come. The Senate prop-

FRAUDS LN FRUIT.
Fresno Republican: A New York

paper complains that cherries are
shipped from California to that market
in such condition that only the top layer

is eatable, the remainder in the boxes
being most inferior fruit. Commenting

on the subject, the paper says:

"ft is a great mistake for shippers of
early fruit to injure later receipts by
prejudicingthat part of the public which
gets the under layers of California pro-
ducts. It is possible that this is one of
the explanations as to why the New
York market has been in such a de-

moralized condition this week, particu-
larly as compared with other markets."

The New York paper's complaint, if it
Is based on truth, as it presumably is, is
just, and its suggestion is wise. Doubt-
pess nobody is so much injured by such
frauds as are the fruit-growers of this
State. And the men who would not
stoop to fraud are the ones who are
most injured, for they have no part even
in the temporary gain of this small
thievery. The prices of their goods
finally are fixed on the basis of fraud,

and they are losers throughout the

transactions. But what are they to do
about it? If A. who lives in Milpitas.

and it ho may be Caucasian. Mongolian'

or something else, chooses to ship cher-
ries with but one decent layer in a box,

how can B, who lives in Calistoga and
is above fraud, prevent him from doing

it? Clearly he cannot; he must suffer
but he is helpless in the matter. There
appears to be but one recourse for hon-

est packers: Each comunity must de-

vise a way to protect not only itself, but

the interests of all. That is to say, if
Milpitas has a knavish packer, every

grower must take a direct interest in
making the business too warm for him.
and other communities must act in like

manner with their rascals. It is a case

where protection, like chartiy, must be-
gin at home.

HAWAII.
Modesto News: Certainly it would be

a serious misfortune ifanything should
occur to disturb the friendly feeling that
has always existed between this coun-

ts and Japan, yet if the Japanese be-

lieve the United. States will look with
concern upon the mustering of their
warships in the harbor at Honolulu they

are much mistaken.
The trouble between Japan and Ha-

waii is this: For some years Japan has

been pouring a great stream of immi-
grants and laborers into the Hawaiian
Inlands. There are also many Japanese

merchants and business men in the is-
lands. The republican government of
Hawaii views this great influx of Japs

with apprehension. There may or may

not be beneath it an ulterior intention
on the part of Japan to stock the is-

lands with her subjects and then under
some pretext take possession of the

country. Whether this be so or not,

President Dole's government has con-

cluded that there are now enough Jap-

anese in Hawaii and it has taken meas-
ures to stop their further immigration.
The Japanese claim that under treaty

rights they can pour all the immigrants

they like into the islands. To enforce
this claim is probably why they sent

two warships to Honolulu.
The I'nited States will never consent

to let Japan take possession af Hawaii.
THE DEBS PARTY.

San Jose Mercury: Mr. Debs, who a
year ago was shouting for Bryan and
free silver, disgusted with the outcome
of the campaign, has organized a polit-
ical party of his own. It consists at
present of himself and four other patri-

ots, who have constituted themselves
a Supreme Executive Board, but he ex-
pects that by another year it will have
become a formidable organization," con-
trolling the politics and the legislation
of at least several States.

Mr. Debs proposes to inaugurate his
system of social democracy by gather-
ing an army of men In Chicago and oth-
er congested centers of the East and
colonizing them in Texas or some other
Western State. He will build factories
and towns?how, he does not state?
and gradually draw thither a sufficient
number to take possession of the leg-
islative machinery of the State. What
will occuf then we shall let himself*ex-
plain: "The first thing we would do af-
ter getting control would be to call a
special session of the Legislature. Then
we would call a convention to revise
the Constitution and get all the rot out
of it. We will have control of the taxing
power and drive tax syndicates and
land sharks out of the State. Persons
shall be taxed according to their means,
and shall have according to their needs.
We will have trusts, nothing but trusts,

in our State, but we will all be in the
trust. The operatives will not work
twelve or fourteen hours a day, but four
or five. We will be in the field in 1900
with a new party."

