
CROP OUTLOOK IMPROVING.

THE HARVEST TURNING OUT
BETTER THAN EXPECTED.

Cool Weather Last Week Had a

Good Effect on Ripening

Grain.

The following summary of the cli-
mate and crop conditions is based upon
reg :ts received from eight Weather
Bureau Stations, fifty-two telegraphic
reports received through the courtesy

of the Southern Pacific Company, and
many hundred reports received by mail
from crop correspondents scattered

The weather has been cool and in
connection with showers in northern
part of the State, has held back grain
harv s;ing. No damage has been done
to fruits. Cherries were nearly all
picked before the damp weather; the
yield was good and the fruit excellent.
Haying is nearly over?crop generally
light. Grass and dry feed slightly
damaged in northern counties. Grain
is being harvested in many places and
almost all reports speak of the yield
as exceeding expectations. Barley
plump and average yield. Fruits gen-
erally in excellent condition. Apricots
already ripe or ripening rapidly. Driers
busy curing. Peaches are doing nicely;
early varieties already ripe. The grape
yield prorriiaes to lie large. Prunes and
pears light. Blackberries are abundant.
Greatest honey yield since 1893 if
weather continues favorable. Oranges
re;, i ted dropping, but crop good nev-
ertheless. Sugar-beets, corn and pota-
toes generally doing well.

The highest temperature reported
was 97 degrees, on the 27th at Winters.
Yolo County, and the lowest. 39 degrees
on the 23<L at Cedarville, Modoc Coun-
ty.

Red Bluffi-Damp, cloudy weather has
retarded harvesting, but benefited
fruits; haying finished; crops light.

Grand Island ?Damp weather has re-

tarded harvesting; barley turning out

Marysvilie?Grain now harvesting

promises fully half last year's crop;
last few days warm weather very fa-
vorable for fruit: peach crop much
greater than last year; outlook for
pears good.

PLACER.
Newcastle ?Cool weather favorable

for tree fruits; early peaches ready for
market.

Roseville?Wheat, barley and oats be-
ing harvested, some fields giving good
yield: others scarcely pay for harvest-
ing.

BUTTE.
Chico?Cloudy, cool weather of past

Weak was of great benefit to crops,
causing late grain to fill nicely; har-
vesting not fairly begun; wheat is
slewing up well: barley first-class:
h lying nearly over; light crop; fruit
crop good.

Palermo?Prunes ripening rapidly.
Oioville?Moderately cool weather

PM w-H'k: haying about over; light
crop; grapes ripening slowly; good
crop; olives and oranges doing well:
early potatoes marketed; late peaches

about two-thirds of a crop.

GLENN.
Willows?Cool, damp weather, with

light rains during last week; no dam-
age. Delayed harvesting. Grain about
half a crop.

SACRAMENTO
Antelope?Fruit crop good except ap-

ricots and prunes. Barley making
from two to six sacks per acre.

Gait?Haying over. Cloudy weather
first of week retarded grain harvest.
It is now being pushed. Grain crop
short.

Sacramento ? Weather past week
very favorable to all varieties of fruit
and grain. Hop vines are thriving and
promis- heavy bearing, except on Yolo
\u25a0. !? "f river, which were blighted by
hot weathor early in the season. Grapes
premise good yield. Hay yet in stack;
crop oar third short of average. Grain
yield but three-fourths that of 189tj.

Winters?Apricots of fine size, some

varieties unusually large. Never bald bo
much fruit in one year; cured fruit
h»>ks weli: good almond and pear crop;
grain yields seventeen sacks per acre.

W. odland ?Harvesting slow; showers
during week damaged some fruit while
in process of curing.

MERCED.
Livingston?Wheat crop better than

expected, averaging over three sacks
per acre; barley light: not enough
w heat yet to judge yield.

Merced ?Peaches and berries ripening
slowly; grapes doing well; prospects
of large crop.

FRESNO.
Auberry?Hay rather light; peaches

Easton?Apricot cutting about over;
vine hoppers destroying leaves in many

vineyards; grape yield probably bet-
ter than last year.

Fresno?Wheat harvesting progress-
ing rapidly; fruit yields good.

Huron?Harvesting in full blast; crop

shortest since 1892.
SOLANO.

Vacaville?Crops in good condition:
fruit picking and cutting going on ex-
tensively; fruit drying delayed by
cloudy weather; damage slight; apri-
cots most affected; prospects good for
heavy yield in all classes of fruits.

Dixon?Cool weather, favorable for
late sown grain and fruit; haying fin-
ished; below the average; grapes doing

well.
CALAVERAS.

MHton?Harvesting backward; fruit
ripening nicely.

STANISLAUS. t
Newman?Wheat and bariey ripening

fast; harvest one-third under cover;
will be one-half crop grain; grapes
promise well.

Modesto?Yield of grain larger than
expected; will equal last year; good
crop apricots, prunes, peaches; grapes
doing weil.

KINGS.
Hanford ? Cool; apricots, peaches,

plums, nectarines good crop; prunes
larger crop than previous years: rais-
ins promise best in several years; grain
harvest progressing; good crop on irri-
gated lands.

