
SEVERAL HUNDRED
PENSION BILLS.

They Were Reported to the Senate
Yesterday,

The General Pension Bills Were Among
Them.

Committee Decided to Report Fa-

vorably All Bills That Had

Been Passed by Either House
or Favorably Considered in

Committee ?Tariff Bill Consid-

ered?Tillman Offers an Amend-

ment for a Head Tax of $100
on Each Immigrant.

"WASHINGTON, June 29.?After te-

dious discussion of the tariff bill
throughout the day the Senate wound
up with a half hour of lively and
amusing colloquy between Senators
Tillman of South Carolina and Chand-
ler of New Hampshire. The former

had proposed an amendment to the

tariff bill, providing a $100 head tax
on immigrants, and a restriction
against all those not coming to the
United States to become citizens. Mr.
Tillman made an earnest speech on the
depressed condition of labor, but he
was soon diverted from his theme by

Mr. Chandler. The latter, adopting a
Btyle of mock gravity, directed the dis-
cussion toward Mr. Cleveland's admin-
istration. This in time brought from
Mr. Tillman a criticism of the late
President, while Mr. Chandler pro-
tested against the assaults on Mr.
Cleveland by a member of his own
party. When the fun had been fast
and furious for some time, the Till-
man amendments were defeated?yeas

3, noes 48?the three affirmative votes
being cast by Messrs. Butler, Quay and
Tillman.

During the day the Senate disposed
of the lead paragraphs, the committee
rate of IV_. cents per pound on lead ore
being agreed to?3o to 23. The other
paragraphs considered were compara-
tively of minor importance.

WASHINGTON, June 29.?Several
hundred pension bills w~ere reported to
\u25a0the Senate to-day as the result of the
first meeting of the Pension Commit-
tee since the present Congress assem-
bled. Gallinger, in charge of the com-
mittee report, stated that it had been
decided to report favorably all those
hills which had been formerly passed
by either branch of Congress or had
been favorably considered in commit-
tee. The general pension bills were
among those reported, two of them
amending the Act of 1890, and another
referring to proof in pension cases.

It took half an hour to read the list
of private pension bills. When it was
concluded Morgan of Alabama com-
mented on the fact that the men
named in these bills must wait for
relief owing to the inaction of one of
the branches of Congress. At this time
Congress was without the opportunity
or liberty to pass one of these pension
'bills. Congress was not even then in
Fesision, asserted Morgan. The lawyers

of the country would look into this
question, and there was a great deal
of trouble ahead over this question of
Congress being in session.

At first Morgan urged the adoption
of a resolution postponing all action
in pension bills until next December,
but he was dissuaded from this, say-
ing his main object was to call the
attention of the Senators to the manner
in which they were mocked by every
bill reported to an inactive Congress.

The tariff bill was then taken up
and paragraph 189, relating to watch
movements, clocks, etc., perfected,
striking out the clauses on watches and
on jewels for making watches, and con-
fining the paragraph to the articles not
made of china, porcelain, etc.

The foTegoing changes led to ex-
tended opposition from Vest and Jones.

Lodge answered that the watch in-
dustry had been revolutionized by

American machinery. American
Watches were so much better and
cheaper that no hand-Ynade w-atch

?. could compete with them. Now the
Swiss makers had bought American
machinery and operated it with com-
paratively cheap labor. Lodge exhib-

ited Swiss watches which purported to
be of American make, and as such were
invading the American market.

Pine apples were changed to 7 cents
cubic feet in barrels and packages,

and £7 per thousand in bulk.
Vest asked what climatic and sani-

tary- reason justified these heavy du-
ties.

Allison responded that Florida pro-
duced pine apples, and the pressure
had been brought to bear for adequate
protection.

"Where did the pressure come from?"
asked Bacon of Georgia.

"I cannot give specifications," re-
sponded Allison, "but I will say I heard
both sides of the subject."

Gray of Delaware said, in an ani-
mated speech, that it would have been
better had Florida lands been left in
primeval simplicity if their use for
raising pine apples was to be followed
by a tax on the bulk of the people.

