It may lie said with truth that there
are not enough persons available at the
present time possessing sufficiently high
qualifications for this office. This is

fore, considered it one worthy of
the careful thorough training which
they undertake for the profession of
teaching. As soon as the Supervisors

raiie the office to the position in which
the School Directors have placed their
High School service, there will be

This scarcity of good available men
for these offices is no excuse for not
at once raising the standard. There
are a good many men who are fully

competent, men of ability and experi-
ence who could be obtained for the
salary offered. All the counties will
not eh?nge their policy in the matter

of Horticultural Commissioners at
once, and there will undoubtedly be
plenty of trained men as fast as they

are demanded.
California is paying liberally for the

protection of her fruit interests and
can have the best service if the Super-

visors will properly raise the standard.
