
DEFEATED ON THREE
IMPORTANT VOTES.

Finance Committee Suffers Unex-
pected Reverses.

Cotton Bagging and Cotton Ties Placed
oo the Free List.

The Amendment Reducing the

Duty on White Pine Led to a

General Breaking Up of Party

Lines on Both Sides of the

Chamber?Settle Arraigns the

Republicans in the House.

WASHINGTON, July I.?The Inter-
state Com.men.fc Committee of the Sen-
ate considered the antl-sealping bill to-
day, but owing to the absence of several
members of the committee nothing def-
inite was reached. It is probable that
owing to the near approach of adjourn-
ment no further effort wiO be made to
get the bill reported. It Is also proba-
ble that there will not be another meet-
ing of the committee this session and
tlw pooling bill will also go over.

The tariffbill was taken up promptly.
At the outset Mr. Teller of Colorado
made inquiries as to the reports that
an anti-trust amendment would be
brought in. This is an Important mat-
ter, he said, and there should be ample
time for its consideration.

Allison said he did not know what dis-
posal was to be made of the subject,

as no action had been taken by the Fi-
nance Committee.

Teller said i.t had been reported about
the chamber that it had been considered
in caucus. He urged that it should not

be brought in at the last moment,

"and it will not be done," he added with
positiveness.

Allen gave assurance that no such
hasty ac tion would be taken. White of
California remarked that he thought

the anti-trust subject had been dropped.
"The trouble with the Senator (White)

and myself," answered Teller, "is that

we are not members of the Republican
caucus and therefore are somewhat in
the dark."

The Finance Committee suffered sev-
eral unexpected reverses during the
progress of the tariff bill to-day, being

defeated on three important votes. Cot-
ton bagging was placed on the free list,

30 to 2S, and cotton ties also by a vote

of 2S to 23. The duty on white pine lum-
ber was reduced from $2 to $1 per
I.OUO, 32 to 31.

The amendment on pine occasioned
the greaest surprise and led to general
breaking up of party lines on both sides
of the chamber. During the early

stages of the debate the duty on lum-
ber, including pine, was placed at !?2
after a protracted contest. To-day Tel-

ler returned to the contest and moved
to place white pine lumber on the free

list. The amendment was defeated by

the close vote of 32 to 33. four Republi-
cans, Baker, Carter, Hansbrough and
Quay, joining with the Democrats,

Populists and Silver Republicans in the
affirmative, while three Democrats, Ba-
con, McEnery and Martin, voted with

?h \u25a0 Republicans in the negative. Fol-
lowing up this close vote Mantle, Silver
Republican moved to reduce the rate
on white pine from $2 to $1. and this
was carried by a majority of one. The
two Republicans. Baker and Carter,

Voted with the Democrats in the affirm-
ative, and three Democrats, Bacon,
McEnery and Martin, with the Repub-
licans in the negative. The bill is
now completed, with the exception of
the reciprocity section and some com-

paratively minor paragraphs.
Much progress was made to-day in

clearing up detached paragraphs here-
tofore passed over. Only three of these,

coal tar, potash and tea, remain, so

that these items, the reciprocity sec-

tion and the brief internal revenue and
adminstration provisions are all that
remain of the bill to be disposed of be-

fore the final vote is taken.
Paragraph 441. cocoa matting, was

reconsidered, the paragraph being

agreed to as reported.
Mr. Allison reported back the amend-

ment to the coal paragraph offered by

Mr White yesterday, allowing a draw-
back of duty on coal used in American
vessels engaged in foreign trade and in

the trade between Atlantic and Pacific
ports of the United States. The origi-

nal amendment was modified by the
committee to omit coastwise trade.

The amendment caused much debate
and several Senators urged that it go

over.
Mr. Allen of Nebraska proposed a

further amendment allowing the draw-
back on coal, not only to vessels, but
to "inhabitants of the United States."

"Does that mean free coal?" asked
Mr.. Clark of Wyoming.

"Yes, free coal," answered Mr. Allen,

who argued that the people were as
much entitled to the benefits of free
coal as were the owners of vessels.

