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WICKLIFFE PRESTON.

Slated for United States Consul to
Marseilles.

A Kentuckian in the person of Wick-
liffe Preston has been slated for the
Consul
at Marseilles. He is a son of General
‘William Preston, a soldier in the Mexi-
can War, United States Minister to
Spain under Buchanan, and a General
in the Confederate army.
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Young Preston got his name from his
mother, whose father, Colonel Robert
Wickliffe, was prominent in Kentucky
affairs before the war. Young Preston
was educated at Washington and Lee
University, Virginia, and then took law
at Harvard. He then entered the office
of William C. Whitney, in New York.
In 1882 he married his cousin, Miss
Sarah McDowell, a St. Louis heiress.
They have two children. Preston is 47
years of age.

A DANGEROUS WEAPON.

How a Long Island Justice Defined
the Folding Bed.

The recent” casualties which led the
“Tribune to comment on the fact that
the folding bed is a dangerous weapon
recalls the famous decision of Justice

Terry of Hauphaug, Long Island,
which fixed forever the legal status
of that modern contrivance, which is

said to have been invented by some
man to wreak revenge on life insur-
ance companies. This decision is not
so well knewn as it deserves to be,
for, owing to the primitive methods
that prevail in Justice Terry’s court, it
has never been properly spread upon
the records.

Hauphaug (pronounced hophog) is a
quiet little country village enjoying in
the present day most of the convenien-
ces of last century. Four-fifths of the
inhabitants bear the patronymic Ter-
ry ,a fact which will become evident,
as the story proceeds, and which, it is
hoped, will not prove confusing. Roger
Terry—no relation of the Justice—had
just returned from college, and he
brought with him a folding bed. It
was the first ever introduced into the
village of Hauphaug, and that conser-
vative community viewed the innova-
tion with grave suspicion. The fact
that few of the people had ever seen
it, and that the name conveyed only a
vague notion of what it was, did not
tend to alleviate this prejudice. Roger
Terry was not popular. Going to col-
lege was a step which the village did
not approve, but the bringing home ofa
folding bed was too much for the in-
habitants, particularly the women, to
stand.

“I can’t understand what his mother
means,” said Mrs. Scudder Terry,
whose relationship to the two other
Terrys was too complicated to be rep-
resented by a genealogical chart. “How
can one keep a decent amount of in-
sect powder in a thing which h’'ists up
and lets down that way? Why, there
won't even be enough of him left to
give a decent burial to.”

She stated the feminine prejudice ex-
actly. She was, of course, understood
to refer to the activity of the Cimex
lectularius, one of the dramatis per-
sonae of this story, whose name was
not Terry, though he doubtless had
much of the Terry blood in him, and
who is only introduced ‘‘under the de-
cent veil of a dead language.”

But while events did not work out
just as Mrs. Scudder Terry predicted,
they moved rapidly to a crisis. One
night when the parents of Roger were

away there came wild screams and
yells from his house, which alarmed
the entire village. Constable Billoscar

Terry, in whose pormanteau name the
virtue of two grandparents were cele-
brated, arrived on the scene early,
partly dressed. He thought a foul mur-
der, at least, was being done. He broke
into the house,and,as he told his story
in Justice Terry's court the next day:

The Justice saw the force of this
statement, but he also knew that the
sentiment of the community demanded
some punishment for the introducer of
folding beds. He did not hesitate long
for a legal principle.

said, “but even self-defense does not

permit a man to carry a whole arsenal |
