Whereas, The quarantine heretofore
established and now existing is burden- |

0ss to our stock-breeders and shippers,
and it is desirable that so much of the
State as can be should be relieved from
this quarantine; and

Whereas, It is provided that where
lines more favorable to a State than
those prescribed by the Secretary of
Agriculture are established by such
State, and it possesses such legislation
as will enable it to maintain such line,
that such line may be adopted by the
Secretary of Agriculture; and

Whereas, This State possesses legis-
lation sufficient to prevent the intro-
duction of diseased cattle into districts
not affected by disease, and for the
purpose of relieving that part of the
State where all admit that no trace of
splenetic or southern fever exists from
the operation of the quarantine hereto-
fore established by the Secretary of
Agriculture, it is necessary that a quar-
antine line be established within this
State;

Now, therefore, I, James H. Budd,
Governor of California, for the purpose
of affording the Secretary of Agricult-
ure a basis upon which he may relieve
as much of this State as possible from
the operation of the quarantine hereto-
fore established, do hereby declare that
no splenetic or southern fever exists
among the domestic animals or cattle
located above and north of the quaran-
tine line hereby established, and do
hereby proclaim and establish as a
quarantine line, to be observed and
maintained as such to the same extent
and subject to the same regulations
and restrictions as existed with regard
to the line established on the northern
border of the State, the following:

Beginning on the Pacific Coast where
the southern boundary line of Marin
County connects with the PacificOcean;
running thence easterly and northerly
along the southern and easterly bound-

ary lines of Marin, Sonoma, Napa and
IL.ake Counties, to the southwest cor-
ner of Colusa County:; thence easterly

along the southern boundary of said
Colusa County to the southeast corner
of said county; thence southerly and
easterly along the southern boundaries
of Sutter and Placer Counties to the
intersection with the State boundary
line in Lake Tahoe.

All citizens of this State, all trans-
portation companies and all persons
engaged in the transportation of cattle
are hereby required to take notice of
the quarantine line hereby established,
and all peace officers of this State, all
District Attorneys and all lawfully
constituted authorities are hereby di-
rected to strictly enforce existing laws
for the suppression of contagious cattle
diseases and preventing the spread
ther L.

The line herein provided for is to be
established, and this proclamation, so
far as it relates thereto, is to go into
effect and be in force immediately upon
the approval of said line by the Secre-
tary of Agriculture, by special order to
that effect.

TO INCREASE ITS HIGHT.

Another Request to the Board to '

Help Pay for Protecting the
River Bank.

W. M. Sims appeared before the|

Board of Supervisors yesterday and

asked that the county pay $450 of the

expense incurred in laying the mat-
trass on the river bank near the Daniel
Flint place last winter.

W. E. Lovdal also addressed the board
in behalf of the claim.

Supervisor Curtis said he had exam-
ined the work and found it to have been
well done. It was necessary to prevent
the river from cutting away the orig-
inal bank and the levee,

After some further talk on the sub-
ject the matter was submitted and
taken under advisement.

FEEBLE-MINDED CHILDREN.

District Attorney Ryan called the at-
tention of the board to the new law
affecting the status of children in the
Home for Feeble-Minded Under this
law all children now in that institution
must be recommitted, and thencefor-
ward the charge against the county will
be $£10 per month in each case,

On motion of Supervisor Morrison, the
District Attorney was authorized to
take the necessary steps to ascertain
whether or not the officers of the home
have the power to discharge children
who are not recommitted.

MORMON ISLAND BRIDGE.

S. D. Elwell, engineer for McMahon
Bros., contractors for the Mormon
Island bridge, asked the board what
was to be done about removing the old
bridge, as the contractors are now
ready to go ahead with the new one.

On motion of Supervisor Dreman, the
contractors were authorized to remove
the old bridge at a cost of $285.

The old proposition to have the bridge
raised some five feet higher than was
originally contemplated in the
contract was  discussed. It was
stated that residents in the vi-
cinity of the bridge had declared that
in high water seasons the river had
on several occasions been higher than
the floor of the present bridege, and
that the bed of the American River
had raised several feet.

Supervisor Morrison was opposed to
paying anything additional for making
the bridge higher, especially as the El
Dorado Supervisors had declined to pay
any portion of the expense, some $900.
If the board were to order the work
done now, sald Mr. Morrison—however
advisable it might be, or seem to be—
somebody would declare there was a job
of some sort in it.

No action was taken in the matter.

S. B. Moore applied for a reduction of
the assessment of $7,000 on real estate
of the Daylor estate, 360 acres, near
the Cosumnes, to $5,000.

The rest of the session was devoted
to the examination and allowing of de-
mands against the county.

The board will meet daily this and
next week.
