5-lb baskets, or double crates contain-
ing eight 5-lb baskets.

The season for cherries is from May

Ist until July 15th.
Apricots, peaches and a few plums

are in market commencing in June.
Peaches, California's luscious Bart-

lett pears, prunes, nectarines and plums
are in their hight during July, August
and September.

The delicious Tokay grapes, fall va-
rieties of pears, quinces and late plums
and prunes, finish the season about No-
vember.

Auction sales take place daily at 9
a. m. on the Erie dock, and orders
placed with any dealer or broker can
be shipped so that you will receive the
fruit the following morning, if within
200 miles of New York.

COAL TESTS.

Mayor Hubbard Says They Should
be Made by an Expert.

The following message from Mayor
Hubbard was. read at last night's ses-
sion of the City Trustees:

To the Honorable Board of Trustees:
In making an evaporative test of coal
for the Water WTorks I would suggest

that the test be made under the direc-
tions of an expert. You no doubt un-
dea-SUuari that these tests to l>e of val-
ue must be very accurate, and any one
making the tests can by a slight error
favor one kind of coal in preference to
others. The Chief Engineer of the

Water Works would unloubtedly be

ben st in making the test, but he might
not be accurate, and parties bidding

hereafter would not be satisfied. I be-
lieve a week or ten days' running test
would be far more satisfactory.

T> obviate any suspicion of unfair
tests I believe it would be just to the
citizens and the employes of the Water
Works plant that some competent ex-
pert be employed who has no one to
favor, and who would not be partial
to any kind of coal. The services of
an expert can be secured for from $50

to $100 to make these tests. The city

will save considerable money by se-
lecting the right kind of coal, and there

would be great satisfaction in knowing

that the selection was fair and hon-
est. i

I believe the Chief Engineer of the
Water Works would be glad to have
this test made by some person not con-
DSeted with the department. Respect-
fully submitted.
