A JAPANESE NEW YEAR.

Three thousand miles aw ay from the!
Moqui, across the great Pacific Ocean, |
another primitive people, the Ainos of
Japan, are celebrating another exceed- |
ingly curious New Year's custom, to-
tally different in most of its features,
yet probably its origin, might be
traced to natural causes.

For a thousand known years the
Ainos have stood still in their civiliza-
tion, following all their primitive cus-
toms and ceremonies generation after
generation and century after century,
practically without change. New Year
with them is the day of their greatest
feasting and merry-making, consisting

It is said that the bear for this feast
is raised from a cub, suckled by an
Aino woman, who becomes its foster
mother, and in her heart feels toward
it all the tenderness and love that she
would for her own offspring. As the
end of the year draws nigh her cruel
and hairy grandfather, with unfeigned
hel nurture and fatten the feast
bear for the coming celebration with
carefully prepared foods.

Alas, it is a fearful day for the foster
mother when her entire family drag
her bear son from her arms to the
scene of sacrifice! She tears her hair
and weeps and wails, while the grand-
