
BARBER JONES WAS KILLED.

WAS IT AN ACCIDENT, OR WAS

IT A MURDER?

Del Gomez Says the Pistol Went

Off While She Was Struggling

With Him.

Edward C. Jones, the well-known
barber of 529 X street, was shot and

killed yesterday, but in what way is

not clearly known.
About 5 o'clock yesterday afternoon

a woman, named Del Gomez made her

appearance at the police station and
stated that there had been a shooting

on J street, between Fourth and Fifth

streets, and that E. C. Jones was shot.

The patrol wagon was sent up and

Jones was found unconscious on the

floor of a room at No. 410, where he

and, the woman had been keeping house,

and was removed to the Receiving Hos-

pital. City Physician Nichols was

called and did all he could for him,

but he never regained consciousness.
and died about 7 o'clock. A bullet had

entered his left temple, just back of

the eye, and passed back Into the head.

Officers Maley and McManus arrested

the woman, who was alone with Jones

when the fatal shot was fired, and

locked her up in the City Jail. She

stated that the shooting was accidental.
J one* having drawn the pistol, and that

?he caught his hand to prevent him

from shooting her, and in the scuffle
II went off.

On the person of the wounded man ;
wera found two nickels, a pocketknife, :
some <keys and a razor with two nicks

in th* blade.
Jones and the woman have been liv- j

ing together over a year and have fre- j
quently had trouble, as he was of a

very jealous disposition and often ac-

cused her of going with other men.
More than a year ago she managed to

gend a note to Chief Drew, saying that

he had locked her up in her room and

would not let her out, and the Chief

sent an officer and liberated her. Other

parties say that he has frequently beat-

en her.
HER STORY.

At first she utterly refused to say

anything tJo the reporters, but later sig-

nified her willingness to tell her story

to a "Record-Union" reporter, and did

so as follows:
"We have had a number of quarrels

lately and he has frequently beaten

me, and blacked my eyes and choked

rwe. I have been steadily at work, as

< >tlieer Douglas and other officers know,

and he had all the money I earned. I

gave him as high as $90 at one time.
He was awfully jealous, however, and

accused me of going with other men,

which I did not do. He was very quick

and violent tempered, and T often had

to reason with him to calm him.
"He has beaten me nearly every' day

for several weeks, and last week I told

him. that there was no use of our trying

to stay together, as I was tired of his
abuse and would go home to my folks.

He replied, 'If you leave me you will
go to the Morgue.' He carried a razor
and drove me out of the house with it

one night and kept me out nearly all
night. I wanted him to give me money

to go home with, but he refused. I

went to my landlady and asked her if

she would let me have $15 on my watch,
and she said she would, in order to

help me to get away from him. The
next morning I told him she would let

me have the money on the watch, and
when he got up from the table he hid
my watch and then laughed at me be-
cause Icould not get away.

"Many times when he has blacked
my eyes I have laid it to something

else, and tried to screen him. The
people where I worked told me I must
have lots of fights, my eyes were so

often blacked. Look at this eye now
and this lip; sec how it is cut. He did
that this afternoon. He told me this
morning that he was going out to the
ball game, and I told him if he did
that I should go out to see a female
friend. I asked him what time he

wanted supper, and he said about 5
o'clock. I went and spent the after-
noon with her, and w hen I came home
I found the door locked on the inside.
Then I knew he had got home first,

and was angry because he had not

found me there.
"I got a chair and looked in over

the transom and called him several
times, but he would not answer. Then

I got through far enough to reach the

key and unlock the door, and then got

in. I saw that he was mad. and I com-

menced getting supper without taking

off""ny things. He commenced to abuse
meTand called me anything he could
think of, and accused me of having

been out with another man.

"Isaid Ed., there is no use of keep-

ing this up. I will leave you and
send for my things to-morrow.' He
said, 'You won't leave me alive,', and
he took the chicken out of my hand and
threw it on the floor. I picked it up

again and put it on the table. While
I was doing it he went into the bed-
room, and as he came out he put his
hand to his hip and pulled out tha
pistol and pointed it towards me. I
said, 'Good God! Ed: don't shoot me!'
and took hold of his wrist to try' and
keep him from doing so. I tried to get

the pistol away from him, for I am

pretty strong, and in the struggle it

went off in some way and he fell. I

think he must have pulled it off in
trying to shoot me. I had no idea of

shooting him, and did not do it. Then
I vent to the Police Station and told
them about it. That is all I can say,
and it is the truth.

"I hear they are saying that I have

killed two or three men before. I did
kill a man in Stockton about five
years ago, and I did not deny it. I was

tried for it about four months after-
ward and acquitted, as I showed it
was done in self-defense. But this is

different. I did not shoot Ed. He shit
himself in the scuffle in some way. If
I had done it I would rfot deny it."

HER LANDLADY'S STORY.
The woman who keeps the lodging

hous* 3 up stairs, from where Jones and

Del were keeping house, says that she

has only been acquainted with the lat-

ter for a couple of weeks, having been
asked to help her when she was sick.
About a week ago she heard hjr

screaming, and heard Jones go out.

and as he did so heard Mrs. Jones beg

him not to leave her, as she was in

great pain. She went down, and was

told by the woman that she was in a
delicate condition, and that Jones had
kicked her. A physician was called,

and she did not tell him of the kicking,

but he told her that she had hurt her-

self badly by straining or lifting some-
thing heavy, and it was doubtful if the
would be able to pull through.

"He has beaten her every night for
the last two weeks," said the landlady.

"She showed me the marks of his fin-
gers on her throat, and where he had

cut her hip, and told me that she whs

going to leave him. One night there
was so much noise that I pounded on

the floor, and they stopped. She askeci
me next day what I pouneled for, and
I told her I did not want my lodgers

disturbed. She told me she was glad

I did. for he stopped choking her.
"I was asleep, and elid not hear the

shot this afternoon, but she came to
my room and told me Mr. Jones was
shot, and asked me what she had bet-
ter do. I advised her to go straight to
the Police Station and tell them about
it, and she did so. That is all Iknow
about it. I saw very little of them, as
they were disconnected with this part
of the house."

Officer Douglas says that he has
known the woman about two year.-,

and that she has been at work steadily.

She and Jones are the ones on account
of whom Jeff Mays was brought before
the Inited States Court not long ago
on a charge of using the mails for ob-
scene purposes. She stated last night

that her mother was a colored woman,
and that she had negro blood in her
veins.

"I hear they say I am a sister of
Annie Boyd," said she, "but it is not so.
T never saw her In my life, and do not
know her."

THE CHINATOWN KILLING.

Officers Secure Additional Testi-
mony Against Quong Sing.

Captain of Police Fisher and Officer
Pennish are still Working on the Ming

Gow murder case, and are piling up
evidence aginst Quong Sing, who was
arrested en the night of the murder on
suspicion of having fired the fatal shot.

The officeis yesterday located a white
witness, who will, they claim, swear
that he saw Quong: Sing run down the
street a few moments after the shoot-
ing and dart into an alley, and that he
had a revolver in his hand a.t the time.

Chinatown was remarkably quiet yes-
terday, and the close watch being kept
on the tongs by the police will prob-
ably prevent an outbreak for some time.
A number of the officers who are well
acquainted with the crafty nature of
the Chinese believe that no action will
be taken by any of the gangs of high-
binders until the police shall have been
led to believe that no further trouble
will take place, and then another man
or two will be killed.

Chin Ah Gow, the other Chinaman
arrested on suspicion of having been in-
strumental in the killing, will probably
be discharged in a few days unless the
officers in the meantime gather evi-
dence to warrant holding him to an-
swer.
