BORDER BANDITS.

The Black Jack Gang Add Another

Crime to Their Record.
SILVER CITY (N. M.), Aug. 19.?The

Black Jack gang of border bandits
made an addition to their record of

crime in this section to-day. Early

this morning they rode up to the ranch
of "Shorty" Miller, on Mule Creek,

about sixty miles west of here, and call-
ing him to the door, shot him, inflict-
ing a wound which will likely prove a

fatal one. A posse of cattlemen was

at once organized to follow them, and
unexpectedly came upon the bandits
on Dry Creek, about twenty miles dis-

tant from the Miller ranch. A fight

ensu°d, in which Edward Moss was

killed and Elgin Holt is reported miss-
ing. Officers are in pursuit. Complete
details will not be obtained until to-

morrow.

A Tramp Lynched.
CHICAGO, Aue. 19.?An unknown

tramp was lynched by a crowd of in-

furiated farmers this afternoon near
Manheim, a small village west of here.
The tramp assaulted a woman and beat

her in a terrible manner. He then fled,

but farmers attracted by the woman's
cries, were soon in pursuit and captured
the tramp after a short chase. He was
immediately strung up to the nearest

tree.

Congress of Medicine.
MOSCOW, Aue. 19.? The Interna-

tional Congress of Medicine was opened

here to-day by Grand Duke Sergius,

Minister of Public In-
struction, delivered the address of wel-
come, which was snoken in Latin.

Sullivan Island Battery.

CHARLESTON (S. C). Aug. 19.?Four
of the 12-inch mortars in the new mor-
tar battery on Sullivan's Island were
fired to-day with service charges, to

test the accuracy and stability of their
mounting. The guns were fired one
at a time, and finally in a volley. The
test was successful.

LIGHTNING DOES
MUCH DAMAGE.

A House Near Bradley Wrecked and
Two Laborers Injured.

The Storm Was Succeeded by the Most
Intense Heat.

The Vicinity of Grass Valley Also

Visited by an Electric Storm,

the Lightning Playing Havoc

Among the Trees, and a Portion

of the Country Set On Fire.

BRADLEY (Cal.), Aug. 19.?The elec-
trical storm yesterday played havoc
in this locality, and was unusually se-
vere in the mountains, felling much
valuable timber. The house of E. T.
Harris was wrecked by lightning, and
two field laborers were struck, sus-
taining injuries. Succeeding the storm
the heat to-day was intense, the ther-
mometer registering 113 degrees.

GRASS VALLEY,Aug. 19.?This sec-
tion was visited by an electrical storm
this .morning, the lightning playing

havoc among the trees on the Colfax
road, and it is reported thaj a consid-
erable lortion of the country was set
on tire. A small shower of rain fell
on Wednesday evening and again this
morning. The heat during the day

lms been intense.

UTICA MINE FIRE.

Flames Still Burning On the Eight
Hundred-Foot Level.

ANGELS CAMP, Aug. 19.?The fire
still burns in the SOO-foot level of the
Stickle Mine, which is the south ex-
tension of the Utica and is owned and
worked by the Utica Company.
It was decided to open the buJkheaded

Stickle shaft at 3 o'clock this afternoon
to ascertain whether the fire had been
quenched, and to make it safe to inves-
tigate, water was turned into the shaft
to drive out the gas. No gas was no-
ticed coming up and there was no
smoke. After running water down
about half an hour, a dog was let down
in the skip to the 500-foot level and
kept there fifteen minutes, to see if
there was dangerous gas in the shaft
at that depth. The dog came up in
good condition. Superintendent Tom
Lane anel Underground Foreman
William Miller were lowered to the SOO-
foot level, where the drift comes in
which is afire. They could not go into
the drift, owing to the great heat.
It was decided to make an attempt to

fight the fire with a stream of water,
which is to be let down through the air-
compressor pipe. It is thought that
this plan for fighting the fire can be
made ready by midnight, and then men
will go down and turn monitor streams
into the burning drift.

Since the mine was opened this aft-
ernoon it is noticed that the fire is gain-
ing headway, owing to the draft which
has been started, but the plan of turn-
ing streams into the drift will be fol-

lowed.

