
RENOVATED ART GALLERY.

SOME REMARKABLY FINE EF-
FECTS SECURED.

Cleaning the Pictures and Frames

and Repoiishing the
Wood Work.

The renovation at the city Art Gal-
lery is approaching completion, that is,
\u25a0o much of it as the financial ability of
the city may at present warrant being
dune. Probably the interior renovation
now contemplated will have been com-
pleted by Wednesday next, after which
a pause in preservative work will have
to be made until next spring, probably,
though the absolute necessity for new
?teps or approaches is such, that it
\u25a0eems impossible to postpone the work.

It is not thought possible by many who
have examined them, for the present
?teps and landings to last through the
winter.

The work so far as has been accom-
plished has all been done under the per-
sonal and constant supervision and di-

rection of Custodian Jackson, the artist,

and thereby v great saving has been ef-
fected, as it was not of a nature capable
of being let by contract, on specifica-
tions, but was a task in which the skill
and eye of the artist and the expert was
c onstantly reeded. In the treatment of
the pictures and the frames Mr. Jaek-

?on put In his personal labor and ap-

plied his own skill. The result has been

that a marvelous change for the better
has been effected, and the gallery is now
looking as if new throughout.

Of the 700 pictures that hang over GOO
have already been treated and cleaned,

and the result is a revelation. For
twenty-six years no work of importance
has been done upon them. The breaths
of nearly two hundred thousand visitors,

the humidity of the atmosphere, the nat-
ural contact of hot air from furnaces,

the adhesion of dust not removable in
daily brushing?all these and other nat-

ural influences had coated the pictures
to an extent that renderefl the major

portion of them cloudy to a degree that
was hardly realized by even the Custo-
dian himself until the task of cleaning

began.
The result of that operation has been

wonderful. The paintings in many eases
appear as if new; brightness, sharpness

and clearness, depth, strength of color,

have been brought out wonderfully. In
one ease Mr. Jackson has half finished
one very large and valuable painting,
having the upper half uncleansed that

officials and others may for a few days

see what a transformation good, well-
directed work and intelligent treatment

Will do with fine paintings without the

aid of harmful varnishes and similar de-

vices often employed by the unscrupul-

ous to give a seeming of treatment to
paintings with a view to preservation.

The upper or untreated half of this
picture, even the unskilled eye can see is

too much subdued in tone, is misty,
lacking in clearness and distinctness
and the colors are lifeless. The lower
half on which the process of treatment
has been completed, is in marked con-
trast by reason of its strong tone, clear-
ness, sharpness, depth and life. The
picture will be left in this state for a few
days to show the uneconomic policy

of allowing a valuable gallery to go so
long without renovating. A building

so much used as is this free gallery

should be renovated at least once in
three years and at least as often many
of the pictures should be cleansed.

A few of thr> more valuable
paintings as well as some lesser ones
have been revarnished lightly and skill-
fully. The Custi dian is much opposed
to the use of varnish treatment, and ap-
plies it only where absolutely necessary.
Seme, in which the pigment* suffered
damage and th.- canvas had been

harmed through the unhappy neglect of
two years ago, when the storms beat in,

have been repaired and completely re-
stored. Wherever possible broken
moldings have been repaired and every

frame of the entire 700 has been washed
in clear water, and in several instances
extensively relaid with gold.

In the south, east and west galleries

the walls have been completely gone
over in neutral tint, all rain marks and
signs of damage removed, and new rich
color laid on in water, effecting a de-

sirable change. The old-time water
streaks, blotches of stain, broken
plaster, exposed lathing and the like

have all disappeared, and clean, bright

wall surfaces appear. Except in the art
schoolroom every inch of the polished

\u25a0wood work has been gone over, cleansed
of all accumulation and repolished. That
is the splendid old polish dimmed by

age and humidity, has been skillfully

brought up by expert polishers and the

effect is to make the gallery wood work

as good in its finish as the day it was

originally completed.
A quarter of a century of use. scrub-

bing and brushing had stripped tht- beau-
tiful oaken risers and steps to the upper

gallery of every particle of surface fin-
ish and the rich grain was no longer

visible. All this work has been rubbed
down and given two heavy coats of the
best varnish, and the grain brought out
in all its original beauty. Every panel,
rail, door and bit of polished work
throughout has been repoli9hed save the
doors and moldings of the cloakroom,
which must wait until next year,
though it is a great pity that the work
cannot be wholly completed now.

