
HARD ON THE BOSSES.

The New Primary Election Law Knocks
Out Repeaters.

ALaw That All Good Citi-
zens Should Read.

An Elaborate and Rigid Regula-
tion of Primaries.

The Honest Voter Can Now Have a
Voice in Public Affairs.

The "Record-Union" presents here-
with the new Primary Election law. It
is given very nearly in full. The only

elimination has been of words used in
legal phraseology which are not essen-
tial for the general reading of the Act:

Section 1. All primary elections for

the nomination, or for the election of
delegates to a convention for the pur-
pose of making such nominations, shall
be held under the provisions of this
Act.

WHERE HELD.
Section 2. In years when electors of

President and Vice-President are to be
voted for, a convention to select dele-
gates to a national convention shall be
composed of delegates selected at a
general primary election to be on the
last Tuesday of March in such year. A
general primary election for the election
of delegates to the State and district
conventions in the year 1898, to nomi-
nate candidates to be voted for at the
next general election, shall be held on

the second Tuesday in the month of

July in that year, and every four years
thereafter. The Electron Commission-
ers of each county, or city and county,
prescribes and designates a day, on
which a primary for delegates to a

local convention may be held, and said
boards have the power to prescribe that
separate primary elections shall be held
for the election of delegates to a coun-
ty, city, city and county, or other local
convention, and for the election of del-
egates to a city or various city conven-
tions for the nomination of city officers,
or may prescribe that both sets of dele-
gates shall be elected at the same pri-
mary election. The resolution must be
made by said board at least sixty days
prior to the day named for any elec-

tion and notice shall be published for
five successive days in one daily news-
paper of general circulation, published
In the cnuntv. or city and county.

GIVE NOTICE, GENTLEMEN.
Section 3. AH political organizations

desiring to hold a convention to nomi-
nate candidates to be voted for must
petition the boards of election commis-
sioners at least twenty days before pri-
mary election. The petition must set

forth:
Ffrst?The name of such political or-

ganization.
Second?That It Intends to hold a

convention ?designating the general
time and place?to nominate candidates
for offices to be voted for by the peo-
ple at the next election, and is desirous
of electing delegates to such convention
under the provisions of this Act, and
requesting the Election Commisisoners
to perform the services prescribed in
the Act. If such party is one which
by reason of its previous vote is en-
titled to hold a convention such peti-
tion must be authenticated by the sig-

nature of the Chairman and Secretary

or the committee of the party, which
committee shall have been selected at

the last cenvention of the party or
elected or appointed in the method re-
quired by law.

That is to say, if a primary election
is desired throughout the State for the
selection of delegates to a State con-
vention, the petition must be authenti-
cated by the Chairman and Secretary

of the State Committee; if for a dis-
trict convention, by the Chairman and
Secretary of the District Committee;
or, if there be no District Committee,
then by the State Committee; if for a
county, or city and county convention,
then by the County, or City and County
Committee, and so on, and verified by

the oath of such signers that the facts
therein stated are true. No political
party or organization can use the name
of another political party or organiza-

tion, or any name or designation so
similar to another party name that it
may deceive voters,

THE PERCENTAGE BUSINESS.
Section 4. Any political party which,

at the last election preceding, shall not

have polled at least 3 per cent, of the
entire vote cast in the political division
for which nominations are sought to be
made, may file not less than twenty

days prior to the time set for any pri-
mary a petition signed by at least 3 per
cent, of the voters at such last elec-
tion of the political division for which
nominations are to be made, which
need not all be on one paper, which pe-

tition shall set out all facts required
to be set forth in the application in
this Act provided for, and which shall
further set forth that the persons sign-
ing the same are members of such po-
litical organization, and intend to sup-
port candidates for election as dele-
gates to the convention for their re-
spective political organization, and
such petition must be verified in the
same manner as required for a certifi-
cate of nomination mentioned In sec-
tion eleven hundred and eighty-eight
j>f the Political Code.

GET YOUR CREDENTIALS.
Upon the filingof such petition the

Election Commissioners shall order its

clerk to issue to said organization a
certificate similar to that in this Act
provided to be issued, to existing politi-

cal parties, which certificates shall en-
title the petitioners to participate in
the said primary election, and shall en-
title them to all privileges and rights
secured to other political parties, both
at said primary and at the ensuing

election: that is to say, having com-
plied with all the requirements in this

Act provided, the petitioners shall be
recognized as a political party. Such
certificate shall be issued to all par-

ties petitioning, stating the name of the
party, the date of the primary, the
territory over which it will extend, and
be signed by the clerk of such board.
SELECTION BY LOT OF JUDGES.

