ROBBED A CONFIDING GIRL.

ACT OF A GRAY-HAIRED
SCOUNDREL AT OAKLAND.

How Confiding Annie Brockfeldt
Was Deceived by the Old
Rascal,

One of the saddest stories heard in
many days was that related in writing
by deaf and dumb Annie Brockfeldt to
Officer Greene last night. The young
woman, who is apparently about 20
vears of age, is pretty and modest and
despite her misfortune she fell a vic-
tim to one of the utterly unfeeling bun-
co sharks who infest most of the cities
of the coast. He was, too, a man old
enough to be her grandfather.

Briefly stated, the girl's story is as
follows: About four months ago she
left her home in Fulton, Mo., to visit
her mother, who was ill at Portland,

Or. Her mother died a few days ago,
and with what money she had left,
something over $100, Annie started

back to Fulton, where her mother had
owned a house and lot.

On the steamer plying between Port-
land and San Francisco the unfortunate
girl made the acquaintance of an eld-
erly man who gave the name of H. J.
Hinkel, and who appeared to sympa-
thize deeply with her. He assisted her
at the landing and accompanied her to
the railroad depot at Oakland, where
he volunteered to purchase her rail-
road ticket for her.

She gave him $95 for the purpose,
and supposed that he had made the
purchase. He saw her safely aboard

{ the train, and then informed her that

he would go forward to the smoker to
enjoy a cigar.

He went and never returned, and that
why deaf and dumb Annie Brock-
feldt, according to her story to Officer
Greene, came to be in Sacramento,
nearly penniless and without friends.

Annie Brockfeldt describes the heart-
less man who worked the confidence
game on her as being about six feet tall
and weighing about 185 pounds. His
complexion is dark. He wore a stiff
black hat, and was, she thought, about
60 years old. She stated that she has
no relatives in this country, and that
her grandparents live in lotterdam,
Holland.

The girl is at the Western Hotel, but
how she is to continue her journey is a
problem at present unsolved. She has
the appearance of being truthful and
honest.
