Edward Brenningham Swells the
List of River Victims.

Coroner Clark was notified by a fish-
erman, who saw the drowning, but
when the deputies reached the spot
Brenningham's companions had all left
the scene. The fisherman pointed out

! where the unfortunate man went down,
and the body was recovered in a few
minutes and taken to the Morgue.

Brenningham, while he worked in this
city, resided in Washington, Yolo
County. He leaves a mother and
brother in that county. He was un-
married.

SLICKENS AND STONES.

The Perpetnal Avalanche That
Fills the River Channels.

The usual monthly meeting of the
Executive Committee of the Anti-De-
bris Association was held in this city
yesterday. The chair was filled by Su-
pervisor Laugenour of Colusa, in the
absence of Chairman Jenkins of this
county.

Manager Phipps presented his month-
ly report, the details of which the com-
mittee does not give out. He also sub-
mitted samples of stones that are be-
ing deposited in the main river chan-
nels. One mine alone, it is said, de-
posits daily 5,000 cubic yards of this
material in the river.

The fact was referred to that the bed
of the Yuba River at Marysville has
been raised a foot within the last two
years, and that the levees will have to
be raised a foot and a half this season,
involving a tax of fifty cents on each
$100 of property.
