SLAUGHTERING YOUNG DUCKS

SHIPPED FROM YOLO AND SO-,
LANO AS EGGS.

Law Breakers of the Tules Find It
Safer to Cross the River
Than Shoot Here.

Not quite a month remains before the
sportsmen will don their rubber boots
and hunting toggery to pursue the
wary mallard and the swift-fiying teal
and endeavor to make a decent bag
from them.

The prospect in this county is that
there will be some fair shooting, as the
birds have been very little interefered
with on this side of the river, but as
much cannot be said of the $ther side,
in Yoclo, Sutter and Solano Counties,
where the market and pot hunters
have had full swing, and the law-abid-
ing sportsmen will find very few ducks
by the time the season opens, those
counties having no game wardens and
the peace officers troubling their heads
very little about the slaughter of the
game illegally.

The arrests made by Game Warden
Helms in this county and the convic-
tion and fining of the offenders have
had a salutary effect, and the law has
been pretty generally observed. The
farmers throughout the county in the
vicinity of the lakes all say that scarce-

ly a gun is heard in the haunts of the
ducks, whereas in past years almost

every night a regular cannonade used
to bz heard in the evening, with the
consequent effect that there were no
ducks when the season opened. As the
result of Warden Helms’ vigilance and
constart journeys throughout the coun-
ty, thaose who wish to violate the law
find it safest to go somewhere else, and
go over into Yolo, Sutter and Solano
to shoot, where they are not likely to
be molested.

Mr. Heilms is in receipt of a number
of letiers from these counties, telling
how the young ducks aie being slaugh-
tered, and asking him to come and
make arrests, but he feels that he has
enough to do to attend to his own
county, and, besides, the treatment he
received from the Yolo County officials
last yvear when as Deputy State Game
Protector he arrested several partles
whose cases have not yet come up in
the Superior Court, does not encourage
him to take extra work on his should-
ers.

as an illustration of what counties
suffer which have no game wardens,
he received a letter from a person in
Dixon, telling him that a number of
parties were engaged in killing young
ducks in the tules below that town
and across the line in Yolo, and ship-
ping them to San Francisco in egg
boxes, without interference, and asking
him if he would not come down and
mak:> arrests. The matter wes re-
spectfully referred by him to the State
Fish and Game Commission, which
does not seem to be taking any steps
{in the malter, so far as is known, and
the slaughter goes merrily on by the
poor market hunters, who complain
that they do not have a fair show by
the sportsmen.

However, as long as the law-break-
ers go out of Sacramento County to do
their illegal shooting, the ¢ther coun-
ties must do the best thﬁy can in the

matter.
