States the week has not been favora-
ble, owing to the general absence of

rain and prevalence of high tempera- I
jtures. Hot, drying winds have proved j
jinjurious in the States of the lower Mis- j
! souri and Central Mississippi valleys,

and rains, unusually heavy for the sea- !
son, in Oregon and Washington, inter- j
fered with harvesting and threshing in
thane Statts, but caused no serious in-
jury to grain.

Corn has been very unfavorably af- |
fected by the weather conditions of j
the past week in the principal corn- j
producing States. High temperatures

and absence of much-needed rain have
checked growth of the late crop, and
canned premature ripening, while the j

ORDINANCE, NO. 370.

An Ordinance Prohibiting the Attendance
at School, Church, Places of Amuse-
ment, or of Riding in Public Vehicles,
of Any Person Affected with Certain
Infectious and Contagious Diseases,
and Providing Other Restrictions in
Respect to Said Diseases and Providing
a Penalty for the Violation of the Ordi-
nance, approved November 25, 1894.

THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
I City of Sacramento do ordain as follow.-:

Section L No person afflicted with any
of the following infections or contagious
diseases, to wit: Scarlet fever, diphtheiia,
cholera, smallpox, measl.--. mumps or
whooping cough shall be admitted into any
public or private school in the City of
Sacramento. ,
: Section 2. No parent, guardian, tutor, or

'person having charge or control of any

[child or children, shall allow or permit
any such child or children to go from any
building infected with scarlet fever, diph-
theria, smallpox, cholera, or measles, to

[attend any nubile or private s< ha
church, place of amusement, or to tr»V( 1
in any public vehicle in the City of Sacra-
mento.

Section 3. No person excepting the at-
tending physician. or physicians, shall ba
permitted or allowed to go from any nous*
or building infected with scarlet fever,
diphtheria, cholera, smallpox, or measles,
to attend any public or private school,
church, place of amusement, or to travel
in any public vehicle in the City of Sac-
ramento.

Section 4. Any person violating any of
I the provisons of this ordinance shall be
guiltyof a misdemeanor, and upon convic-

tion thereof shall be punished by a fine of
not less than t»n dollars, nor more than
fifty dollars, for the first offense, and not
less than fifty dollars, nor more than one
hundred dollars for each subsequent of-
fense, or by imprisonment in the city
prison to the extent of one day for each
two dollars of line so imposed.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect from and after Its passage.
