MORE DEPUTIES CLUBBED.

Cowardly Brutes Behind Women
and Children.

PITTSBURG, Sept. 13.?Emma Haas,

the mirers' Joan D'Arc, and three oth-
er -women, were arrested for marching

at Plum Creek this morming by the
Sheriff's deputies. The attempt to
make the arrests precipitated an in-
cipient riot, in which the deputies fared
badly. No one was seriously hurt, but
scarcely a deputy escaped a clubbing,

and Superintendent De Armit was cut
on the hand. Two of the women ar-
rested carried babies.

The riot was the result of a carefully

planned attempt $0 prevent the men at
work at Plum Creek from entering the
mines. There were twenty-five women
and about fifty strikers concerned in it.

The plan was to have the women march
in front with their babies, with the de-
sign of working on the sentiments of
the nun who would be going to work,
and to act as a shield to the rest of the
party. The women to crowd around

each man as he attempted to go into
the mmc, take his dinner bucket from
him, and throw it into the ditch.

About daylight the party started out
headed by Emma Haas. Those not
having babies earned clubs. On the
Murraysville road they encountered a
posse of deputies and were ordered
back to the camp. No attention was
paid to the order, and the party tried
to force their way through the lines
of deputies. A scuffle followed, and
Emma Haas and three other women
who were in the were arrested.
A scene of wild excitement resulted.
The moment a deputy laid hands on a
woman he was surrounded by others
waving clubs in the air and using
them en the heads of the deputy when
the opportunity offered.

Deputy Walker was severely clubbed
and S. C. De Armit was cut in the
hand. He sn.ys he was attacked by a
woman with a knife. The deputies
finally got their prisoners into the com-
pany' stable and later brought them to
this city, where they were lodged in
jail. The names of the women are
Emma Haas, Mrs. John Kosar, Mrs.
Frank Haas and Mrs. Eisner.

Mrs. Kosar and Mrs. Eisner had their
babies with them.

After the removal of the prisoners

from Plum Creek, the excitement sub-
sided and the women and strikers re-
turned to camp. The reason more of
the women were not arrested was that
four or five deputies were required to
hold ore of them, and the force was
not large enough to take charge of the
crowd.

THE OUTLOOK
AS TO WHEAT.

Information as Gleaned From the
Various Sources.

Does Not Warrant Expectations of a Mate-
rial Cheapening of Price.

The European Crop Many Millions

of Bushels Short of the Average

and It Will Necessitate a Heavy

Draw of the Cereal From the

United States.

\u25a0WASHINGTON, Sept. 13.?The fol-
lowing relating to the wheat situation
is an extract from the complete month-
ly report of John Hyde, the statistician
of the Agricultural Department, which
"will be issued to-morrow:

"High prices for wheat have for sev-
eral weeks past been bringing out
?supplies quite freely, and increased
supplies have in turn reacted upon
prices, causing a reaction from the
highest figures of August. The tenor
of the information gleaned from the
various sources is not, however, one
of a character to warrant the expecta-

tion of the fear, according as the mat-

ter is regarded fro mthe consumers' or
the producers' point of view, of any

material cheapening of wheat until
another crop is in sight, with a pros-
pect of ampler stocks.

"With an annual average European
product of over 1,428,000,000 bushels
during the six years from 1891 to 189ti,
inclusive, we expected an average of
106,373,872 bushels a year. This year
the European crop, according to Brom-

hall's 'Corn Trade News,' will, in round
numbers; amount to 1,329,000,000
bushels, or 99,000,000 bushels less than
the erage of the six years in ques-
tion. Ifwe make the comparison with
the figures given by Beerbohm for 1897,
the deficiency in the European crop
Is still greater, the figures, in millions
of bushels, being: Average for 1891-
--1896, 1 428; crop of 1*97, 1.31o; differ-
ence, 113. That is, according to Beer-
bohm's estimate of this year's crop,
there is a deficiency of 113,000,000
bushels in European countries, as
compared with their average product

for the six years of 1801-1898, an av-
erage which includes the exceptionally

small crop. of 1891. To make up the
deficioney, little help is to be expected
from India, Argentine or Australia for
months to come, and in so far as Eu-
rope is concerned, she will have to im-
port a larger quantity than usual. She
will have to draw it from North
America, and especially from the
United States, the Canadian contribu-
tion being relatively small. Official
returns from Ontario and Manitoba
g!ive for these two provinces an aggre-
gate cf 51,042,2.~»3 bushels. If the Ar-
gentine crop shall escape the ravages
of locusts, it seems likely to turn out
unusually well, and from January,
IS'.ts, when the bulk of the harvest will
be got In Argentine, that country may
have more or less wheat to export, as
the later mail advices represent the
crop being in fine condition and the
weather highly favorable. There are,
however, many chances of serious dam-
age during the next three or four
months.

