Quick Stops.
A car brake, invented by a Ken-

tucky mechanic and satisfactorily test-
.l i n a Cincinnati street railroad, is

so effective and withal so simple that
it is a surprise that it was not earlier
devised. It was designed for street
cai s, but may be used on all cars. It
is a friction band which is applied to
a rim cast on the side of the car wheel.
It has a bearing surface of about 200
inches, as compared with the thirty

inches of the brake shoe now in use
on street oais. It is operated in the
same manner as the present brake, and
(i sts but a little more, but is much
more effective. In the test a motor car
was stopped by the brake almost in-
stantly. A further advantage claim-
ed for the Invention is in the fact that
the bearing surface of the brake is
shifted from the running surface of the
trhe -1 to the special rim on the side,
thus lessening the wear of the wheel.

IHe travels constantly, and never leaves

his canoe. By obtaining his protec-

Ition a man may become invulnerable
or he may acquire power to catch the
Invisible disease demon. This demon
is at all times flying about in the air
In the form of a worm. The fortunate
protege of the warrior spirit catching

the worm can throw it into the body of
an enemy, who will die at once. The
suggestion of the modern germ theory

of disease contained in this belief is
quite Interesting. Not to be neglected
among the guardian spirits are certain
ghosts, which bestow the power of re-
turning to life after death.

Ordinance, approved December 17
1894. "

'THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THECity of Sacramento ordain as follows-Section 1. Permission is hereby granted
to erect and maintain on sidewalks pol \u25a0!
for lamps for illuminating yurpo.-es, oncompliance with the fololwing conditions-
Such poles shall be not less than nin -nor more than ten feet in hight; shall
not be less than six inches in diameter at
the base; shall not be less than six inchesnor more than eight inches in diamet r
at the center; and shall gradually taperfrom the center to the top in prouortion
of a pole having a diameter or eight
inches at the center to four and three-
quarter inches at the top. Said pole shall
be round, and shall be constructed of iron,
or neatly-turned wood, shall ze neatly
painted, shall be placed on the outer
edge of the sidewalk, and in such man-
ner that the point of the base nearest
the curb shall not be distant from the curb
more than twleve inches, and shall be as
near a3 practicable as uniform in hight
and appearance as other poles pre/iously
erected on the block where placed.

Section 2. Permission may be granted
by the Board of Trustees to erect trans-
parencies, or other light.

Section 3. It shall be unlawful for any
person to erect, or maintan, any pole for
illuminating purposes, or otherwise, on
the sidewalk, or to erect, or maintain,
any transparency thereon, except in com-
pliance with this ordinance.

Section 4. Any person violating any of
the provisions of this ordinance shall be.
guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon con-
viction thereof, shall be punished by a
fine of not less than twenty dollars, nor
more than two hundred dollars, or by
imprisonment in the City Prison one day
for each two dollars of fine so Imposed.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect and be in force from and after its
passage.
