STOCKTON, Sept. 22.?The hottest
race of the circuit was seen here to-

day, and old horsemen say nothing on

record eouals it in interest. It was a

five furlong selling dash for two-year-

olds, and was run in two dead heats,

when darkness came on and prevented

the third to decide the contest. The
pool money was divided, and the peo-

ple went home to talk of one of the
most exciting sprints in the history of

racing. The race was between Glenn

Ann, by imp. St. Andrew, and Bottle
Washer, by Silver King.

The boys, Holmes and McDonald,

rode the race of their lives, and worked
their mounts to tbe limit of their speed.
In the first heat the bunch was sent
away to a fair start, with the St. An-

drew fillytwo lengths in front. She

opened u» a gap of three lengths at

the half, but Bottle Washer closed up,

and was almost on even terms when
they straightened away for home. At

the seven-eighths pole the pair hooked
up, and both caught whip and steel.
Do what they could, neither of the boys

could land a winner, and the five other

horses finished three lengths back. The

time was 1 :03. Glenn Ann was favorite
in the betting at $10, $5 for Bottle
Washer, and $4 for tbe field.

The Judges called the two horses out
for a second trial after twenty minutes.
They went away to a perfect start, and
laced as a double team entire dis-

tance. At no time was there over three
or four inches difference in them. The
boys rode hard, but neither horse could
put her nose in front. The Judges de-
cided it a dead heat, and divided the
money.

The other events were of a high or-
der, and were won by hot favorites.

Keating laid up the first heat in the

2:15 trot, and burned up considerable
money.

a mile in 2:14.

It was 4:30 o'clock when the 2.500
people present greeted the famous pair

Gentry's leg was
slightly cut where the boot had
rubbed it.

SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.

SYLLABI.
(S. F., Nos, 389, 527?1n Bank?Filed

September 13, 1097.)
City of Oakland, respondent; Oak-

land Water Front Company, appellant.
Action to determine conflicting claims
to real estate. Reversed, Harrison and
Henshaw, J. J., dissenting.

The grant to the town of Oakland
is contained in the third section of the
original Act of incorporation. (Stats.
1852, p. 181), and the description is

in the limits aforesaid" (i. c., the cor-
porate limits of the town as defined in
the first section of the Act) "between
high tide a»id ship channel. Such

tion of the Act defining the corporate
limits.

Held that the Act of 1852 Intended
the southerly line of the San *fcjitbniO
Creek or Estuary to be t*ir- iine of low
tide, and not the high-tide line, and the
line to be followed down the creek to
the bay. crossing the mouth of the nar-
row channel connecting with the east-
ern basin, and not ascending the chan-

The State acts for the public good,
and all its grants, Including the grant
Of municipal franchises, are to be con-
strued in a manner most conducive to
the general welfare. Th. fact that one
Legislature J as irnpiovidently bxiecded
the municipal boundaries ul one direc-
tion is no reason for holding that an
ambiguous grant of a. former Legisla-
ture should be construed in a sense
which would render it similarly im-
provident with respect to the corporate
limits, and infinitely more so In its dis-
position of public navigable waters.

Where the terms of a grant are to
impose burdens upon the* public or to
create a restraint injurious to the pub-
lic int. lest, there is sound reason for
interpreting the terms, if ambiguous, in
favor of the public.

Ship's channel comprises the waters
left free to navigation, and when it is
required to locate its boundaries with
precision, and no artificial boundary
has been established by competent au-
thority, it becomes necessary to seek a
definite natural boundary, If such may
be found. Held, in this case, that ship's
channel at Oakland is the line of low
tide, and was the western boundary of
the town of Oakland, intended by the
original Act of incorporation.

A grant by the State of California of
mud fiats and shoals between high and
low tide on the margin of the Bay of
San Francisco cannot be held to have
been in excess of the legislative power
in the absence of proof that such
grant has seriously impaired the power
of succeeding Legislatures to protect,
regulate, improve or develop the public
rights of navigation or fishery-.

The power of the Legislature to make
a grant of lands to a natural person,
and the power of the municipal corpo-
ration to make the grant are two very
different things. The corporation has
no power to alienate the lands unless
such power has been conferred by the
Legislature, and whether it has been
conferred or not is a question of legis-
lative intent to be gathered from the
terms of the statute construed with
reference to Its general scope and pow-
ers. Held, that the ordinances and
deed of 1852-53, by which it was at-
tempted to transfer the entire Oakland
water front to Carpentier, were wholly
void, for lack of authority on the part
of the municipal corporation.

