GRAVE CHARGE.

Tlie Outcome of the Investigation

Into the Case of Little Amy

Anderson.

The case of Amy Anderson, the way-
Ward girl whom it is proposed to send to
thf> Whittier Reform School, came up

triet Attorney appearing for the com-

plainant, Officer Dan Healy and W. A.

Anderson for the girl.

District Attorney Ryan said he
thought the matter one that could be

examined in chambers, as there was no
desire to make public the acts of the
girl.

Mr. Anderson said he had no desire to

avoid publicity, but his reading of the
statute did not indicate that the court

had any jurisdiction at this time, it

being dependent on some previous

action giving the court jurisdiction in

this proceeding. He read the law,

claiming that unless the party was ac-
cused of a public crime, for which he or
she was liable to punishment by im-
prisonment, the court did not acquire

jurisdiction.

District Attorney Ryan said this pro-

ceeding was not for the purpose of pun-

ishment but for reformation, and that
the argument of Mr. Anderson was
therefore not correct, and the fact that

a child is incorrigible is all that is ne-
cessary to be brought to the notice of
the court. It is not necessary to wait
until the child commits some crime be-

fore filinga complaint.

The cuurt said he thought there was
no other provision covering this case
than that contained in Section 20. He
had at first thought there was some
merit in Mr. Anderson's argument, but

"was now satisfied there was not. Sec-

tion 20 provides for a class of persons
w ho are not charged with any specific
infraction of the criminal law and ap-
plied to incorrigible and vicious minors,
where the parent or guardian is unable
to exercise a restraining influence over
them.

This section, he held, is jurisdictional
in itself and is intended by the Legisla-

ture to meet just such a class of cases
as this. He would therefore overrule
the objection.

Rabbi A. Simons. Secretary of the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Children, testified that Amy had come
under his olrservation three times with-

in the past year. The girl had told him

last April or May, in presence of her
mother and another woman, that she

had committed something that was im-

moral and the mother said she did not

believe it. Later, the girl admitted
that she had been intimate with men.
receiving money on different occasions.
She admitted that she went with dis-
reputable girls. Complaint was subse-
o.uently made against her to him and
he went to the school she attended to
protpst against her attendance. She
told him she was thirteen and one-half
years old on the first occasion.

Officer Healy of the society testified
that the first complaint against the girl
that came to him was at the time of
Mrs. Elliot's trial. He went to see her
mother, who promised to take care of
her. She did not, and he went to her
again, having found her at Mrs. Elliott's
place at various times. Later she be-
gan running: with men. Her mother
took her clothes from her so that she
could not go out. He told the girl that
If she did not stop going with men, he
would take her away from her mother
and send her to the Whittier School.
She admitted to him at that time that
she received money from men and said
she had to buy clothes with it, as her

mother would not buy her any.
Later there came complaints from

Oak Park, and the girl admitted to him
that she was in company with a wo-
man who solicited customers for her
and divided the price received for her
shame with her, and had made arrange-
ments to make a trip to Seattle, Los
Angeles and other places, dividing the
price received with her. He had fre-
quently seen her out late at night and
it was late at night when he arrested her
In company with a man. He had fre-
quently seen her in company with bad
frirls.

N. Cippa of Oak Park, a tamale ven-
der, testified that he employed "Miss
Lizzie." the woman spoken of, at his
tamale place. Amy came to see her in
the day time, and sometimes in the
evening. Lizzie said Amy was her
niece. Lizzie sold tamales in the even-
ing durine: his absence on his route,
and he did not know what went on at

such times.
Mrs. Kate Barlow, who lived next

door to Mrs. Anderson, testified that
Amy was wild and stayed out late at
night and had men and boys coming to
the house in the day time and at nierht
to see her. Girls who do not bear good
reputations came to see her and she
went off with them. Witness knew of
Amy's being under the influence of li-
quor last spring when she had been at
Mrs. Elliott's. A business man of this
city came to see her in her mother's ab-
sence several times and witness told
her she should not allow it. Amy sev-
eral times promised her to do better.

