EXCITING RACES AT OAK TARK

YESTERDAY.

Many Sharp Finishes and Good.
Time, in Spite of a Rather ?

Stiff Breeze.

The Capital City Wheelmen added an-
other plume to the club's headgear yes-
terday. The race meet held on the
Oak Park track was a splendid success.
The attendance was not as great as at

Valence of a brisk breeze, which it was
known would render record-breaking

almost an impossibility, and people

*ant to see record riding.

As it was, there were upward of a
thousand people present, and they wit-
nessed some of the best racing they
had ever seen.

Despite the strong wind, there was
some swift riding done, and above all
there were exciting finishes in nearly
every heat. In the one-third mile pro-
fessional (scratch) race Vaughn of San
Diego made a new coast record in the
first heat, 42 3-.r> seconds, but this was
lowered by Dowming of San Jose in the
next heat, who made it in 42 seconds.

In the California Associated Cycling

Club's professional handicap race Geo.
Sharick of Tacoma, Wash., one of the
eerateh men, made it in 2:07 3-0 in the
face of a breeze that raised a cloud of
dust which at times almost obscured
the riders.

It is worthy of note that in the final
heat of the one-third mile professional
race those qualified to start represent-
ed Tacoma, San Jose, San Francisco
and San Diego, showing from what geo-
graphical extremes riders had been at-
tracted to the meet.

The pace-making in the various heats
(where pacing was required) was by
Mott, WTing, Russ, Sharick, Jones, El-
ford and Deacon. For this work the
pacemakers were allowed to qualify for
the finals in various events, regardless
of their positions at the finish.

There were but two falls durfng the
afternoon. In the final of the half-miie
amateur scratch event Russ and
Leitch collided on the back stretch and
the former fell. He received some
bruises and the front wheel of his ma-
chine was badly broken. In the final
of the two-mile amateur handicap Bird-
sail's handlebars turned when within
thirty yards of the finish and he re-
ceived a hard fall, but was not injured.
