
THOSE TWO MASKEDROBBERS

THEY RAIDED FERAUTS SA-

LOON LAST NIGHT.

Held Up the Proprietor and Two

Men and Robbed The
Place.

There are a couple of bold footpads
now operating in this city who need
killing very badly. They are very cun-
ning, for nobody has yet been able to
give a very clear description of them.

About 10 o'clock laet night the two

men entered Bertrand Feraut's saloon
at the corner of Second and O streets,

and training their revolvers on the pro-
prietor and two other men who were
engaged in playing a game of cards,

proceeded systematically to rob them of
all the loose coin they had, amounting

in all to $12.
After Feraut and his two customers

had been made to disgorge the robbers
turned their attention to the money
drawer, and emptied it of its contents,

about $3.
Both robbers, according to the story

told by the proprietor of the saloon,

wore masks made of a material similar
to cheese-cloth, and both carried large

revolvers and showed every indication
of using them, provided their orders
were not strictly carried out.

When the robbers left the saloon one
of the men, who had been playing

cards, stepped to the door and fired two
\u25a0hots after them as they ran westward
toward the river. It is thought, how-
ever, that both shots went wild.
*One of the robbers is described as be-

ing of medium hight and heavy build,
and the other as being tall and slim.

About three-quarters of an hour be-
fore the saloon at Second and O streets
was held up Arthur Graham, a 12-year-
old colored boy who sells tamales for
George Ginn, who conducts a tamale
factory at 1222 1 - Sixth street, was
stopped at Nineteenth and O streets by

two men, each of whom shoved a re-
volver in his face and ordered him to
give up his money.

The boy showed fight, and says he
jabbed one of the robbers in the face
with his tamale fork. The action
seemed to amuse the robbers, and one
of them held the boy while the other
went through his pockets and took
twenty-five cents?all the money he
had.

The thugs next turned their attention
to the tamale bucket and appropriated
all the boy's stock in trade, which con-
sisted of five tamales.

The description given by Arthur Gra-
ham of the men who held him up tal-
lies exactly with those given of the
men who robbed Feraut's saloon, and
the police are satisfied that both rob-
beries were committed by the same
men.

It is also believed that they are the
same parties who stood up Lou Green's
barkeeper the other night at Eighth
and X streets.

BRUTAL ASSAULT.

An Old Man Badly Beaten?A Mys-
terious Case.

Shortly before 8 o'clock last night
John Scott, an old Grand Army man
who earns his living by filing saws and
doing odd Jobs about town, was as-
saulted at Fourth and L streets by
some unknown man, and up to the
time the "Record-Union" went to press
this morning he had not recovered suffi-
ciently to tell what he knew of the
matter.

So far as is known, a colored man
who was standing across the street was
the only witness to the assault. He
states that Scott was standing on the
sidewalk, when two men ln a buggy

drove up and stopped. One of the men
sprang out of the vehicle, and rushing
over to Scott struck him on the tem-
ple, felling him to the walk. He then
re-entered the buggy and drove away.

Scott was taken to the Receiving Hos-
pital, where he was attended by Assist-
ant City Physician Ogden. He was
suffering from a severe contusion on
the left side of the head, but how se-
rious his injury is the physician was
unable to state.

The police claim to have seen the two
men driving through the streets with
two women earlier in the evening.

GEORGE L. RIVES.

May Succeed Seth Low as President
of Columbia College.

The friends of George L. Rives assert
that lie wiil be elected President of
Columbia College to succeed Seth Low
when the resignation of the latter has
been accepted. Mr. Rives is a fine
looking man and was born in New York
City in 1549. Though a New Yorker
by birth he belongs to the "first fami-
lies of Virginia." His grandfather,
William Cabell, Rives was a leading
figure in Virginia life and studied law

Thomas Jefferson. He served
with distinction in the war of 1812.

He held many offices, was sent to Con-
gress and was twice semt as Minister
to France.

George L. Rives is a cousin of Amelia
Rives, author of "The Quick, or the
Dead." Mr. Rives was educated at Co-
lumbia College and graduated in 18GS.
He then went to England and entered
Trinity College, Cambridge. He was
not only prominrnt in his studies, but
enthusiastic in sports and was a mem-
ber of the first Trinity crew. Mr.
Rives is a member of the law firm of
Olin & Rives. From 1877 to 1879 he
was Assistant Secretary of State under
Mr. Bayard.

The South and Its Slaves.
The Rev. Edward L. Pell of this city

is collecting material for a history of
the efforts made by the South for the
moral elevation of the negro before
the war. The facts of such a history,

while not easily available, are more
abundant than is generally supposed.

Not only did the churches of the South
spend large sums of money in mission-
ary work among the blacks, but it was
not uncommon for persons who owned
a large body of slaves to have a place
of worship for them, and to have a
preacher employed for the special min-
istry. Moreover, every white church
had its contingent of colored members,
who had a voice in the management of
church affairs', and so sacred was this
tie that many of the colored people
continued their membership in the
white churches even after they were
emancipated: The efforts of individual
laymen, as. for example, Stonewall
Jackson, in,/fhe Sunday-school for
slaves at Lexington, would make an-
other long and touching chapter.

All this is nothing, however, as com-
pared with the, work done for the negro
by the women of the South. The idea
that the Southern women were made
heroines by the late war is far from
the fact. They were heroines from the
beginning, and they had been in train-
ing from the time that the slaves came
into our possession. Instead of the
many public charities in which they
are engaged to-day. they devoted their
time to the instruction of the slaves
and the amelioration of their condition.
Seek any old negro and ask him where
he got his religious instruction, and he
will almost iliTariably tell you that hft
owes it to "Old Miss," who had him at
the "gre't house" on Sunday morning,

read to him and his companions selec-
tions from the Scriptures, and expound-
ed their meaning.?Richmond News.

THE YEAR'S CROP.

Final Estimate Based on Actual
Threshing Returns.

CHICAGO, Oct. 3.?The "Orange Judd
Farmer" in its final estimate of the
year's crop, says that figures based
on actual threshing returns indicate a
total yield of 589,000,000 bushels, of
which 373,530,000 bushels is winter,
and 215,470.000 bushels spring wheat.
With the exception of Illinois and Mis-
souri, the winter wheat yield repre-
sents the full capacity of the sort.
The spring wheat yield in Minnesota

Iand the Dakotas has proven a disap-
)pointment. the aggregate being only

129,000,000 bushels. The shortage
| there is in a measure counterbalanced
;by the good yield in Nebraska. Ore-
gon and Washington., The report says the crop of corn is

'exceedingly disappointing, and an out-
side estimate of 1,700,000,000 bushels.
Drought during the past two months
reduced the average condition from 82.3
a month ago to 78.9 on October Ist.
An average cat yield of 28.7 bushels
per acre, suggests a crop of $14,000,-
--000 bushels, 10.000.000 bushels more
than last year.

He was sentenced to ten years' impris-
onment, but escaped through the inter-
vention of the Supreme Court and the
statute of limitations. He was then
tried tor grand larceny, but one juror
stood out for acquittal, and the case
is still on the calendar. The perjury
charge grew out of his testimony when
on trial lor grand larceny.
