THE COURT'S REPLY.

"Supreme Court of the United States,
Washington, October 14th.

"Dear Brother Field: We are pro-
foundly moved by the letter in which
you announce to us your retirement
from the bench. The termination of a
judicial career of such length and dis~
Unction cannot fail to inspire among
all your countrymen, and, indeed, wher-
ever the realm of jurisprudence ex-
tends, a keen sense of loss, which to
your colleagues is a personal bereave-
ment. For the intimacy necessarily

incident to the conduct of work so
constant, so exacting and of such vital
importance as ours, inevitably draws
us together by ties of the closest char-
acter, which cannot be dissolved with-
out emotions of deep sadness and re-
gret. We feel that our parting involves
not simply the deprivation of the as-
sistance afforded by your learning, your
vast experience, and your earnestness
in advocacy of your convictions, but
the severance of these relations which
have contributed so much to lighten

the hardest lal>ors of the road.
"This is not the time or place to

dwell upon the reputation you have
achieved as a jurist. The record is

up and may safely be committed
to the judgment of posterity. But we
oann'd part with an active member of
the court without fervent expressions
of the hope that you may be spared
for many yews to enjoy the repose you
have so thoroughly earned, and the
commendation bestowed upon good and
faithful service.

AFTER THE SURRENDER.

Gen. Grant Would Permit No Cele-
bration at Appomattox.

General Horace Porter, in his "Cam-
paigning with Grant" in the "Century,"
describes the surrender at Appomattox.

General Porter says:
Before parting Lee asked Grant to no-

tifyMeade ofthe surrender, fearing that
fighting might break out on that front,
and lives be uselessly lost. This request
was complied with, and two Union offi-
cers were sent through the enemy's lines
as the shortest route to Meade, some of

Lee's officers acompanying them to pre-
vent their being interfered with. A lit-
tle before 4 o'clock General Lee shook

hands with General Grant, bowed to the
other officers, and with Colonel Marshall
left the room. One after another we
followred, and passed out to the porch.
Lee signaled to his orderly to bring up
hip horse, and while the animal was
being bridled the General stood on the
lowest step, and gazed sadiy in the di-
rection of the valley beyond, where his
army lay?now an army of prisoners.

He thrice smote the palm of his left
jband slowly with his right fist in an
!absent sort of way, seemed not to see
jthe group of Union officers in the yard,

who rose respectfully at his aproach,
and appeared unaware of everything

jabout him. All appreciated the sadness
jthat overwhelmed him, and he had the

personal sympathy of every one who

beheld him at this supreme moment of
trial. The approach of his horse seemed
to recall him from his reverie, and he at
once mounted. General Grant now

jstepped down from the porch, moving to-
y aid him, and saluted him by raising

bis hat. He was folowed in this act of
curtesy by all our officers present. Lee
raised his hat respectfully, and rode
off at a slow trot to break the sad news
to the brave fellows whom he had so
lcng commanded.

General Grant and his staff then

started for the headquarters camp,

jwhich, in the meantime, had been
jpitched near by. The news of the sur-
Irender had reached the Union lines, and

1the firing of salutes began at several

I points; but the General sent an order

lat once to have them stopped, using

these words: "The war is over: the
rebels are our countrymen again: and
jthe best sign of rejoicing after the vic-

i tory will be to abstain from all demon-
! strations in the field." This was in

I keeping with his order issued after the
surrender of Vicksburg: "The paroled
prisoners will be sent out of here to-

morrow. * * * Instruct the com-
manders to be orderly and quiet as these
prisoners pass, and to make no offensive
remarks."

A glove worn by a lady who
danced vigorously through a ball was
utilized for inoculations with equally
deadly results. M. Arloing's more re-
cent experiments show that perspira-
tion resulting from muscular exertion is
more toxic than that conseauent from
a vapor bath. ?British Medical Journal.
