POWERFUL MAGNETS.

Will Lift Tons of Red-Hot Steel
Plates.

Think of a magnet that will lift five

tons of red hot steel. Not only that,
but a magnet that will pick up half a
dozen huge steel plates and drop them,
one at a time, with as great regularity
as the farmer sous his corn. This is
not what might be, but what actually
is, and anyone who cares to visit the
plate mtl\ of the Illinois Steel Com-
pany, cm see this electric marvel ex-
ecuted hour by hour.

The magnets almost seem endowed
with human intelligence, so cleverly,
so quickly, so quietly do th -y conduct
them.selv. s. No machinery could be
more regular, and certainly none more
satisfactory. One almost thinks to
himself that the very attraction of
gravitatii n itself is hardly more won-
derful than the lightness ana l swift-
mss with which these great ptecea of
magnetized steel pick Up the ste 1 plates
that would require a derrick to hoist
under any Other circumstan«. s. They
pick them up as easily a* you would
take a penny from the table and place
them in the desired spot just as easily
as you would place that penny in your
pocket.

The magnets in use at the plate mills
are rrf the double pole type. The first
one was designed for loading Ix4Inch
bidets from a pile in the stock yards
upon ears for shipment. It was found,
however, upon putting this magnet into
use, that it did not operate on account
of the billets betes so thoroughly en-
tangled in the pile. The magnets
were then attached to a crane In the
plate mill and used for handling pla ic.-.
as stat'd. As a matter of laet several
other large concerns have followed
the ' \:in,pie ~f th«- s tee] company, and
with very satisfactory results.

Magin ts for this work in connection
with an. electric traveling crane are
s-pcojnily well adapted for handling
plates, as the connections to the mag-
nets are placed on the bridge of the
crane in the same manner as the con-
nections for the operating motors. Af-
ter the magnet is placed on the plates

to be lifted, the electric connection is
made by means of an ordinary switch
placed in a convenient position in the
operator's cage. The magnets are so
designed that they are practically wa-
terproof and can be used for handling

pistes and other materials out of doors.
The double pole magnets in use by the
steel company can, as stated, handle
with safety live tons of metal, and for
this only require about four amperes
with a 240-volt current.

It was not long after the introduction
of electricity for this purpose before
this operator became very expert in op-
erating the switch. It came to him one
day just what ought to be done to
bring the magnet up to the one plate

standard. So after the magnet had
been lowered on to the pile of plates

and several plates taken up. the opera-
tor pulled the switch out, thereby
breaking the current for an instant.
He found that by this operation one
or two plates could be dropped off at

each breaking of the currents, the
plates next to the magnet retaining

sufficient magnetism to hold them to
the steel of the magnet itself until the
current was again switched on. This
operation was repeated until only one
plate remained attached to the mag-

net, and it was then an easy matter
to deposit it in the desired location.

TajS concentric pole magnet, as one
of these in use is termed, was es-
pecially designed for handling the hot

plates and ingots of steel. In fart,
there has been no difficulty whatever
in handling a 6,000 or 8,000 pound in-
got at a low red heat. This latter
feature seems one of the most wonder-
ful to those who visit the mill and see
this marvelous accomplishment of el°c-
tricity. We have all Iveen taught that
magnets attracted cold steel, but it is
certainly a novelty to see one of these
magnets lifting the red hot metal just

as easily as it would that bar, which,
if you placed your tongue on it on a
frosty morning, would stick closer than
a brother thereto.

As a labor saving apparatus, the
huge magnets are beyond Irmipnlr

i They work swiftly and silently and
save an immense amount c 4time. In

! fact the limit of their speed of action
ihas p. ver been discovered, because it
has never been ronaffltr> (l wise to test
them tei their fullest c apacity, the or-
dinary » very day rate of speed being

considered rafficieftt to fulfill all re-
lquit amenta Previous to the introdue-
| tion of the magnet, the work Which
it accomplished required a far greater

expenditure of time both of men and

| machinery, and on no occasion was
i the w n'ke done so efficiently.

The effective use of electric magnets
,in this manner has been limited. But
whore the iron or steel is to be hand-
led in such shape that it is possible
to get a good contact, there is no doubt
Whatever that it is the most economi-
cal and rapid method of handling. A
great many concerns have been afraid

Ito put m igm tfl into use on account
of the apparent danger of dropping the
material and thus endangering the
men who miight be at work. Tn years
of experience the company supplying
the magnets does not know of a single

case where any one has been injured
by the material dropping, and it firmly
believes that it is the safest way pos-
sible or handling certain classes of iron
and steei products. The magnets are
so designed that if. is impossible f">r
the men who are placing them to re-
ceive a shock.

Electricians who have studied this
matter say that this is the beginning
of a new era in the appliances of elec-
tricity to mechanical purposes. Inven-
tive genius is making it more and more
possible every day to utilize this pow-
erful factor and at the same time place
it beyond the power of persons who are
working about it to receive even the
slightest injury. When this fact has
been thoroughly demonstrated it is be-
lieved that electricity will find fields
of uscfullness in directions that are
seemingly barred to it at present.?Chi-
cago correspondent Cleveland Plain-
dealer.
