ATTORNEY-GENERAL
M'KENNA TALKS.

His Statement of the Union Pacific
Question.

Plain Explanation of the Government's
Side.

Ho More Reticence Displayed Than
Necessary to Preserve the Se-

crecy That Applies to Most Law

Business?He Plainly Shows

How Absurd Is the Charge of a

Deal in Favor of the Committee.

NEW YORK. (let. 30. ?A special to
the "World" from Washington says:
Attorney-General >I< Kenna made to
me to-day a complete explanation of
the Government's side of the L'nion
Pacl3c question.

It nas been repeatedly charged,"
said the Attorney-General, "that the
Government has displayed too mu< b
reticence in the matter of the Union
Pacific. It could not do otherwise than
preserve the secrecy which applies to
most law business. The subject has
been one which has concerned almost
exclusively the department of the ad-
ministration.

"There was no deal with the Reor-
ganization Committee. The Govern-
ment and committee from the \ ry
beginning have been legaJ adversaries.
Such was the case under Mr. Cleve-
land's administration, and th - MUM ap-
plies to this administrate n.

"The committee had a first lien on
the l'nion Pacific, and. as the hold-is
of the stock of the company, owned
the road. It held also \u25a0 fust lien OR
the Kansas Pacific, and other lions sub-
ordinate to that of the Government.
The committee's purpose was to ob-
tain title to the roads through fore-
closure, Clear of the Government's
lien.

"This could only be done by the Gov-
ernment becoming a party to the pro*
cet dings. The Government could not
be made a party without its consent,
or, at least, it was disputable if it
could be. For. . l ist re without the
Government being a pat ty would, there-
fore, leave thc road I subject to an
equity of rodemptioc in the Govern-
ment. The Government, therefore, was
desired a.s a party, but it would not
become so and risk the sale of property
with no bidders but the Reorganizati >a
Committee and itself. There were
many reasons against the Government
being a. bidder.

"To overcome its objection the Re-
organization Committee guaranteed a
bid for the roads ol £45,700,000 in
round numbers. In consideration of
this the Government appeared in the
suits brought by the first mortgagees
and commenced Independent suits to
foreclose its owe mortgages, in these
suits the testin any was taken and con-
tentions were mad.- and as keenly made
as litigants make contentions in any

suit. Some of these contentions were
decided for the Government, some
against it, and decrees were entered.
Prom these decrees the Government
concluded to appeal. The Reorganiza-
tion Committee then offered to increase
its guarantee bid to $50,060,000, an in-
crease of $4,900,000, if the Government
would not appeal. This increase cover-
ed the money objections to the decrees
and it was aco pted.

?'The committee then proceeded to
execute the decrees, and advertised rhe
properties for sale. The notice given
was four weeks. The Government
hoped that this would prove sufficient.
It reasonably anticif>ated that intend-
ing bidders had been attentive to the
suits and their pn gross. The decrees
besides were enter' d in the latter part

of .lub.', and wide publicity was given.
I repeat, we reasonably hoped that four
weeks' notice would be sufficient.

"But the Government took*, no
chance?, and when ft,became convinced
there was a prosp> I of better bids by
delay it resolved * *>k for a postpone-
ment of the salt .nd it notified the
Reorganization Committee and directed
its speeiul counsel to make an appeal
to Judge Sanborn. It is hardly neces-
sary to say that this movement was not
in the interest of the Reorganization
Committee, but against it. The com-
mittee sought to prevent it, but with-
out success; and to make it unn< ,
sary offered to bid the whole of the
Government's claim on the Union I'a-

?ciflc?or rather to bid such sum at the
sale as would pay the first me>rtgage
and net the Government the whole of
its claim ?in other words, an increase
of its bid $8,000,000. Does this look like
a deal? It is absurd and farcical to
say *o. The sum of the increase' pro-
cured for the Government by this ad-
ministration is nearly $13,000,000 ?in
effect more than that?slß,ooo,ooo, con-
sidering the Kansas Pacific also, lie-
cause the guarantee on the Kansas Pa-
cific is retained in the ups» t priot fixed
by 'he decree on that road. Does this
look like a deal with the Reorganiza-
tion Committee?"

ANGRY NAVAL OFFICERS.

England Takes Better Care of Her
Citizens Than We of Ours.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 31.?Naval offic-
ers are biting their lips over the re-
port that Great Britain proposes to
;:? led her citizens in Cuba by war-
ships. The third-class cruiser PaJlaa
is at Key West, coaled up and ready
to answer any can of the British Con-
sul at Havana. The British Wesl In-
dia squadron has all along been ready
for any attack that might be made on
British subjects, and the veSMSJ are
ready for instant HTI ice. While Kng-
land is thus prepared to HSSSSI her
own, the American vessels have either
been engaged in etteoSSSSJ a t nnd of
festivities, flower >|, c.-. .-!«.. ~r jn
laudable occupation of attempting to
prevent aid reaching the struggling pa-
triots. It is this which makes the
American naval Ofßct n SO angry, and
one of high rank to-day ex] rt ssed the
sentiment of all when he said:

It is with shame that We naval offic-
ers recall the action of our Govern-
ment in Cuban waters, both past and
present, and draw humiliating par-
allels of the present condition of affairs
with that of file Virginius victims,
abandoned to their fate by American
warships and rescued by an English
Captain, who threatened to raze the
walls of the tow n of Santiago de Cuba
if they dared to harm a hair of the
prisoners' heads.

In direct contrast to this is the action
of the Government in the case of the
Competitor. All her crew are yet in

prison and among them is a newspaper
man. Ifefforts have been made to se-
cure their release they have so far been
ineffectual.

Another case in point is that of Eouis
rings lliili It is in exactly the same
condition it has been for some time
past. An appeal is pending for the
revision of the sentence of perpetual
imprisonment recently inflicted upon
Somelian by the Spanish courts. The
State Department claims that while an
appeal is pending it can do nothing.

Assistant Seoretaiy Adee claims,

though, that at no time has the depart-

ment neglected its interests.

A week ago. in the same room, at
about the same time, a jury had ac-
quitted John Sehlegel for killingDr.

L. Berger. who it was alleged, had sus-
tained criminal relations with the pris-

oner's wife. These cases have been
the most sensational murder trials that
Kansas City courts have had to deal
with for years.

The Goddard case was given to the
jury late Friday night last, after an ex-
citing trial. Five times since then they

seht for Judge Longan and reported
that they were unable to agree upon a
verdict. Judge Longan was determined,
however, that they should secure . a
finding and after administering a se-
vere lecture, sent them back to deliber-
ate.

To-day after having taken nearly for-
ty ballots, they again emphasized their
inability to agree and Judge Longan
discharged them. The last ballot stood
six to six.

It is expected that a new trial will
follow at an early date.

Kans., to locate the grave of an Indian
prophet, and contracted a cold which
led to his death. He was a Baptist

minister.
