LET SILVER ALONE.
Tacoraa -Ledger: The refusal of the

English Government to consent to a
new international conference on the
money question, on any of the plans

submitted by the Commissioners from
the United States and France makes
it clear that England will not 'partici-
pate in any conferences that may be
held. The hope of a universal agree-
ment among the great commercial na-
tions to restore silver to either a free
or enlarged use as ultimate money must
be then abandoned.

The BAcKinley administration ha« now-
kept the pledge made for It by the St.
Louis convention to use every means
to promote the restoration of silver to
full money use by international agree-
ment. It has not only used all the
means that have been heretofore used
to that end, but it has wisely sought to
so prepare the way for a conference
that, once assembled, it should succeed
If success were at all possible. It is now
demonstrated, as it has never been
demonstrated heretof ore, that no agree,
ment that shall include all nations Is
no ssible.

It now remains to proceed to a con-
ference with such nations as will join

in it, if that should be thought de-
sirable. It is not now probable, ho%v-
ever, that any countries except
Which are great silver producers will
join in it. From such a conference no
very beneficial results could be hoped
for. It would be like a conference be-
tween two great wheat producing coun-
tries to advance the price or increase
the use of wheat.
