INDIANS GETTING OUT.

They Will No Longer Defy the
Authority of the State Law.

DENVER, Oct. 31.?A special to the
"Reeky Mountain News" from Rifle,
Col., says

Game Commissioner Swan and War-
den J. T. McLean returned here to-day

from Meeker. Mr. Swan Went from
Meeker to Yellow Creek, thirty-five

miles west of Meeker, -where he met
Warden McLean and Sheriff Wilbur of
liio Blanco County, who had been as
far west as the Utah line, on their
return vi the river. They reported that
the Indians were getting out of the
country as fast as possible.

Warden McLean and Sheriff Wilbur
had been riding the country for four
days notifying the Indians to leave and
when the officers started back to Meek-
er the Indians were all moving out.
These officials, as well as the settlers
along the river from Rangely to Meek-
er, are satisfied that the Indians have
left for good and very little uncasim ss
is felt on the part of the settlers. War-
dens have oven stationed along the
Utah line to report the first reappear-
ance of the Indians.

BERLIN. Oct. 31.?The firm of Ku-
hut & Deissler of this city has pat-

;ented a simple smoke consumer, con-
:slating of a fireclay- plate to be inserted
lin tin- furnace, which is said to effect a
complete consumption of smoke and lo

Iaverage a saving of 20 per cent, in
i fuel. An ordinary fireman is able to re-
place it. It cost 460 marks.

Experts declare that it will revolu-
: tionize the system of heating by coal,
j It is reported from Kiel that a thor-
| ough lest of the invention has been
! made at the navy yards there with the
jresult that the Government has ordered
the application of the smoke consum-
ers to all boilers In use in the navy,
and is negotiating with the inventors
for the sole right to use it on steamers.

Lieutenant Ni'ulaek, naval attache of
the I'nited States Embassy, has sent
a special report to Washington recom-
mending the adoption of the invention
in the United States Navy.

LOAN CONCLUDED.

An English Syndicate Will Control
the Chinese Customs.

SHANGHAI, Oct. 31.?The represen-
tative of the Hooley-Jameson syndi-
cate, which has been negotiating a loan
of £10.000,000 to the Chinese Govern-
ment on the proposed security of Chin-
ese customs, telegraphed yesterday
from Pekin that the Government had
finally acceded to the terms demanded
by the syndicate. The loan will be se-
cured on the balance of the unfettered
customs, which yield a revenue of
£000,000 anvually, and upon _fte salt
and likin taxes in ail flTc provinc a
which are entirely unencumbered and
amount to about £8,900,000 annually.
The Chinese Board of Revenue will
stand as security for the bonds, which
will be stamped with the seal of the
Board of Revenue and Tsung Li Ta-
men.

Tannery Burned.
LUDLOW (Pa,), Oct. 31?The large

tally destroyed by fire this afternoon.

WHEAT MARKET WEAK?SPOT
UNCHANGED.

Feed Barley Fairly Active?Oat
Market Soft, and Prices Are

Tending Downward.

San Francisco, Nov. Ist.
Flour has been unchanged for a long

time, in sympathy with a more or les.-s
even wheat market; on Saturday the ex-
ports footed up over 9,700 barrels,
mostly for the Orient, although quite a
lot went to the Hawaiian Islands. Spot
wheat is unchanged, but the market Ijj
weak, futures are lower. No changes
iti barley, feed ls steady and fairly ac-
tive; no call for brewing. Oat market
is soft, and prices are tending toward
a further decline. The market ls amply
supplied with corn; prices are lower
except fe>r small yellow.

Receipts of wine grapes are entirely
too heavy for the demand and tho situa-
tion is very much in favor of the buyer.
Good Missions bring almost as much as
g.infandel. Peaches tind very slow sale.
Fruit receipts all through were smaller
to-day, but prices showed no improve-
ment.
