
COMMITTEES ARE AT WORK.

PROGRESS OF THE SUGAR BEET

CANVASS.

Captain Hall Reports the Results

of His Inquiry at Wat-

sonville.

The Marysville Improvement Associ-
ation has promised C. H. Bentley and
V. s. McClatchy, representing the
Chamber of Commerce of this city, its
assistance in procuring lands for sugar-
beet culture under the conditions of the

Oxnard proposition, and has a com-
mittee now at work among the farm-
ers in that section.

Several Yolo County farmers are re-
ported by K. G. Raaf as having signed
contracts to plant beets.

T. B. Hall, who went to Watsonvilte
the other day to investigate the con-
dition of the sugar-beet industry there,

reports as follows to the Chamber of
Commerce:

J. O. Coleman, Secretary Chamber of
Commerce, Sacramento?Sir: While at

Watsonville yesterday I made some ob-
servations, and, thinking that perhaps
my notes might be of some interest to
you or our committee, working for the
establishment of the proposed beet-
sugar factory and refinery near Sac-
ramento, I submit them to you.

The yield of beets varies with the

season. In IS9G the crop was consid-
ered a good one, the average tonnage

grown on 10.000 acres of land averag-
ing near fifteen tons per acre of closely
trimmed, clean beets, as delivered to
the factory. The good land produced
from eighteen to twenty-seven tons
per acre. One party averaged on a
tract of 170 acres close to twenty-two
tons per acre. It is estimated that the
tonnage fpr ISO 7will not average over
twelve tons per acre, owing to the com-
paratively dry season.

Great care is exercised in preparing
the land before seeding?much depends
ujton this?a better stanel of beets, less
weeds, and consequently not so much
expense for hoeing and cultivation.

On the heavy black soils the treat-
ment is about as follows: As e-arly in
the season as possible plow from ten to
twelve Inches deep. The farmers In
this locality use a gang of two plows
with twelve-inch shear anel fourteen-
ineh moldboard. with six heavy horses
attached. One man can plow four
acres per day at a cost of SI 12 per
core. The ground is then harrowed and
cross-harrowed, using a four-horse
harrow, at a cost of 4»> cents per acre.
Following the work with a light culti-
vation, using a T Slsspol. duck-toothed
cultivator, cutting al>out eleven feet
(six horses), at a cost of 40 cents per
acre. Again the land is given a single

harrowing;, costing '_'!> cents per acre.
The ground is now allowed to rest un-

til it is time to prepare it for receiving

the seed, when a de*op cultivatiem is
given, costing, say, 60 cents per acre.
Then a single harrowing at 20 cvnts per
acre: then re>lled at 20 cents per acre,
and finally the preparation of the soil
Is completed by dragging, at a cost of

cents per acre, or a total cost of
32.

After the land has rested for thrc»
days, to allow the moisture to rise, the?
seeding commences. With a four-row
two-horse seeder one man can plant

twelve acres per day at a cost c>f 2~*
cents per acre. As success depends
much on this part of the operation,
very best man only should handle the
drill. Twelve pounds of beet sted are
sown to the acre.

Should a heavy rain come Immediate-
ly (within one day) after planting is
ftrdafaed, causing the surface of the
ground to crust or bake I?as it will do
on the heavy black lands at Watson-
ville ? the cultivator is again put to
work, as soon as possible after end
su-rm *s over. Then follows the har-
ruW, the drill, and the ground is re-

This plan is followed by the success-
ful beet raisers who will never take tha
chances of the tender beet sprouts forc-
ing their way through the crusted Of
baked ground in order to make a good

If the rain is not too heavy the cost
of reseeding might be avoided by gntnft
over the ground with a light roller with
its surface filled with nails (for teeth)

iiig, say. one to one and a half Inches.
A good time for rain to come is a

\u25a0week or ten days alter planting. It
takes usually about three weeks before
ihe I*-t shoots make their appearance
above the ground.

Thinning commences four weeks af-
ter the beets are up, and are placed SO
that the healthy plants stand about

» Igfet inches apart in the row, the rows
b-dng twenty inches apart.

ing follows in ab<>ut one week after
thinning.

Where the land is g'»>d. Italians, Chi-

nese or Japanese will contract for the
care of the beet crop at one dollar per
ton for clean topped beets. Some con-
tracts have been made with Italians at
ninety cents per ton. The work of the
contractor is as follows: Hoeing (usual-
ly once) before or after thinning, thin-
ning, weeding and cultivation between
the rows with a hand push hoe, pulling
the beets from the ground, after they

have been loosened by the plow, and
cutting the tops off in the manner re-
quired by the factory management,
placing the beets in piles and immedi-
ately covering them with the leaves
or tops to protect from the sun. After
this ths contractor gathers up the beets
and loads the farmer's wagons as they
come along.

The ccntractor receives ?-r» per acre
on account as soon as the work of thin-
ning, booing and cultivating is finished,
the balance when the beets deliver-
ed to the factory and paid for. When
the beets are ripe the ground is toOM D-
ed so the beets can be pulled by hand
by the use of a specially constructed
plow, consisting of two land-sides, each
held by a standard, attached to an iron
frame, forming as it were, two plow-
shares set three or four inches apart,
which is run to a depth of eight or ten
Inches,

This plow requires three horses to
pull it, and with erne man can plow out

two and one-half acres of beets per
day at an expense of ."?! 20 per acre.

This work is done by or at the ex-
pense of the grower?likewise any extra
cultivation that may he required.

Some years ago it was found bene-
ficial to give the ground one and pos-
sibly two cultivations with a good horse
cultivator about the time the beets are
half grown; but this extra cultivation
is the exception and not the rule, the
Carmen claiming that the thorough
work upon the land in preparing it Cor
the seed Ls the secret of successful beet
culture, making a material saving in
the aost of raising beets, as against do-
ing the work in a slipshod manner in
the beginning and being compelled to
do more work and at greater expense
alt r the basis are up and growing.

The roiat'ion of crops as a rule is (1)
beets, (-) baii.y, (."!) potatoes and again

Ifit Is de-sired to plant a tract of land
to b?ets that has previously grown a
crop of grain, the land should be plow-
ed early In the fall?after the first rains
?and li.y over until February* or March
following before the second and deep
plowing for beets is done.

Fanw rs can and do raise just such
bests as are required by the factory,
and they understand each other so well
there is little or no friction between
them. Beets are delivered at the fac-
tory in wagons or at distant points at
the receiving stations located and es-
tablished by the factory, where the
beets are weighed in and after a vary-
ing deduction (now 5 per cent.) is made
(bom the gross weight to compensate
for the d.;rt adhering to the beets the
farmer is credited with the net weight
and once a month he receives pay
therefor at $4 per ton.

The delivery of the beets at the fac-
tory' from near or cPstant points is reg-

julated by the factory, but the details
lof this work is so well arranged and
jmanaged that the farmer is put to no
serious inconvenience or anonyance.

The prosperity of Watsonville and
I surrounding country' is due, no doubt,
in a large measure to the beet sugar
industry now so well established, and

jthere seems to be no good reason why
other communities should not become
equally prosperous under similar con-