Mr. Debs intends to try an experi-
ment which wiser and more level-head-
ed men than he have tried, and with
failure as the inevitable result. He is
not the first man who has dreamed of
a co-operative commonwealth, nor will
he be the first to have that dream rude-
ly dissipated. The Social Democracy
which he hopes to launch as an irre-
sistible political power is destined to
prove as futile and as evanescent as
the Industrial Army of Coxey. In his
new commonAvealth will be all the com-
plex and discordant elements that are
found in the social and economic struct-
ure as it exists to-day, but there will
be none of those compensating and re-
straining influences which make a so-
cial organization of any kind, even the
simplest, possible.

CAPITAL AND LABOR.
Stockton Mail: An Eastern paper

which comes to this office makes a uni-
que assertion. It declares that times
were never so good as now. It says
that workmen not many years ago ate
coarse food, wore coarse clothing,
worked longer hours and were happy
to enjoy as occasional luxuries many
things which are now things of the
poorest workman's every-day life. And
the paper goes on to instance a great
number of things enjoyed by the labor-
ers of to-day to which the laborers of
twenty, thirty or forty years ago were
strangers. The argument might de-
ceive some. But it is simply another
proof of the inability of many men to
think clearly and thoroughly upon
economical subjects. It is quite true
that the standard of comfort among
the working classes has steadily risen.
But this Eastern unthinker whollyfails
to see the corelative truth that the in-
dividual productive power of the work-
ers has risen more rapidly and far
higher than the worker's gain. The
worker produces all wealth. Capital
never has and never will produce a
dime's worth of wealth. Capital *is
hoarded wealth, the impounded pro-
duct of land and labor. What is called
the worker's wages is the share of
wealth produced by him which is not
taken from him by capital. By the aid
of machinery the worker's power of
production has increased within a few
years five, ten, twenty, and sometimes
a hundredfold. Has there been a cor-
responding increase in his wage? In
other words, has he been permitted to
keep an equally increased share of the

wealth his toil makes? We know that
he has not. Capital has taken a very
disproportionate share of the increased
product. Hence we see fortunes so
colossal as to stagger the power of
computation, and hence we see three
hundred thousand idle, hungry, tramp-
ing men in this fertile land, highly
favored above all lands by the goodness
of the Creator.

DEBSISM.
Tulare Register: Those prophets of

old were true prophets who prophecled
evil, and yet to prophecy evil of a
movement professedly made to unsel-
fishly benefit mankind is a most ungra-
cious thing to do, and therefore the
"Register" dislikes to prophecy evil,
and only evil, of the movement of Eu-
gene V. Debs to swarm fifty or one
hundred thousand malcontents into
the devoted State of Washington to
"run things." It is an invasion that
ought not to be permitted on any such
scale as promised. The purpose of
Debs and his followers is not merely to
found co-operative communities, which
WOUld be well enough and unobjection-
able, but to invade Washington with
an army of discontented folks without
capital or experience and for the pur-
pose of revolutionizing the affairs of
that State, subverting its present form
of government and establishing a so-
cialistic State Government holding all
things in common. It is dangerous and
will be disastrous to Washington.

It is not that co-operative common-
wealths will never be successfully es-
tablished. It may be that the common-
wealths of the earth will sometime be-
come co-operative, but such things
grow and are not made with hands
outright and in accordance with a the-
ory preconceived. If this thing ever
comes to pass it will come by growth in
slow processes, and not through or-
ganized invasions of Coxey armies of
unemployed. Wrhen co-operative com-
munities have been successfully estab-
lished and perpetuated co-operative
commonwealths will arise from this
communal foundation as naturally as
States grow out of town meetings, but
there has yet been no successful estab-
lishment of a co-operative community.
From Brook Farm to Keweah and To-
polabampo, all, all have failed, and if
a community cannot exist on these
lines how can a State?