TULARE.
Lime Kiln?Weather all that could be

desired; hay being baled; harvesting

Well under way; apricots nearly har-
vested and dried: early peaches now-
ripe; citrus trees looking well.

Tulare?Wheat harvest in full blast;
average yield five sacks or seventy
pounds to acre; prospects good for
heavy peach and prune crop.

Porterville ?Averagpe grain and decid-
uous fruit crops; citrus orchards in
good condition, but fruit dropping;
prospects good.

KERN.
Bakersfield ? Weather cooler than

usual; Tragedy and Simoni plums ripe;
grain harvesting progressing; results
better than expected.

S,\N JOAQUIN.
Lodi?Barley being harvested; yield

below the average; quality good;

wheat has good plump berry, but the
fields are spotted; apricots and peaches
tail-; highest and lowest temperature
79?51.

New Hope?Grain about the average
in yield and quality; in some places
20 to 25 sacks per acre; barley an av-
erage crop; abundant yield of fruit.

Stockton?Weather cool and helped
materially to fill out wheat; fruit fine
and coming in freely; large crop of
grapes.

LAKE.
Upper Lake?Weather has benefited

late grain, but some damage has been
done to hay; severe hot weather will
cause wheat to rust; fruit not dam-
aged.

NAPA.
Montieello?Hay harvest over, grain

harvest begins next week; late grain
benefited by weather; fruits doing
well; apricots and Tragedy prunes rip-
ening rapidly.

Xapa?Hay all harvested and fair
quality; grain coming on well, yield
below average; cherries gathered, yield,
good and fruit good; peaches and apri-
cots doing nicely, crop fair; grapes do-
ing well and promise a large crop;
sugar beets, corn and potatoes doing
well.

Calistoga?Rains damaged hay crop;
valley grapes will have to be resul-
phured.

SONOMA.
Sonoma?Cool, cloudy weather, rain-

fall 0.51 inch, damaged ripe cherries
and hay in bale or stack; loss not
great; ground in good shape for cul-
tivation; apricots making a marvelous
growth; grape crop will be large.

Healdsburg?Grain in good condition;
rain did more good than harm.

Santa Rosa?Cool, showery weather
has done great damage to hay; black-
berry crop now being harvested; is
very heavy, and the berries of fine
quality: weather now favorable for
fruit and hops.

ALAMEDA.
Niles?Cherries picked; peaches and

apricots dropping badly; quality of
fruit excellent; weather at end of week
favorable for fruit.

San Ltandro?Cherries picked; har-
vesting grain has commenced: the crop
of straw will be short: corn will not
amount to much; tomatoes are looking
well.

Livermore?Long period cool weather
caused wheat and barley to fill well;
barley threshing now going on; hay
baling in progress; grain crop above
the average: hay crop lighter than
usual: prospects of unusually heavy-
grain and olive crops.

Gilroy?Haying over, crop light; grain

harvesting commenced; average crop
barley and oats; fruits all look well;
peaches and pears light crop.

San Jose ?Weather favorable: haying
over; cherries gone: apricot, pear and
grape crops promise well; fair peach
crop: prune crop about two-thirds.

Campbell?Early Crawford and Fos-
ter peaches have dropped and continue
to drop badiy. hence crop will be light;

balance cut for grain: Increase 75 per
cent.: lemon-picking going on. good
fruit, good crop; good average crop of
walnuts.

Santa Maria?Grain harvesting in
progress: plump grain, good yield: com-
mon barley and Chevalier ranging ten
to eighteen centals per acre; apricots
heavy yield, other fruits light.

Surf?Warm weather has ripened
fruit and mustard seed; fair hay crop,
nearly all cut.

Escondido ? Weather favorable;

blackberries plentiful: apricots fair;

ing over, yield good, price low.

Otay?Crops growing well; oranges

and lemons looking favorable for good
crop.

Eureka?Haying considerably delayed

by showery weather; small fruits slight-

ly damaged: late-sown grain improved.

MENDOCINO.
Porno ?Grass and dry feed somewhat

damaged; late-sown grain improved.

SANTA CRUZ.
Santa Cruz?Haying over: crop fair,

good quality: average fruit crop, except

prunes; grape crop large.

Paso Robles?Fruit crop excellent;

Salinas?Grain harvest under way;

THE CROSSLEY REFLECTOR.

Professor Holden's Action Approv-
ed by the Regents.

"A matter relating to the assign-
ment of work at the Lick Observatory
(with reference to the trial of the three-
foot reflec ting telescope presented to us
by Mr. of England in 1895)
has lately been discussed in newspaper
dispatches in rather a one-sided fash-
ion. I desire to say that the questions
involved have been passed upon by the
Regents of the University of California,
who have, unanimou»ly, approved my
action.

CONCERNING THE ROAD LAW

THE NEW ACT IS PUZZLING

DISTRICT ATTORNEYS.

Letters Received by the State

Highway Department

Show This.