Dead ore was then considered, Allen
speaking at length against the com-
mittee rate.

Carter of Montana explained in re-
sponse to inquiries by Allen that the

House rates had been especially fa-
vorable to white lead, the product of
the lead trust, whereas the Senate rates
decreased the benefits to the trust and
increased them to the producers of the
ore. He argued that the committee
rates were essential to equal the differ-
ence between the wage-earner and
Mexico.

Mr. Vest said that this was a con-
flict between the lead smelters and the

lead mines and both were heavily rep-

resented in his State. But his vote
would be cast in behalf of the con-
sumer and not for either of these con-
flictinginterests. Ifhis State expected
these interests to be defended as
against those of the people, the great
mass of consumers of lead, then some
one must take his place here. He
would not give a vote, even though

two-thirds of the people of Missouri
were here asking it, if it violated his
ideas of justice and equity. Mr. Vest
said he would move later on to reduce
the duty on lead ore from 1% to % of a
cent a pound, although he would be
glad to go further and see it on the
free list.

Mr. Rawlins of Utah discussed the
general doctrine of the tariff, arguing
that the first consideration should be
revenue, and then the equalization of
the burdens and benefits of the system
on raw materials and manufactured
products alike.

The committee rate on lead ore (1%
cents per pound) were agreed to?30 to

Messrs. Heitfeld, Mantle and Teller
voted with the Republicans in the affir-
mative, and Mr. Allen with the Demo-
crats in the negative.

In pig lead the rate was increased
from 2 to 2V4 cents a pound, the duty
of 2V> cents on lead in sheets, etc., be-
ing retained.

Paragraph 181 (metallic mineral sub-
stances) was changed as heretofore
agreed upon by the Finance Commit-
tee and the substitute for paragraph
181' (mica) was agreed to.

Paragraph 278 (tallow) was changed
from 1 to %of a cent per pound. The
remainder of the paragraph being un-
changed.

Mr. Tillman was then recognized for
a speech in the support of the follow-
ing amendment to the bill: That there
shall be collected a head tax of $100
on all immigrants coming to the United
States by land or water, provided that
this section shall only remain in force
until silver shall be admitted to our
mints for coinage at the ratio of 10 to
1 on the same conditions with gold.
Mr. Tillman spoke of the rapid spread
of pauperism, as shown by the statis-
tics of the jails and prisons. It was
time, he said, to keep platform prom-
ises, to do something for labor; to
keep back the half million immigrants
arriving annually. He spoke of the
miserable condition of the coal miners
of Pennsylvania and read from offi-
cial reports saying that many of the
miners were compelled to live like
beasts. And this, exclaimed Mr. Till-
man derisively,, when Senators were
framing their laws for the protection
of American labor and American in-
dustry.

Mr. Quay remarked that the report
from which Mr. Tillman read was
made by a Republican committee ap-
pointed by a Republican Legislature.

"And I am asking a Republican Con-
gress to protect these people against
competition." declared Mr. Tillman.

"Will you do it? Dare you do it, or
will you be satisfied with giving labor
lip service?"

He gave the extent of the slum ele-
ment in New York. Baltimore, Chicago
and other cities, and said that showed
where the big Republican majorities
came from last year.

He closed with a gloomy prediction
that the immigration bill passed by
Republican majorities in the last Con-
gress had been defeated.

"Because your Republican President
Grover Cleveland vetoed it," shouted
Mr. Tillman. Amid the laughter Mr.
Chandler protested against having Mr.
Cleveland designated as a Republican,

when the Senator from South Carolina
(Tillman) had joined with the Demo-
crats in electing that President as a
Democrat. "Yes." observed Mr. Till-
man, while the galleries roared, "I ask
forgiveness for that and promise, so
help me God. I'll never do it again."

After some sharp cross-firing Mr.
Tillman's amendment was rejected?3
to 4S. The three votes in the affirma-
tive were Butler, Quay and Tillman.