Mr. Piatt of Cennecticut stated that
this was not a question of free coal,
but simply one as to giving American
vessels the same advantages enjoyed
by foreign vessels.

Mr. Allen and Mr. Clark became in-
volved in a sharp personal colloquy
concerning the former's reference to

pauper labor in the coal mines, and Mr.
Clark indignantly resented the implied
insult to the coal miners, and Mr. Allen
disclaimed any such purpose.

After further debate Mr. Allen's
amendment was rejected, and the com-
mittee amendment, allowing draw-
backs to American vessels, was agreed
to without division.

Mr. Spooner of Wisconsin gave notice
of a comprehensive amendment provid-
ing for the assignment of three general
appraisers to make an investigation of
all questions relating to the tariff; the
condition of industries which are af-
fected by the tariff; the condition of

industries abroad which compete with
American industries; the differences in
labor cost here and abroad; also to
make an analysis of the schedule of
this tariff bill with a view to correct-
ing any inequalities that may exist.

The result of the inquiry is to be re-
ported to the Secretary of the Treas-
ury and to Congress.

The proposed amendment placing cot-
ton bagging on the free list was then
considered at length.

Mr. Pettus of Alabama had pre-
viously given notice of the amendment
as follows: Bagging for cotton, gunny
cloth and all similar materials avail-
able for covering cotton, composed
wholly or in part of hemp, flax or jute

butts.
Mr. Pettus spoke in support of the

amendment, saying he desired to avoid
a party contest and expected to secure
Republican votes.

Mr. White moved to extend the
amendment to burlaps and grain bags

made of burlap.

The debate was protracted, and in
the main technical. Mr. Mantle of
Montana and Mr. White supporting the
amendment, and Mr. Perkins of Cali-
fornia opposing it.

As finally amended the paragraph is
as follows: Bagging, for cotton, gunny
cloth and similar fabrics, suitable for
covering cotton, composed of single
hemp, plain or woven fabrics, bags and
sacks of single jute or hemp yarns, by

whatever name known and burlaps and
bags for grain made of burlap.

Mr. Bacon's amendment, placing cot-

ton ties on the free list was then con-
sidered, and, after a brief explana-

tion by Mr. Bacon, was adopted?2b to
23.

Charcoal, farina and feldspar were

Istruck from the free list, and coal tar
jwent over at the request of Quay.

} The House paragraph placing on the
free list hides and skins not specially-
provided for was restored. The com-
mute paragraph, 003, relating to oils
on the free list, was agreed to as re-
ported.

On crude petroleum the proviso
stands as originally reported, making

*the retaliatory duty equal to the ex-
port duty.

Cocoarrut oil was taken from the free
jlist and placed on the dutiable list at
3*o cents a pound.

Paragraph 022* L
., placing on the free

list regalia and gems for use by socie-
ties, was agreed to with slight modi-
fications.

Sheep dip was restored to and sodium
1 struck from the free list.

Crude sulphur or brimstone was
Itaken from the free list and matfe duti-
able at 50 cents a ton.
i The paragraph relating to the per-
| sonal effects of persons arriving in the
I United States was modified to that the

effects taken abroad may be brought
back without limit, wnile effects ac-
quired abroad and admissible free are
to be limited to $100.

A new paragraph was inserted in the
free list covering works of art, the
production of American artists ter-n; porarily living abroad, and other works

lof art imported for piesentation pur-
I poses.

The iron paragraph was further
jchanged, making the reference to
; manganese ore as follows: Manganesj
jore containing less than forty Metallic
units in dry state, $1 per ton.

Teller moved an amendment including
in the free list "rough lumber manu-

I factured of white pine. :' The Senator
I criticized the course of the commit-
J tee in placing white pine on the duti-
able list, thus enlarging the destruction
of pine, when it was known the supply
would not last eight years.

Teller said he was for protection, but
he would not carry it to extremes, com-
pelling every man building a heme or
using a stick of pine to pay tribute
to the few owners of pine. This was
not Republican doctrine which was op-
posed to the advance of prices oti nec-
essaries of life. Teller declared that
the duty on pine was one of the many
absolutely indefensible features of the
bill.