SIERRA ROAD.

The Present Terminus Will he at
Jamestown.

JAMESTOWN, Aug. I!).?T. S. Bul-
lock, President of the Sierra Construc-
tion Company, which is building the
Sierra Road, is in Jamestown this even-
ing, and gives the Associated Press
correspondent permission to announce
his acceptance of the offer of the people

of this town of a subsidy for making

the present terminus of the road at
Jamestown.

The resident of Stent made a rather
liberal offer of money and land, and
hoped that the road would be built to
that town. The Jamestown people rais-
ed about $4,000 for the depot site here.
The clinching argument in favor of
Jamestown was made by Captain W.
A. Nevills, who went to San Francisco,

and on behalf of himself and those in-

terested in the Rawhide and other
mines with him, offered to take $50,000

of the binds of the railroad company.

The announcement that the offer has
been accepted causes much rejoicing

here. Mr. Bullock says that the trains
will be running into Jamestown within
six weeks.

TRAGEDY AT LOS ANGELES.

A Blacksmith Murders His Infant
and Commits Suicide.

LOS ANGELES. Aug. 19 ?Henry
Smiley, a blacksmith, aged 30 years,
murdered his infant child to-night

and then committed suicide by taking
strychnine and cutting his throat with
a razor.

It is said that Smiley was tempora-
rily insane through brooding over busi-
ntss reverses and domestic ruptures.

At an early hour this evening Mrs.
Smiley was alarmed by the screams of
the infant in an adjoining room, and
rushed in, to find the child black in
the face and unconscious. Smiley was
landing over the child, and said it had
been attacked with a spasm. A physi-

cian was summoned, and it was then
learned that the strychnine had been
forced down the baby's throat, aftei

|which it had been beaten and choked.
While the child was receiving atten-

Stion Smiley went up stairs, took the
remainder of the poison, and cut his
throat. He died in an hour. The child
died five hours later.

DAN DUTCHER

Says That Schofield's Ghost Stays
With Him.

SAN JOSB, Aug. 19.?The Grand
Jury took up the Sehofield case this
morning, and all witnesses who could
be reached were summoned to appear

before that body this afternoon. The
Grand Jury proposes to institute a rigid

search for the truth. Dan Dutcher was
brought from Madrone Jail this morn-
ing, and is now confined in the County

Jail here, to his intense delight. He
stands in mortal terror of his lone cell,

and stated this morning that all last
night while in his cell Schofield's ghost

was with him.

A SAILOR'S NARROW ESCAPE.

Knocked From a Schooner and
Badly Injured.

SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 19?Early
this morning, while the schooner Chris-
tiana Steffens. inward bound from the
north, with a cargo of lumber, was
passing Point Bonita in a dense fog,

another vessel was suddenly sighted

bearing- down upon her. The schooner
was immediately put about and the
danger averted, but meantime the fore
boom in swinging around struck A.
Nordling, a Swede, and knocked him
overboard. The blow broke his right
arm, and almost scalped him, but be-
ing a good swimmer, he managed to
keep aflcat until picked up by a boat
from the schooner, three-quarters of an
hour after the accident occurred. It
required seventeen stitches to close the
wound on his scalp at the Water Front
Receiving Hospital.

Hon. Binger Hermann.
SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 19.?Binger

Hermann, formerly a member of Con-
gress from Oregon, and now Commis-
sioner General of the United States
Land Office, arrived here to-day for the
purpose of conferring with Professor
Hilgard and other members of the State
Forestry Commission, upon the sub-
ject of the recent action of Congress in
setting apart some forty millions of
acres of land as forest reserves, of
which about six millions of acres are
located in this State.

Another Klondike.
CAMBRIA (Cal.), Aug. 19.?An al-

leged Klondike has been unearthed
twenty-five miles distant In wha/t is
known as the Salmon Creek country.

A tramp going through that section be-
came lost, and while tearing away
some underbrush uncovered placer

rock, and washing it out he got a small
vial of dust and nuggets. He re-
ported the find at San Simon, and this
place is producing considerable excite-
ment, and parties are now on the way
to the scene of the reported discovery.