The beautiful Grecian pillars in the
art room have been re-tinted in pate

blue lines, but the heavy bases of wal-
nut cannot now be touched. The win-
dow frames which a quarter of a cen-
tury of exposure to natural wear and
tear had put into a very bad condition
it was feared would have to be skipped
this time. The paint on them had
all peeled off or scrolled up, the stops
were shrunken and the frames became
rough and unsightly and the bare wood
exposed. All repairs called for by this

condition of the windows have been
made by close economy. Some of the
windows had to be gone over as many
as five times to restore the surface
finish so badly had the wear of time
treated the wood. In the office the
walls have been completely repaired
and retinted and a wainscott of lin-
crusta walton laid on and varnished.
The effect is a very happy one, and
visitors will now find the office wait-
ing room a most inviting one, and in
keeping with the character of the
whole structure. Every piece of metal
work has been repolished throughout,

after thorough cleansing, and all the
cliandeliers touched up where nec-
essary, and the marble statuary has
been thoroughly treated to remove all
finger marks. Some device will now
be adopted to prevent it being damaged
again by handling.

The 166 electric lamps have been
cleaned and the seventy-five quadruple
reflectors given a new surface, while
the floating gallery bearing them has
been cleared of the accumulation of
years of dust and dirt from the loft,
and all the supporting kams have
been restored to their original color.

The sunlight screens have been cleaned
and a new one, fifty feet in length
placed in the south gallery, effectually
shielding the paintings from rays of
the sun on that side. The unsightly-

old gas pipe pendants in the main gal-
lery have been removed and the pipe

heads and stops colored to match the
ceiling.

On the lower floor only a little is be-
ing done at present. The woodwork is
not to be touched now though needing
it, but the old rostrum drapery is all
torn out, and a new treatment of the
rostrum has been adopted. The ros-
trum drapery and screens were put in
originally eleven years ago without
cost to the city. The hangings had
faded, became unsightly, and the car-
pet covering the stage had gone to
pieces completely. The new rostrum
will include the old platform, but all
drapery Is abandoned. Instead, there
will be three screens at the rear In in-
grain paper, with a floating screen to
exclude from the view from the audi-
torium the rear door to the furnace
room. Overhead there will be a large
panel of ingrain paper with border.
The exposed gas pipes have been torn
out and a single drop will furnish light
for the stage, which wZQ have its steps
and risers laid in maroon stain, var-
nished, while the stage itself will be
covered by a large rug in keeping with
the finish of the room. It will then
be in better state for use by public as-
semblies than ever before.

The gallery will be reopened ?n a few
days, and when it is visited by our
people they will realize how great has
been the change effected by the ap-
plication of clear water, elbow grease
polish and varnish and how much has
been done for a small sum. But this
is not saying that there has been any
neglect to apply water and labor at all
times in the past. In fact the testimony
of the polishers and expert workers
now in the gallery fs that it is sur-
prising that the interior could have
been kept in such good condition so
long as it has been, without repolish-
ing, restaining and general repairs.

What is now needed is a flight of stone
steps for which there fs a good foun-
dation already laid. Ifthe ramshackle
old wooden flight that has done ser-
vice for more than a quarter of a cen-
tury, and was built, say the original
builders, with the idea of being re-
placed in a very few years, do not col-
lapse before the winter is over it will
be a happy escape.