ETC.
Section 5. During the month of Jan-

nary of each year in which a general

election is to be held, the Election Cora-

misioners of each county, or city and
county, shall select from the precinct
registers of the county, or city, or city

and county, the names of not less than
fifteen electors in each election pre-
cinct, such selection to be made from
each of the political parties then exist-
ing in as nearly an equal proportion
as practicable, and to write the name

of each person selected on a separate
piece of paper, and to fold said paper
so that the name cannot be seen with-
out unfolding the same; and when the
names are so written and folded, to put

all of the names so selected from each
separate election precinct in an en-
velope, then to close and securely seal
such envelope, and to write the name
and number of the precinct from which
selection was made on the outside, and
when the names so selected have been
so plited in separate envelopes, and
each sealed and numbered so as to
designate the precinct from which each
selection was made, then all of the
envelopes shall be placed in a box, and
such box shall be securely locked and
sealed and safely kept by said board
until required for use. The names so
selected shall be recorded in a book
by the clerk of the board, which book
must be kept open at all times to pub-

lic insj>ection.

THE DRAWING OF THE LOTS.
Section 0. Twenty days before hold-

ing oi any primary the Board of Elec-
tion Commissioners shall open the box
in tho presence of a majority of the
board, and in the presence of such of
the members of the various political
parties as may be present, and then
take from the box the envelopes, one
at a time, and as each envelope is
taken it is opened and the names, with-
out being unfolded, are placed in a
separate box; and, after being thor-
oughly shaken, the clerk of the board,
in the presence of the board, draws the
name of one person, who shall be the
inspector of the primary in such pre-
cinct; the clerk then draws the names
of two persons, who shall be the judges
of such primary, and the clerk then
draws the names of two other per-
sons, who shall be the clerks of such
primary; provided, if the two persons
whose names are drawn for judges shall
both belong to one political party, the
clerk lays aside the last name drawn
for a judge, and draws other names
until only one of the judges so selected
belongs to the same political party;
and further provided, that if the two
persons whose names are drawn for
clerks shall both belong to one politi-
cal party, the clerk shall lay aside the
last name and draw other names until
only one of the clerks so selected be-
longs to the same political party. The
same course is pursued in each pre-
cinct until the election officers are se-
lected.

FILLING THE GAPS.
Should all the names be drawn from

said box and not a sulficient number of
election officers be selected in accord-
ance with the rules hereinbefore pro-
vided, the board must select and de-
posit more names and continue to draw
until all the election officers are se-
lected; provided, that such subsequent
selection shall be made from the elect-
ors of the precinct in the same man-
ner as those first selected. If any per-
son whose name should be drawn as an
officer to serve at any primary election
should have died, or at the time his
name is so drawn should have actually
changed his residence, or should be ab-
sent from the State, the clerk shall lay

aside his name and draw the name of
another person in his place. If any
person whose name shall be drawn
should have been drawn as a precinct
election officer for any other primary
election held in the same year, he shall
on demand, made within five days after
receiving notice of his selection as an
officer, be entitled to be excused from
further service for such year, and an-
other name shall be drawn, subject to
the above provisions.

A CASE OF DOUBLING UP.
If a precinct should include more

than one election precinct as the same
existed at the last election, then the
names of persons for officers to serve
at such primary election precinct shall
be drawn as above provided, except
that the clerk shall at the same time

plac Q in the box provided for, the names
selected as before provided, and if only
a portion of an election precinct is so
included in a primary election precinct,
then he shall plaoe in the box, in this
section provided for, such a proportion
of the names selected, as hereinbefore
provided, for such election precinct, as
the portion of the election precinct in»
eluded within the limits of the primary
election precinct bears to the whole
election precinct, and shall then draw
the precinct primary election officers
therefrom. The Election Commission-
ers, after the final selection of officers
for each primary election precinct, re-
turn the names of said electors to their
envelopes, and keep them until reepuired

for S' me other primary.

YOU MUST SERVE OR BE PUN-
ISHED.