"The latest accounts from Australia
indicated that the drouth from which
that country has suffered for the past

two or three seasons, has been brok-
en, and that the wheat crop is giving
good promise throughout most of the
Australian colonies, but the area was
narrowed by drouth, and as stocks
must be low, it is not likelythat even
?with a full yield, the crop will be one
out of which any great amount can be
spared for exportation. The present
high prices would ordinarily tend to
encourage the sowing of an increased
breadth in India, should the weather
be favorable this fall, but any incli-
nation on the part of the poorer culti-
vators to take advantage of such fa-
vorable conditions will probably be in a
great measure thwarted by the impov-

erished condition in which they have
been left by the famine in the greater
part of the wheat-growing districts.

"But leaving out of view the fact
that the burden of supply for Europe
\u25a0will fall more largely than usual upon
the I'nited States, it is evident there

larger surplus than is to be expected
out of this year's crop. If, to our av-
erage annual export for the six years,
ISiU'-OT, we add the European short-
age of JMHtiKt/Mxl bushels, as figured

out by Bromhall, wet get a total of
265*373,872 bushels, and in so far as
we fall shotr of supplying that quan-
tity Puror»e as compared with an av-
erage year, must suffer a scarcity in
her bread supply, except in so far as
she can avert it by drawing on the
stocks that may remain out of previous
crops. The world's reserves have, how-
ever, been reduced in consequence of
the abort wh- at crop of last year, and
a deficiency in some of the other im-
portant food crops will not tend to
relievj the tension of the wheat mar-

NEW YORK, Sept. 13.?The decline
in wheat to-day left prices below
the highest point of last week, and
2c lower than the close on Saturday.
Speculative sales ran up to 4,650,000
bushels, which represents a moderate
day's business. Weakness was en-
couraged by the million bushels in-
crease in the visible supply, a fair ad-
dition to the local stocks, heaviness in
all foreign markets and light export
demand. Local houses and foreign-
ers sold most of the day. the latter
taking a leading part. In the late
afternoon there was some rallying on
buying against puts and moderate out-
side demand, stimulated by the firm-
ness in corn.

HAWAIIAN ANNEXATION.

PROBABLY RATIFIED BY THE
ISLAND LEGISLATURE.

Such Is the Assertion of Lorin M.
Thurston, Charge d'Aifaires to

the United States.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 13?The Sen-
ate of the National Legislature of the
Republic of Hawaii has by this time
ratified the treaty by annexing the Ha-
waiian Islands to the United States.

This assertion was made to your cor-

respondent by Lorin M. Thurston,

Charge d'Affaires to the United States.
Mr. Thurston said that the Senate of
the Hawaiian Legislature had been

called to assemble on September Sth.
and that it is unanimous for annexa-

tion. He has no doubt that it has

ratified the convention without a dis-
senting vote. Both the Senate and
House of Representatives of the Ha-
waiian Legislature are pledged to an-
nexation, according to Mr. Thurston.
Just before the adjournment of the two
houses last year a joint resolution was
adopted declaring it to be the sense

of the Legislature that the interests
of Hawaii demanded her annexation
to the United States. This resolution
was adopted unanimously. As the com-
plexion of the Senate and House has
not changed since the adoption of the
resolution, Mr. Thurston has no doubt
that, so far as Hawaii is concerned, all
the steps possible have been taken to
accomplish annexation. It is believed
in administrative circles that the ef-
fect of the ratification of the treaty
by the Hawaiian Senate will be to in-
fluence some of the members of the
United States Senate now in the doubt-
ful column to vote for the convention
next session. All that is now neces-
sary is the approval of that body, and
it is not believed that many members
will be willing to shoulder the re-
sponsibility of defeating annexation,

and thus throw Hawaii into the hands
of Japan.

No official advices have been received
here concerning the reply of Minister
Cooper in the note to Minister Shima-
mura, in which, on behalf of his Gov-
ernment, he accepted the principle of
arbitration in the matter of the immi-
gration controversy. The press dis-
patches, however, indicate that Mr.
Cooper desires information upon the
points which the Japanese Government
considers at issue are regarded as cor-
rect, and the position assumed by that

official is approved in official circles.
The authorities would naturally be

pleased to have the controversy pend-
ing between Hawaii and Japan settled,

because such settlement would tend to
remove any objection which might be
entertained by Senators to bringing

into the Union a nation which has dip-

lomatic differences with any country.

It is their opinion, however, that the
matter will not be adjudicated until
after annexation is accomplished. Mr.
Thurston declined to discuss Senator
Bacon's statements in regard to the in-
vitation extended to the Georgian to go
to Hawaii and examine the country.

Friends of Hawaii, however, say there
was no impropriety in the extension of
the invitation. All that was desired
was to give Senator Bacon an oppor-
tunity of seeing the country, and then
he could vote as his judgment dic-
tated.

"Ihave no doubt," said one of these

gentlemen, "however, that, had Senator
Bacon gone to Hawaii he would have
come back an annexationist. Do you

know that every person who sets foot

in Honolulu and travels through the

islands leaves there with a desire to do

all in his power to annex them to the
United States?"