The word ordinance means a local
law?a rule of conduct prospective in
its operation, and applying generally
to the persons and things subject to
the local jurisdiction. It does not, in
its ordinary use or signification, in-
clude a grant of lands.

Providing for Blockading the Streets and
Alleys and the Preservation of Fire
Department Property During Fires.
Passed October 21, 18T2.

THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
City of Sacramento ordain as follows:
Powers of Chief and Acting Chief Engi-

neers of Fire Department in case of fire.

Section L Whenever a lire shall break I
out in the City of Sacramento it shali be j
lawful for the Chief Engineer, or acting
chit f Engineer of the Fire Department to
blockade any street, alley, lane, court or ,
place, or part threof, as in his judgment 1
may be necessary to insure the efficient
working of the men and engines under his
command, and to protect the hose of the ,
d< partment from injury by passing ve-
hicles; and it shall be the duty of the'
Chief of Police to furnish a sufficient detail
of policemen during any such fire to pro-
tect the lines of blockade from being
broken through, or the hose or other Fire j
Department property from being injured;
and the said Chief of Police shall render
th" Chief Engineer or whoever may be :
acting in that capacity, all the assistance
in his power in carrying out the provisions
of this oidinance.
REBATING TO RIGHT OF WAY, ETC.

Section 2. All steam engines and other
moving apparatus of the Fire Department
si all have paramount right of way
through all streets, lanes, alleys, places
and courts of the City of Sacramento when
running to a fire, and such apparatus, to-
gether with all other vehicles contiguous
thereto, excepting street ears, shall take
end keep the right side of the street, un-
less the same be obstructed, and all street
cars In the vicinityof any such apparatus
going to a fire shall retard or accelerate
their speed as occasion may require, in
order to give the apparatus of the depart-
ment the unobstructed use of the street
for the time being.

RELATIVE TO OBSTRUCTIONS AT
FIRES.

Scticn 3. Any person or persons break-
ing through or attempting to break
through such blockade, or running over
with any vehicle the line of hose in use
at a fire, thereby injuring the sajne, or
any person or persons having the control
Of any vehicle who willfullyor carelessly I
permits the same to obstruct the progress
Of the apparatus of the Fire Department
going to a fire shall, upon conviction, be
punished by a fine of not less than $5 nor
more than $">O, or by imprisonment of not
less than two nor more than twenty-five
days, or by both such fine and imprison-

WILLFUL INJURY OF APPARATUS A
MISDEMEANOR.

Section 4. Any person or persons will-
fully injuring any engine house, engine,
hose. BOM carriage or other apparatus of
i!-,. Fire Department of this city, shall be
deemed guiltyof a misdemeanor, and upon
conviction shall be fined not less than $50
nor more than $Sou, or be imprisoned in tho
County Jail not less than twenty days nor
more than one hundred days, or shall be
punished by both such fine and imprison-
ment.

Section 5. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect from and after its passage.

An Ordinance Regulating the Method-;
Enqloyed by Public. iVucticneers to
Attract Customers to Saies, and Fix-
ing a Penalty for the Violation There-

THE BOARD OF TUPSTKES OF THE
City of Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. It shail he-rafter be unlaw-
ful for any person engaged in the busi-ness of a public auctioneer within the
limits of tie City of Saerarento to ring
a bell, or to make any noise, with a gong,
horn, drum or any other instrument orimplement, whatsoever, for the purpose
of attracting customers to auction salf-s
conducted by such auctioneer except as
hereinafter Drovided.

Feet ion 2. No bell shall be rung, or*
noise made with a gong, horn, drum, orany instrument or implement. Whatso-ever, for the purpose stated In section one*
of this ordinance except for a period not
to exceed five (.") minutes between tho
hours of 8 o'clock a. m. and 12 m.. and fora period not to exceed five (.") minutes be-
tween the hours of 1 o'clock n. m. and 5
o'clock p. m.. and for a period to not ex-
ceed five minutes between the hours cf
7 o'clock p. m. and 9 o'clock p. m. of
oaeh day.

Section 3. Every person virdatfng this
ordinance shall be deemed guilty of a
misdemeanor, and upon conviction there-
of, shall be punished by a fine not to ex-
ceed fifty dollars, or by imprisonment In
(he City Prison not to exceed twenty-five
days, or by both such fine and imprison-
ment.

Section 4. The Board of Trustees mny,
in addition to the punishment, prescribe'!