Lucy A. Wambold, the "Lizzie"
spoken off. testified that she got ac-
quainted with Amy by meeting her on
the street with another girl that she ran
with. When she went out to work at

Cippa's house Amycame out to see her,
sometimes by day and sometimes in
the evening. She used sometimes to go
back to town at 9:30 or 10 o'clock and
"witness always went with her and put
her aboard the electric cars. Once or
twice she staid until Cippa came home.

She always paid her own fare. Men
came there to eat tamales, but she did
not know that they came to see Amy.

Cippa made a proposition to Amy. to
which she at first demurred, but they

afterwards went into the bedroom and
shut the door. She at other times went
in with young men, and on one occasion
showed witness half a dollar that she
received. Witness told her to do as she
pleased, as she had no influence over
her. Amy had been at the tarn-ale store at
Fifteenth and I streets where witness
was afterward, and met a man there.
Witness spoke of going to Seattle and
told Amy that ifshe was old enough she

would like to have her go with her.
They did not talk of going-there for im-
moral purposes.

The court gave witness a severe scor-
ing for her conduct in encouraging the
girl in he- practices and not reporting

her conduct to her mother.
Witness said she did not report to

Amy's mother, as she thought it was
none of her business and she did not
wish to g._-t Amy and herself into trou-
ble. Mrs. Anderson threatened to have
witness arrested, but she told her she

Ihad not encouraged the girl. She had
never made dates with any one for the

Mr. Anderson said the testimony of

"the woman had developed a state of
facts that might necessitate the sub-
penaing of certain witnesses, and he
thought they should be summoned. It

bad developed a sad state of affairs.
The court said that there was no

question that it was a terrible state of

aflairs. There was no doubt in his
mind that the woman had told things

that are true, and that he felt that she
knew a great deal that she did not tell.

It was evident Amy's mother was a good
woman and had done all she could to
save the girl, but could not control her,

and he felt that she should be placed in

seme institution that would restrain her

and reform her. Her mother was not
able, having to earn her own living, to

exercise the proper care and oversight
over her. Ifshe was sent to the Reform
School her mother will some day feel

that it was the most charitable and best
thing that could be done with her.

Mr. Anderson asked the court not to

make an order immediately, but to see
if some other home could not be found
for her.

District Attorney Ryan said she had
been sent away twice by her mother, but

came back. There was no question of
the bad influence the woman had ex-

erted over her.
The court took the matter under ad-

visement.
After court adjourned, acting on the

testimony of Mrs. Wambold. warrants

were issued for the arrest of Cippa. Fred
Stevens and Ed. Steadman, the three

she had mentiond as sustaining im-
proper relations with Amy. The two
former, who were in attendance as wit-

nesses, were immediately arrested, and
Steadman was aftrward arrested by

Deputy Sheriffs Hinters and Fisher and
lodged in jail. The charge against all
three will be rape, the girl being unde-r
the age of consent. Bail has been fixed
at $2,000 each.

The case of S. Brown against H. M.

C. H. Dunn, Brown's attorney, said
that the plaintiff at that time had no
attorney, and therefore his name could
not appear on the summons. The ob-
jections made by appellant, he said,
were purely technical. There had never
been any substitution of plaintiff, he

said. S. Brown doing business as Brown
Bros., being plaintiff in both papers,
and it had never been necessary, when
one of the brothers drew out of the
firm, to publish the certificate.

The attorneys for appellant moved
for a nonsuit, and the court took the
matter under advisement.

Death of Dr. Lovelace.
Dr. A. S. Lovelace, Health Officer of

San Francisco, formerly a well-known
physician here, and who served a term
as Health Officer of this city, died in

San Francisco on Thursday morning

from a stroke of apoplexy. He "began

his professional career in Colusa, com-
ing to this city later, and afterward go-
ing to San Francsco.

but no children.