About two weeks ago the Department
of State Highways sent to each of the
Boards of Supervisors in the State cop-

ies of a circular letteT requesting them

to forward co-pies of any opinions on
the now existing road laws given by

District Attorneys of the several coun-
ties.

Replies to the letter mentioned have
already commenced to come in, and
tiie methods taken by some of the Dis-

trict Attorneys to keep within the pur-
view of adl the apparently conflicting

road laws are, to say the least, in-
teresting. Alvin Fay, District Attor-
ney of Kern County, has this to say:

"I hold that under the law the
Boards of Supervisors have no longer
anything whatever to do with the
maintenance of highways, but that the

whole control went to the Boards of
District Trustees provided for in the
(Clarke) law, and have advised our

board to do nothing in the matter of
highways until we receive the opinion

of the Attorney-General, to whom the
matter has been referred. If I am
el-reef in my interpretation of the law
it will be an absolute failure in our
county, and our highways cannot be
maintained under it.

"The law provides a compensation of
$25 per year to Road Trustees, and re-
quires that each member shall go ovei"
the entire road In his district at least
once a year. There are five road dis-
tricits in this county, and in four of
them it would require from 1,000 to
I.oimi miles of travel to go over all the
roads, and I do not believe trustees
can be found to undertake the posi-

tion."
Frank R. Devlin, District Attorney

(ot Solano County, proposes to seem-
ingly comply with all of the different
laws, while in reality the whole mat-

ter lies in abeyance. Among other
things, he says:

"I have advised the Board of Su-
pervisors of this county to the effect
that under the present circumstances
and the uncertainties of the road law-
it would not be advisable for them to
proceed with road work. I advised
them, however, that I deemed it safe,
while- awaiting the decision of the Su-
preme Court, to proceed with the iol-
low.ing plan:

"Have a petition signed by fifteen
taxpayers in each road district, re-
questing- the a.ppointment of three
Road Trustees in each district, to fill
vacancies; appoint such persons upon
the Clarke law; have the trustees con-
tract for road work as provided by

tho petitions being filed, and have them
qualify and organize as required by

the Clarke law, and tlie Road Com-
missioners (Supervisors) contract for
the same work, at the same price, and
with the same persons: have the claims
presented by the persons doing the
work or furnishing material filed with
the Board of Supervisors in accordance
with the provisions of the Clarke law,

and also have them file claims in ac-
cordance with the form«r law, ap-
proved by the Road Commissioners.

"It seems to me that this would be
avoiding personal responsibility of
both Commissioners and trustees, as
in either event the law would be com-
plied with, should the Supreme Court
sustain or hold invalid the new law.

"There are so many uncertainties,"
the communication concludes, "of con-
struction and interpretation of the
law that I have deemed it best to ad-
vise our board to await the decision
of the Supreme Court, unless they see
fit to adopt the plan I have outlined
above, to provide for emergency work."

Probably one of the strongest letters
received up to date is that written by
Joseph Larson. Chairman of the Board
of Supervisors of Alpine County. Mr.
Larson is an attorney, and his meth-
od of marshaling statemetns is rather
out of the usual line. Among other
things he says:

"It is indeed regrettable that the
principles and recommendations made
to the Legislature by the Bureau of
Highways were not adopted by that
body. The new law is an idiotic con-
glomeration. It is putting things back
where they were years ago. Where
will we find the practical business man
of sufficient intelligence to build or
work roads. The man of business would
not be bothered with a trusteeship at
|28 a year. You can't force an office
on a man, and that is the end of it."

FATHER AND SON.

They Are Having Trouble Over the
Latter's Earnings.

What will probably prove an inter-
esting case will be tried before a Po-
lice Court jury next Saturday morn-
ing.

Complaint was made at police head-
quarters on Saturday last, by the
father and brother of Pearley Chap-
pell, that that young man had fallen
under the influence of an alleged spir-
itualist, named Mrs. Quarles, and at
her suggestion had refused to return
to the paternal roof.

The boy's stbry is that his father
and brother interfered to prevent him
from drawing his salary and that he
has not been allowed a fair share of
his earnings.

It was at first the intention of the
elder Chappell to have his son Pear-
ley, who is about 19 years old. ar-
rested, but acting on subsequent ad-
vice concluded to bring a charge of
disturbing the peace against Mrs.
Qu.irles.

Young Chappeli's brother, who is em-
ployed in Lavenson's shoe store, has
also caused the arrest of Mrs. Clough,
a respectable woman w ho keeps a lodg-

ing house where the young man rented
a room, on a charge of disturbing the
peace. It appears that Mrs. Clough,
who naturally felt an interest in the
welfare of her young lodger, went to
Lavenson's store to make inquiry of
the brother in regard to the difficulty
in which Pear ley was involved. She
says she was informed that it was
none of her business and that she
left. She cannot conceive how she
disturbed anybody's peace. She says
that she knows nothing about Mrs.
Quarles or her relations with the
young man.

Judge A. C. Hinckson appeared for
Mrs. Clough. and the case was set
for Saturday. *

Judge Hickson also appeared for Mrs.
Quarles. and demanded a jury trial,
the cas.' being set for Saturday, as
stated above.