When Mr. Quay voted for the
amendment there was a hearty laugh,
in which the Senator joined.

The tariff bill was then laid aside,
and at 5:36 p. m. the Senate adjourned.

NOT WANTED HERE.

An Army of 15.000 Tramps Com-
ing to This Coast.

DENVER (Col.). June 20? An army
of 15.000 tramps is moving Westward.
At present it is in Kansas. It is ap-
proaching in four divisions, following
the various lines of railways, and so
troublesome have the members become
that the people have petitioned the
railroads to carry them on to the coast.
They forage upon the country until
there is nothing left, begging every-
thing in the way of old clothes, money
and meals.

The Union Pacific nnd Missouri Pa-
cific have placed guards armed with
shotguns on their trains. The tramps

will pass ihrough Colorado on their way
to the Pacific Coast in the wake of the
Christian Kndeavor Convention excur-
sions. They say they are endeavoring
to secure work in the irrigation valleys

of the West. What they will do when
jthey reach the coast is a question.

Ed. Sheridan was on Monday sen-

tenced to six months in the County

Jail for vagrancy, but was given six

hours in which to leave the city in lieu

of breaking rock.
Mr. Sheridan left town all right, but

unfortunately for him he had taken
such a liking to Sacramento that he

couldn't stay away. Last night he
sneaked back over the Yolo bridge into
the city and ran up against one of the
blue-coated minions of the law.

The hard-hearted officer recognized

Mr. Sheridan, and the latter spent the
night in jail. To-day he will be es-
corted to Sheriff Johnson's bastile and
introduced to a sledge hammer and a
pile of cobbles.

BUT NOT MORE SO THAN THE

CELEBRATION COMMITTEE.

D. J. Simmons Resigns as Reader

?Features of the Day and

Evening.

Though the temperature was high last
e\ ening it lacked many degrees of com-
ing ud to the notch attained by the
Fourth of July Executive Committee,

which met in Mayor Hubbard's office.
The early part of the meeting was prosy
to a degree, and several committeemen
turned in their reports before the fun
commenced.

First of all, it was agreed that any

funds which may remain in the treas-
ury after all bills shall have been paid

shall be turned over to Secretary Henley

as remuneration for his services.
Major W. H. Sherburn. for the Parade

Committee, announced that the follow-
ing organizations had accepted invita-
tions to march in the parade: Troop I?,
cavalry, the Signal Corps, one and prob-
ably two companies of Knights of Pyth-

ias, Fair Oaks and Warren Posts of the
Grand Army of the Republc, Siloam
Lodge of Chosen Friends and the Ber-
saglieri Guard.

Major Sherburn further stated that it
would be impossible to get carryalls for
the orphans of the asylums, and that it
would be necessary to procure other
conveyances for the purpose.

C. ML Beckwith, Chairman of the Lit-
erary Committee, reported that $4."i
would cover all expenses, so far as his
committee was concerned.

It was at this point that D. J. Sim-
mons addressed the Chairman. He said
he wished to make a few remarks, whch
jshould have no ascerbity or vindictive-
J ness in them. He had been unanimously
jchosen by the Literary Committee to
read the Declaration of Independence,

but at the last meeting of the General
I Committee he was turned down by a

vote of Bto T». But recently, Mr. Sim-
mons said, four out of the eight w ho vot-
ed to dro« his name from the pro-
gramme had signified their willingness

to reconsider the vote, and that had
they understood the intention of the mo-

! tion they would never have supported it.
He didn't like to be sat down upon

without any warning, and had Mr. Cole-
man or any other member of the com-
mittee signified that hf. as a reader,
was objectionable, he would have with-
drawn, but he felt aggrieved that the
matter had been disposed of without
consulting him.

He called attention to the fact that on
one occasion he had delivered an oration
at Auburn which had received high en-
comiums from the press, and had the
action of the Literary Committee been
accepted he felt certain that he could
have filled the part assigned in an ac»
ceptable manner. He submitted that
the action of the General Committee
had been an insult to the intellgence of
the members of the Literary Committee.
He felt gratified that four of the eight

who had voted to rescind the action of
the last-named committee were ready to
reconsider, and after that had been done

he would have no hesitancy in resigning.