Gray and Mantle supported Teller's
motion. Spooner opposed it on the
ground that the duty was a fair meas-
ure of protection to an extensive in-
dustry of three border States. This
was not a proposition to place all kimJs
of lumber, those of Maine and the
South and West on the free list, butmerely to discriminate against the
white pine of three Stales.

The vote proved to be very close, the
amendment being defeated?yeas 32.
noes 33. It raftsed a surprising break
in party lines on both sides of the.
chamber. Four Republicans, Raker.
Carter. Hansbrough and Quay, and
Mantle. Stewart, Teller and Kyle voted
with the Democrats in the affirmative.

Three Democrats. Eacon. M
and Heitfeld. Populist, voted with the
Republicans in the negative. Mantle
moved to reduce the auty on white
pine from $2 to SI per thousand feet.
He read from the statement of a lum-
berman that a $2 rate would be pro-
hibitory, and he appealed to Demo-
cratic Senators to vote unitedly and
thus overcome this high rate.

The amendment was carried by UK

close vote of 32 to 31 after another
break in party lines vii both sides of
the chamber. On this vote Quay re-
turned to his party associates and
Hansbrough did not vote. Two Repub-
licans, Baker and Carter, and Allen.
Heitfeld, Kyle, Mantle, Stewart and
Teller voted with the Democrats in
the affirmative.

At 5:35 p. m. the bill was laid aside,
and after an executive session the Sen-
ate adjourned.

HOUSE PROCEEDIi#6S
Settle (DO of Kentucky, after the

journal had been read, raised a ques-
tion as to the truth of the journal of
last Monday's proceedings, by offering
a technical amendment to correct the
journal. Upon this amendment he got

the floor and proceeded with an extend-
ed speech on the general question of
the power of the House to adjourn
over three days at a time, which he
declared was a direct violation of tho
Constitution. He drifted into a gen-
eral arraignment of '.he Republicans
for not taking action on the bank-
ruptcy bill and Cuban belligerency.

"You have acted in utter defiance of
public sentiment," he cried. "You
asked for time. You predicted great
thfngs. Calhoun went to Cuba: Cal-
houn returned from Cuba; Calhoun
went home. Nothing was done. Cal-
houn has been forgotten and so has
Cuba. There is indifference as to
whether a civil Government or a state
of war exists in Cuba."

When Settle referred to the munici-
pal elections at "Chicago, Cincinnati,
Columbus and Canton,"' as an indica-
tion of public disapproval of the House
inaction and a forerunner of that No-
vember day in 1900 which would prove
the "Armageddon and the Waterioo of
the Republican party," the Speaker
again rapped him to order, and Dinglt-y

and Barley crossed swords over the
question as to whether Settle's remarks
were in order.

Dingley contended that the Kentuek-
ian's remarks were wide of the motion,
and Bailey that it was always proper
to speak of public opinion.

"We have always had respect for
public opinion," said the latter, "and
we think it proper to lay it beforo you
for your instruction and guidance."
(Democratic applause.)

"But what is the connection of Ar-
mageddon and a motion to amend the
journal?" asked Speaker Reed, whereat
the Republicans laughed.

In conclusion Settle roused Demo-
cratic enthusiasm by asserting that his
side proposed to hold up the hands of
"the lion-hearted Democrat of Ne-
braska until his banner was planted
on the topmost hights of victory."

The minority demanded the yeas and
nays on Settle's motion, and the roll
was called. The amendment was re-
jected?9o to 105, and the journal ap-
proved.

Knowles (Pop.) of South Dakota then
rose to a question of personal privilege

and sent to the Clerk's desk and had
read an Associated Press dispatch
dated Lewiston, Me., in which Professor
D. C. Bateman charged, on the al-
leged authority of Knowles. "that the
middle-of-the-road Populists had ac-
cepted $1,500 from the proceeds of Mr.
Bryan's book with the understanding
that nothing should be done to prevent
fusion in I!**>."

Knowles denounced Mr. Bateman's
statement as willful falsehood without
shadow of foundation.