Rogers was permitted to enjoy only
a few hours of wedded bliss, his wife
leaving him shortly after the marriage
ceremony was performed, and he
charges that Mrs. Lewis "maliciously
enticed ber away, and has since har-
bored his wife and prevented her from
returning to him."

Damage by a Windstorm.
SAN DIEGO, Aug. 19.?Meager re-

ports are coming in from the back
country to-night telling of damage done
by a desert wind that blew at the rate
of forty miles an hour to-night. Julian
apple orchards are said to have suf-
fered severely. The crop was esti-
mated at 100,000 boxes. To-night's re-
ports are that a large part, perhaps
one-half, is ruined.

Will Send No Fresh Fruits.
SAN FRANCISCO, Aug. 19.? J. A.

Tilden, Secretary of the State Board
of Trade, announced to-day that It had
been decided not to make an exhibit
of California fresh deciduous fruits at
the Hamburg International Horticul-
tural Exposition. This action was
found necessary on account of the lack
of cold storage accommodations on the
fast steamers of the Hamburg line.

New Railway Incorporated.
PHOENIX (Ariz.), Aug. 19?Articles

of incorporation of the Los Angeles and
Pasadena Railroad Company were field
here to-day.

$30,000.

Destructive Forest Fire.

great destruction of property. It is
understood that the houses and build-
ings on the Crabtree ranch have been
swept away by the flames, but without
loss of life.

UNITED STATES AND FRANCE.

A Reciprocity Treaty May Soon be
Negotiated.

WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.?Secretary
Sherman has acknowledged the recent
overture of the French Government,
through Embassador Patenotre, for ne-
gotiating a reciprocity treaty between
the United States anu France under
the reciprocity clause of the new tariff
law, and the Secretary adds an assur-
ance that he hopes to take up this Im-
portant subject at an early day. It
will be the first effort toward practical
application of the reciprocity clause of
the new law, and to some extent it will
shape the futuro action of the Govern-
ment on the treaties to be negotiated.

It has developed that the reciprocity

clause will not permit an offer to
France of mucn reduction of duties.
The data prepared in this connection
show imports from France for the year
1895-6 amounting to i'bT.OOO.OOO. it is
estimated that the duties under the
new tariff law on imports of this
amount would be !?02,400,000, or 48.35
per cent, of the value of the goods. If,
however, the reciprocity clause ls
granted to France, the duties on French
imports is estimated at (31,500,000, or
47 per cent, of the value of the goods.

Thus the reciprocity clause would re-
duce the French duties less than !,!,-
--000,000 on a year's imports.

As against this, it is shown that on
the imports of the United States to
Fiance, amounting to $02,800,000, the
duties would be $14,000,000, or 22.88
per cent, of the value of the American
goods sent to France.

Embassador Patenotre's proposition
contemplates that the French minimum
rates established five years ago shall
be continued, if the United States
grants reductions under the reciprocity
clause of the new law. Otherwise the
French Government is likely to restore
her maximum rates against meats,
fruits, dried fruits, woods, wood blocks
for paving, staves, hops, prepared pears
and apples, and possibly petroleum.

Three Men On Trial, Charged
With Homicide.

PARTS. Aug. 19.?Baron Macau, one

matograph establishment in the bazar
when the fire broke out, were placed on
trial here to-day charged with homi-
cide through their imprudence upon
that occasion. The Baron was not the
only one of the chief promoters of the
fair, but he presented the inflammable
properties representing Old Paris for
the use of the fair, and also gave the
use of the ground upon which it was
erected. The Baroness Macau was a
victim of the conflagration.

The Judge who examined Baron Ma-
cau to-day praised his honorable char-
acter, but reproached him for lack of
precaution. The trial will last three
days.

ANNEXATION OF HAWAII.

Secretary Sherman Replies to Ja-
pan's East Note.

"WASHINGTON, Aug. 19.?Secretary
Sherman has submitted to the Japanese

Government an answer to Japan's last
note relating to the annexation of Ha-
waii to the United States. The answer
was delivered to Mr. Hoshi, the Japan-
ese Minister, last Saturday. It is in
reply to Japan's note of July 10th, which
up to that time had not been acknow-
ledged.