Section 7. It shall be the duty of the
clerk of the board of Election Commis-
sioners to publish for two successive
publicrations, fifteen days prior to the
date of any primary, a general state-
ment informing voters of the holding
of such primary, the names of the po-
litical parties participating, and the
officers for which nominations are to
be made at ensuing conventions, the
names of the persons selected as pre-
cinct and election officers, with the
names of the precincts in which they
are io serve, and the location of the
polling places. He shall also send a
communication to each person so
chosen as an officer of such primary,
through the mail, by registered letter,
postpaid, to his postofflee address, in-
forming him of his selection, and of
the orecinct. and the capacity in which
he is to serve. The County Clerk, act-
ing as the Secretary of the Board of
Election Commissioners shall, at the
time he mails the notification of fhe
appointment, also inclose a form of
oath to the election officer, and also a
copy of section eight of this Act. with
the direction that the person receiving

said r< tit ration of appointment may
take the oath before any officer or no-
tary public and immediately return by
registered mail such acknowledgment
to the County Clerk or Secretary of
the Board of Election Cmmissioners.
The person so appointed must go be-
fore any person authorized to admin-
ister oaths and take the oath of office,
and mail the same to the County Clerk
or Secretary of the Board of Com-

THE PENALTY FOR REFUSAL.
Section 8. Every- person chosen to act

as election officer at such primary,
must perform the services required of
him, and any person so chosen who
shall, without having been excused
therefrom by the Board of Election
Commissioners for sickness of self or
family, or other good cause, fail or
refuse to act in the capacity for which
he is chosen, shall be deemed guilty of
a misdeameanor, and upon conviction
thereof, shall be punished by a fine of
not less than $25, and not more than

$200, or by imprisonment for not less

than five days nor more than twenty
days, or by both said fine and impris-

onment; and in case he is so excused,

the clerk, in the presence of the board,

shall select another person from said
box, subject to the same rules and
conditions as before.
WALK UP AND TAKE THE OATH.
It shall be the duty of each person so

chosen to appear at the polling places

in the precinct for which chosen be-
fore the time of opening the polls, and
there take the oath of office, as pre-
scribed in the general election law, and
perform the duties imposed upon him
by this Act, without any compensation
whatever. In case of the failure of
any election officer so selected to ap-
pear at the tfme the polls open, or with-

in ten minutes thereafter, the election
officers present must choose some res-
ident elector of the precinct to fill the
vacancy. All persons serving as offi-
cers of election at a primary are exempt

from juryduty for the term of one year
thereafter, and such person shall re-
ceive from the Board of Election Com-
missioners of the county, or city, or
city and county, in which such service
is rendered, a certificate setting forth
the fact of such service, and such cer-
tificate, on being presented to a court
shall be deemed sufficient to excuse.

CITY AND TOWN CONVENTIONS.
Section 0. Where a convention is de-

sired for the nomination of city or
town officers only, then the Board of

Election Commissioners shall have the
same duties and powers in regard to

the primary as they have where coun-
ty, or city and county officers are to
be nominated. When such city officers
are to be nominated, then the Board of
Ejection Commissioners shall recognize

the governing committees of political
parties or organizations of such cities
and petitions filed by voters residing

therein.
PRE-EMPTING PLACE ON THE

BALLOT.
Section 10. Within ten days after the

Election Commissioners have issued the

call for any primary the State, city,

county, or city and county central com-
mittee, or other governing authority of
any political party or organization de-
siring to secure a place otherwise than
by petition, for the nominees of such
party on the official ballots, shall pub-

lish a notice calling a convention or
conventions of the party represented by

said committee, stating the place where
and the time when, which must not be
less than seven days subsequent to the

! primary, such conventions will meet,

! the apportionment of delegates and the
jofficers for which nominations are to be
imade. Such notice shall be published
! five successive times in daily nevvspa-

Ipers of general circulation, as follows:
!For a State convention, in at least one
'daily newspaper published in San Fran-

cisco, one published in Sacramento, and
one published in Los Angeles; for a
district convention, in one newspaper

published in each county or portion of
a county included in the boundaries of
such district for which the convention
fs to be held, and if no newspaper be
published in the portion of any count y
included in any such district, then in
any newspaper in such county; for a
local convention, in one newspaper pub-

] lished in the county, city and eountv.
'or city where the primary election is to
ibe held.

FORMING PRECINCTS.
Section 11. The committees of any

Ipolitical party shall apportion the re-
( spective territory' over which they have

J jurisdiction into precincts or eomhina-
jtions of contiguous precincts not em-
braefng more than one Assembly dis-
jtrict, and may provide in its apportion-

ment or call for the election of two sets
of delegates, one of which shall be del-
egates to a county, or city and county

convention for the selection of dele-
gates to a State or district convention,
or both, and the other to a city, county,

or city and county convention for the
nomination of county, or city and coun-
ty, or other officers; may provide that
one set of delegates shall perform both
functions; may apportion their counties

into districts for the election direct of
delegates to a State or district conven-
tion, or both, and. provide for the num-
ber of delegates to be elected from each
precinct; may provide for a county or
other local convention, or by subdivis-
ion of a county, city and county, or
city, into as many parts, not smaller
than a precinct, as there are delegates,

to elect to a Congressional district
convention, railroad district convention,
equalization district convention, or Sen-
atorial or Assembly distrfet convention
embracing more than one county; may
provide that such delegates to a con-
vention shall be delegates to all such
other conventions, or to sut'h number
thereof as may be designated. When
a State or district convention, or both,
or all, shall have been called by the
State Central Committee, and the dele-
gates shall have been apportioned the
County Committee of such political
party shall apportion the number of
delegates allotted to each county, or
city and county, by the said State or
proper committee, among the different
precincts of said county, or city and
county, as it may see fit, subject, how-
ever, to the provisions of this Act.