William J. Hogan spoke, he said, to

| satisfy Mr. Simmons. He had told the
jlatter that he had voted to oust him

I because he thought a better man could
Ibe had. and he had not yet got over that
jway of thinking. He thought it would

do no harm to allow Mr. Simmons to re-
sign, and would move to reconsider the
vote whereby he was ousted, with the
understanding that after that action
had been taken Simmons should hand in

his resignation.

Charles Bauer moved that the com-
mittee go into executive session, but the
motion was given the deaf ear.

J. O. Coleman explained that at the
last meeting he had not taken advan-
tage of the absence of Mr. Simmons to

move to eliminate his name from the
programme prepared by the Literary

Committee. He had not been personal

in his remarks, and he ever made it a
point not to speak disrespectfully or
critically of anyone unless he were pres-
ent at the time. He had made the mo-
tion without feeling or bitterness, but
meant exactly what he said, and still
believed that a High School pupil was
the proper person to read the Declara-
tion of Independence.

This ended the oratory, and Mr. Ho-
rn's moton to reconsider the former

vote was carried by a vote of 7 to 2.
Then Mr. Simmons again got the floor,

and took advantage of the occasion to
publicly resign in favor of Fred. W. Ca-
rey, who had been chosen by the Liter-
ary Committee to fill the position made
vacant by his resignation. ,

Charles Bauer said Simmons was pre-
mature, and as a rank outsider he had
no right whatever to resign in anybody's

fa vor.
On motion of McMullen, Simmons'

resignation was accepted, and the latter

said he regretted that he was unable to

slay longer.

"I move we give him a happy good
night," said Bauer, as Simmons left
the room.

Mr.Beckwith announced that his com-
mittee had completed its programme,
and submitted the following, which
was adopted:

The whole to
conclude with a grand illuminated bi-
cycle parade.

C. M. Harrison called on Major Sher-
burn of the Parade Committee to re-
port the proposed order of the parade

and the line of march.
Major Sherburn said he had already

handed in a report which met present
requirements. He did not as yet know-
just what organizations would take
part in the parade, and thought that
Saturday next would be early enough

to advertise the matter.
Mr. Harrison took issue with the

Major on that point. He said that if
a success was to be made of the cele-
bration too much printer's ink could

not be used. Nothing had ever been
devised which could disseminate in-

formation like the daily newspaper,
and the sooner the parade was ad-
vertised the bigger would be the crowd.

Mr. Coleman said that judging from
the spirit mainfested by the persons
who were to take part, the evening

entertainment would prove an unquali-

fied success.
But Mr. Harrison got back to Major

Sherburn, and said that if by the next
meeting the members of the Parade
Committee had not done some rustling

he should move that the parade be
suspended, and that the combined ef-
forts of the committee be thrown into
the evening entertainment proposition.

Major Sherburn said he did not like

the manner in which Mr. Harrison
shied slurs and insinuations. If the
latter thought nothing had been done,
and would get out and stump up and
down the streets a few days, he would
conclude that the life of the Parade
Committee was not like a dream of
bliss nor a free pass over the rail-
roads. The idea of Mr. Harrison was,
he said, to spend all the appropriated
funds for advertising, at the expense of
everything else.

Mr. Harrison said "bug-pinching"
could not be done in getting up a
Fourth of July celebration, and called
attention to the fact that Major Sher-
burn had sent out his invitations in
unsealed envelopes plastered with one-
cent stamps. In other words, the
Major was a "bug-pincher" of the first
order.

G. W. Ficks took exception to Mr.
Harrison's remarks. He said there was
but one gang of "bug-pine hers" in the
world, and that the Prince of Wales
was the head of the order.

J. O. Coleman explained that enough
money would be saved from the sum
appropriated to the Evening Entertain-
ment Committee to procure conveyan-
ces for the orphans.

Then the committee adjourned to
meet Friday evening.