Mr. Sherman's answer is marked by

its friendly expressions toward Japan,

which gives especial satisfaction in view
of the somewhat strained relations ex-
isting in the previous correspondence.

Two features are brousrht out by the
answer: Itreiterates the position here-
tofore taken by the Secretary of State
as to the right and propriety of annex-
ing Hawaii to the United States. With
this, however, is coupled an assurance
that the interests of Japan in Hawaii
will be fully safeguarded. It also ex-
presses satisfaction at the plan of ar-
bitration between Jaoan and Hawaii
on the question ofJapanese immigration
to Hawaii.
| The answer is largely an elaboration

of Mr. Sherman's former letter, and the
policies expressed in no way differ from

that previously laid down by him.

Minister Hoshi has cabled the sub-
stance of the answer to the Tokio Gov-
ernment, and the full text of the answer
has been forwarded. It will not reach
Japan until September 17th, and no
action may be taken until the text is
before the Japanese Foreign Office. The
Japanese Legation is reticent over the
dispatch, although there is no effort to
conceal satisfaction felt over the friend-
ly spirit displayed through Mr. Sher-
man's answer. The attention of the
Tokio Government has been particularly
directed toward these expressions of
good will.

"CALIFORNIA GEORGE.

It Was He Who Committed Suicide
in Central Park Tuesday Night.
NEW YORK, Aug 19? The corpse of

the man who on Tuesday night fired a
bullet through his head while in Cen-
tral Park in this city has been identified
as that of George Weyman, better I
known throughout the United States as
"California George." He was a notori-
ous character, having been twice tried
for murder, and during the rebellion he
fired the Confederate ram Louisiana to
prevent her being captured by Admiral
Farragut. Wevman for years was a
professional gambler in this city. On
account of his bloody record, the old
type of gamblers tolerated "California
George." but among the younger sports
he had few friends.

Two Hundred Massacred.
LONDON, Aug. 19?A dispatch to

the "Daily News" from Tabreeze, Cap-

ital of the province of Azerbaijan, Per-
sia, says that yesterday the Kurd 3
raided the district of Salmas on the
Turko-Persian frontier. Th.;y sacked
and destroyed two Armenian villages,

and massacred 200 Persians, Christians
and Mussulmans indiscriminately. The
Persian Government has decided to
send more troops to the scene of the
invasion.

Coal Famine.
WHEELING (W7. Va). Aug. 19.?The

big steel manufacturing plant of the
Riverside Works, in the lower Dart of
this city, was shut down to-night on ac-
count of inability to secure coal. Other
manufacturing establishments are in
straits for coal, and unless there is a
change in the situation, it is likely sev-
eral thousand men in this district will
be thrown out of employment.

Bishop Nichols.
NEW YORK, Aug. 19.?Among the

passengers on the steamer Servia, which
arrived here to-day, was Bishop Wm.
Ford Nichols of California The Bishop,
who was accompanied by his wife, said
that he would spend the next two weeks
lin the East, returning to San Francisco
[in November.

DYNAMITE MAGAZINE

Struck by Lightning and Build-
ings Completely Destroyed.

BUFFALO (N. V.), Aug-, lb? What
was at first thought to be an earth-
quake, felt at a score of places along
the lake this morning, turns out to have
been the blowing up of a powder and
dynamite magazine at Port Colborne,
Ont., about eighteen miles from here.

About 5:30 this morning lightning
struck the magazine of John Reed, lo-
cated half a mile west of the place.
It was a small frame and stone struct-
ure, the foundation of which was in
bedrock, and in which there was stored 1
a quantity of gunpowder and dyna-

mite.
The shock shattered windows in all

the houses of Port Colborne, woke all
the residents of the town, and heaveci
up the waters of the well and canal.
The only person near bywas the watch-
man employed in a lime kiln and glass
factory close by. He escaped unin-
juerd.

There is nothing left to show where
the lightning struck.

at noon to-day at the yards of the Co-
lumbian Iron Works in the presence of
a large crowd of interested spectators.

Miss Myriam Lake, daughter of the in-
ventor, Simon Lake of Baltimore,
cliristened the stranae craft.

A Murderer Captured.

sus, the half-breed who killed Billy
Mace several weeks ago near Weldon,