ALAS! FOR THE PROXY BOYS.
Section 12. No person shall be al-

lowed to hold more than one proxy at
any convention to certify nominations
for office on an official ballot for elec-

tion.
THE BALLOT COUNTING.

Section 13. Ballots, other than those
provided according to the provisions
of this Act, shall not be counted at any
primary election, and no nominations
(except for Presidential Electors and
nominations for vacancies at special
elections) by any political convention,
shall be printed on any official ballot,
unless such convention is constituted
in accordance with the provisions of
this Act.

BALLOT BOXES.
Section 14. The Board of Election

Commissioners must furnish ballot
boxes for each precinct where such pri-
mary Is held, of the same general kind
and character required to be used at
the general election held in the year
eighteen hundred and ninety, and
there must be furnished as many sepa-
rate ballot boxes at each precinct as
there are parties or organizations en-
titled by law to participate in such pri-
mary. Each ballot box must have, in
distinct letters and wrords, upon the
front of such box, the name of the re-
spective political party or organiza-

tion for whose use it is intended. All
the ballot boxes must be placed in a
row, side by side, fronting so that the
front of each box shall be in the same
direction, and be where the voters can
easily approach such boxes and pre-
sent their ballots, and the said party

name on each box must be on the
front of each, so as to be easily seen
and distinguished by any voter within
six feet of such box.

VOTE BUT ONCE, BOYS, HERE-
AFTER.

Every person desiring to vote must
deposit one ballot only, upon which
must be the names of all delegates for
whom he desires to vote; and the Clerk
of the Board of Election Commissioners
must designate in the certificate which
is in this Act provided to be furnished

to political parties, the color or combi-
nation of colors of the paper upon
which the ballots are to be printed, and
there shall be so designated for each
political party a color or com-
bination of colors to be by

them used for the paper upon

which such ballots are to be printed,
which color or combination of colors
shall in each case be distinctive and
easily distinguishable from the color or

combination of colors to be used at said
election by any other political party;

the Clerk shall, at least ten days prior

to the date of any primary election,
procure to be printed or otherwise
made, accurate samples of the color or

COMBINATION OF COLORS
So designated for each political party,
and shall label each of such samples

with the name of the political party for
which it is designated, and shall deliver
samples, so labeled, to each respective

political party for which said sample
is designated, and to all persons desir-
ing the same in good faith, and shall
keep in his office, at all times, open to
Inspection byany person, an exact copy
of each and all of said samples so la-

beled as aforesaid; and the name or
designation of each political party must
be plainly written or printed at the
head of each ticket.

STAND UP IN A ROW.
The election officers shall stand be-

hind the ballot boxes, and as each vo-
ter approaches to vote, when it is as-
certained that he is entitled to vote,

it shall be noted in the register by the
Clerk, in which box he votes, by writ-
ing in the register opposite his name
the name on the box in which he votes,

and thereupon his ballot shall be re-
ceived by the Judge of Election or In-
spector, and deposited in the ballot box
named by such voter, and in no other,

in the presence of the voter; provided,
that no ballot shall be deposited in any

box unless it Is printed on paper of the
color, or combination of colors, desig-

nated for the particular party in whose

box it is to be placed.

ONE TO THREE.

Section 15. There shall be at least
one polling place for the primary elec-

tion for each three polling places for
a general election; that is, a polling
place for at least each three precincts:
and each political party may file with
the Board of Commissioners a list of
the precincts and number and name
of street or locality in town, or town-
ship, where they desire such polling
places, and it shall be the duty of the
Board of Election Commissioners to ex-
amine said lists and decide which poll-
ing places will be most convenient for

the voters of the precincts, all of which
matters shall be determined by the
Board of Election Commissioners. The
polls shall be kept open from seven
o'clock a. m. to sunset on the day of
holding said primary election, and shall
be at all times kept open to the public
during the reception of ballots, and un-
til the same are counted and the re-
sults declared. There must be furnish-
ed to the election officers in each pre-
cinct, a register, together with any sup-
plements thereto, containing the names
of each person entitled to vote in such
precinct at the last preceding general
election, as shown by the great or pre-
cinct register, or both, and the supple-

ments.
Section 10. All registers and supple-

ments thereto, used by the officers con-
ducting any primary election, must be

forthwith returned to the County Clerk,
and by him kept for such use thereafter
as the Board of Election Commission-
ers may make of them.

DECLARATION OF TEST.
Section 17. Any person voting at any

primary election, on behalf of any par-
ty or for delegates to any convention
of a political party or organization,
thereby by such act declares, as a test
of the right to so vote, a bona fide
present intention of supporting the
nominees of such political party or or-
ganization at the next election; and
any voter may be challenged, and his
right to so vote may be withheld, un-
less he will make oath as to the bona
fide present intention to support the
nominees of the convention to which
delegates are so elected for such politi-
cal party or organization.

YOU MUST CHOOSE YOUR LOVE.
No elector who votes at any primary

election shall sign any petition in favor
of the nomination of any person as an
independent candidate for any office for
which candidates were to be, or shall
have been nominated at such conven-
tion. No elector shall sign any petition
for any independent candidate, or can-
didates, prior to the date set for the
holding of any primary.

NO DOUBLING.
The clerk or officer with whom any

petition of any independent candidate
is filed, is authorized and directed to
strike out or disregard the name or
names of any electors who, upon exam-
ination of the voting registers, or other-
wise, may be found to have signed such
petition in violation of the provisions
herein. Any elector or person violating
the provisions of this section shall be
and hereby is declared guiltyof a mis-
demeanor.

THE BATTLE PREPARATION.
Section 18. Before receiving any bal-

lots the election officers must, in the
presence of any persons assembled at
each pollingplace, open and see that the
ballot-boxes are empty, and exhibit, and
close the ballot-boxes, and thereafter
none of them must be removed from the
polling place or presence of the by- I
standers until all the ballots are count-
ed, nor must any box be opened until
after the polls are finally closed. Be-
fore the election officers receive any bal-
lots they must cause to be proclaimed

aloud at the place of such primary that
the polls are open, and when the polls!
are closed that fact must be proclaimed I
aloud at the place of such election; and
after such last-named proclamation no
ballots must be received. Voting may
commence as soon as the polls are
opened, and may be continued during
all the time the polls remain open.

FORM OF THE BALLOTS.
The ballots to be used at every pri-

mary election shall be of the uniform
width of six inches, and before being

jde-posited in the ballot-box each ballok
must be folded at right angles to its

J length, and must be so folded when de-
: posited that no person can see any name

printed or written thereon. As soon
[as the polls are finally closed, the top
or opening of each ballot-box, in which
ballots were deposited, must be secure-
ly covered and sealed by the Inspector,
and the covering and seal must not be
permitted to be broken until the Elec-
tion Board is ready to open the box to
count the ballots.

ONE AT A TIME.
1 Only one box shall be opened at a time,
and after the covering and sealing of
the ballot-boxes, the election officers
must immediately proceed to count and
canvass the votes given at such pri-
mary election. The canvass must be
public, in the presence of bystanders,
and every political party shall be en-
titled to have at least two representa-
tives present during the time the votes
of its box are being counted. The can-
jvass must be continued without ad-
! jr.urnment until completed and the re-
sult thereof declared; but or.c box shall
be opened and canvassed at the same
time; and no other box shall be opened
until such box being canvassed is com-
pleted and the result written out and, certified to and declared.

FOLLOW THE OLD LAW.
Except as herein otherwise provided,

said votes shall be counted, canvassed,
listed, strung, numbered, and tallied, in
,the same manner required by law for
a general election, and the tally lists,
ballots, and registers and supplements

I must be signed, certified, made up,
sealed, delivered, preserved, and kept
in the same manner as required by law
at a general election. The tallylist must
be by the County Clerk kept open to
the public inspection for at least twenty

jdays after any primary election, and
|as long thereafter as ordered by the
jBoard of Election Commissioners.

WHEN THE COUNT IS OVER.
Section 31*. When the counting of

ballots is completed, the election offi-
cers shall forthwith forward their tally

jlists and ballots to the County Clerk or
I the Secretary of the Board of Election
I Commissioners, and such board shall
I meet thereafter, and within three days

from the date of any primary canvass
the returns and declare the result of
said primary, and issue certificates of
election to the delegates elected. The
ballots and tally lists shall be, by the
precinct officers, placed in a sealed en-
velope, and on the outside of the en-
velope or envelopes so sealed the elec-
