
AN IMPORTANT CONVENTION.

COUNTY HORTICULTURAL COM-

MISSIONERS IN SESSION.

Only a Few Were Here, bnt Inter-

esting Subjects Were Taken

Up Yesterday.

Meeting of the Association of Coun-
ty Horticultural Commissioners was

held in the Senate chamber yesterday.
The meeting was called to order by

Secretary B. M. Lelong of the State
Board of Horticulture, who stated that

he had been asked by the Secretary to
do so in his absence. The object of

the organization, he said, was the prop-

er consideraiticn of matters that will

Come before the Legislature and will af-
fect the various counties, and to take
measures to perpetuate the organiza-

tion, matters relating to quarantine

and the prevention of the introduction
of injurious insects. A number of sci-
entists, he said, had been invited to be
present, and address the association.
Some of them were already here, as
Alexander Craw, the quarantine officer,

and Professor Woodworth of the uni-
versity and others would be here later.

The members of the association
could also consult the Attorney-General
and his deputies, who would give them
any assistance in their power, on all
subjects relative to the objects Bought.

He had also been requested to state
that the association was at present

without either a President or a Secre-
tary, and it would be necessary' to first
elect these temporary' officers. He
would now declare nominations for
temporary President in order.

S. L. Marshall of Fresno was nomi-
nated and unanimously elected, and
E. H. Rust of Los Angeles was unan-
imously elected temporary Secretary.

A member said that the representa-

tion pttsent was very small, and he
thought, as there would be many more
here to-morrow, it would be well to
adjourn till then, and he moved that
the meeting do so adjourn.

Mr. Hamilton of Orange said it was a
pity the attendance was so small. It
is hard, he said, to get a corporal's
guard of horticulturists together. He
had thought it would be best to start
a day ahead of the Pruit Growers'
Convention. The association ought to
commence and at least get the com-
mitters appointed, and go ahead and
get in working order before the con-
vention begins.

A San Joaquin member was opposed
to adjourning, and as others joined
him, it was decided to have informal
discussions.

Alexander Craw, State Quarantine
Officer, thought it would be better not
to adjourn, but to stay and discuss
various matters, without taking any
definite action that might be upset
when a larger number have gathered.
He had with him a number of new
specimens of destructive Insects that
have been brought into the State, and
if the members would like to examine
them, he thought he could present to
them some very interesting and instruc-
tive facts.

Those present were glad to embrace
Th- opportunity to enlarge their knowl-
i dge of injurious insects, and exam-

im d the spec imens shown by Mr. Craw
with much interest. Among them was
a small scale that was brought from
Japan in tea. Mr. Craw stated that it
had been treated in Washington with
solutions of double strength of the
strongest washes, with the result that
only from 6 to 7 per cent, of the in-
sects were destroyed. He showed a
large number of specimens that had
b\u25a0< ti newly brought into the State,
and excited much interest among the
members, who had never before seen
them.

A vote of thanks was extended to Mr.
Craw for his explanations and illus-
trations.

Hamilton of Orange County said, in
reference to the horticultural law,
that the State had a law eight years
ago, and it had been modified and mod-
ified since. The difficulty with the law
was that the cleaning of orchards could
not be enforced without bringing suit
and a jury could not be found to convict
offenders. It was a hard matter to get
the law enacted eight years ago passtd,
and it was strongly opposed, but the

Supreme Court declared it constitu-
tional. The new law changes the word
"may- tc "must" in directing the pros-
ecuting attorney to bring suit.

A recent decision has been made,
however, by Judge Van Dyke, to the
effect that the law declaring the ex-
! rise of cleaning orchards where the
owners refused to clean it. should not
be a iien on the property. The law
is now as it has been for eight years
past, and as it is enforced. The mis-
take was in bringing a suit. Suit has
never been brought in Orange County,
a.s the Commissioners always went
ah. ad and fumigated the orchards, sent
in a bill to the Supervisors, which was
paid, aril then riled a lien on the prem-
ises. Those on w hose property the lien
was filed were always quick to raise
it. The statement that no provision is
made in the law for giving the owner
notice is a mistake, Cor the law does
provide for it. although notice may
not have been given in this particular
case.

The iontenticn of the court is that the
Legislature has no power to declare
what shall be a nuisance, as that is tha
province of the court. He wished to
know if the courts were to make the
laws or if it were not its duty simply
to decide on them. He did not belike,
the decision would stand. The con-
ditions in ('range County, he said, are
different from these in Los Angeles and
San Bernardino Counties and still more
so from the rest of the State. There
the Commissioner is also the Inspec-

tor. There is no trouble with the grow-
ers who take care of their own places.
i'Ut there are many places that are
heavily mortgaged to Eastern capital-
ists, who only care to get their inter-
est and do not care about the condi-
tion of the orchards. The men v.hj

rent the orchards of course do not care
for the scale, but the neighbors who
have clean orchards do. When iom-
plaint is made to him he gets a thor-
ough description of the place and goes

re the Board of Supervisors and
asks that it be condemned and they al-
ways do it for him. He gives ten days'
notice to the owner and if he does net
clean his orchard it is done for him. All
orchards are fumigated at least once a
year, because a few always escape to
propagate.

He was on friendly terms with most
of the orange growers, who are an aid
to him, making their own fight against
insects and they tell him where the
foul orchards are found.

Another thing he wished to speak of
was the fact that the Postoflice Depart-
ment is carrying tree stock, shrubbery,
etc., through the mails. He saw tl."
Postmaster delivering such packages
and told him that he should not deliver
them until he had inspected them. He
was told that the department would not
allow such inspection. Then chey

combined and asked Senator White to
get the Postmaster-General to issue
such an order, but the Senator said that
he could not get a hearing on the sub-

Jet. as the Postmaster-General knew
nothing about bugs and wanted to know
nothing of them. Then, too, the In-
terstate Commerce law stands in the
way, and will have to be modified be-
fore relief can be had. Meanwhile, if
the Gypsy moth should come from Mas-
sachusetts, for instance, it would be a
great damage to the State. He would
not see it introduced here for $,"X).oOu>
000.

Mr. Craw corroborated this statement.
Another trouble, Mr. Hamilton said.

[ was that Supervisors are generally pol-
iticians and knew nothing of insects,
and are loath to appropriate money to
pay for inspection. Every lot of trees
should be inspected in the county it is
shipped from and the Inspector of the
county should also inspect them. No
tret - should be shipped from one coun-
ty to another without being first disin-
fected, in one case 320,000 trees were
brought into his county and Quaran-
tined and disinfected three times with-
out killingall the scale. Tt was not
deemed safe for the Commissioners to
burn them and they took the matter
into court. The court, after heating

the evidence, left the bench and per-
t \u25a0 ally inspected the trees and imme-
diately ordered them burned. There
was some talk of suing the county, jut

in face of the decis-fon of the Superior

Court it has not been done and will
probably never be done.

Two members stated that in their
counties the Commissioners had signed

blank certificates to nurserymen that
their trees were clean and the nurset r-
tnen had on those certificates shipped
trees from o<ther nurseries.

Quite a discussfon arose on this point
and the difficulty of an Inspector ex-
amining all the trees shipped in small
bunches.

E. M. Ehrhorn of Santa Clara said
that the nurserymen of his county had
agreed not to send out any treses that
have root knot on them, and they are
keeping their word.

This started a long discussion on root

Mr. Hamilton stated that the rail
read companies had treated him well
and that they had gtven him much aid

in quarantining trees.
Mr. Craw said the Southern Pacific

Company had issued orders to the em-
ployes to notify the Commissioners of
th - Arrival of trees and shrubbery, giv-
ing them an opportunity to Inspect

Mr. Rust said that In some parts of
hi.- county the Rhizobi'us had not pros-
pered and on killing some linnets a
large number of Rhizobius had been
found In their crops. An order had
been issued in his county that sc.tiv

fruit must l>e cleaned in the orchards
where grown, before being sent to be
packed. He gave an account of the
go«.d work l>eing done in his county.

The iv: « ting adjourned after short
informal talks.

FRUIT-GROWERS GATHERING.

THEIR CONVENTION TO OPEN

THIS MORNING.

Some of the Important Topics to be

Considered During the
Session.

Representative fruit-growers of Cali-
fornia will meet in convention in the
Senate Chamber of the State Capitol
at 9:30 o'clock this morning, and it
promises to l»e one of the most im-
portant to horticulturists ever held in
the State.

Eminent fruit-growers from all over
the State are already in the city, and
others will arrive to-day. The con-
vention will last four days, and it is

believed three sessions will be held
daily in order to discuss the many
questions that will come up.

This morning's session will consist
of: Calling to order, Invocation, selec-
tion of two Vice-Presidents, address of
welcome, President's annual address,
appointment of committees by the
President, on Resolutions, to consist of
five members, to whom all resolutions
shall be referred, unless otherwise or-
dered; on Legislation, to consist of five
members; on Marketing, Transporta-
tion and Freight Rates, to consist of
five members; addresses: motions an I
resolutions; routine business.

At the afternon session J. A. Filcher,
Secretary of the State Board of Trade,
will read a paper on "Foreign Mar-
kets for Fruit." and he will be followed
by Thomas V. O'Brien, Secretary of
the San Francisco Farmers' Club, with
a paper on "N< ar-by Markets." I. N.
lioag. President of the Redlands Fruit
Exchange, will read a paper on "The
Citrus Fruit Industry," while "The
orange" will be the theme of a parser
by Professor William C. Fuller of Col-
ton. E. W. Holmes of Riverside will
give a dissertation on "The Time for a
Proper Conservatism."

Each day's programme will be at-
tractive, and besides the papers?
which have been prepared by pome of
the best thought in the State?there will
be practical talks by practical men.

Among the papers which will be read
and discussed after to-morrow's ses-
sion are: "Pure Food," by Dr. John F.
.M rse of the San Francisco Board of
Health; "Use of Alkaline and Saline
Waters in Irrigation." by Professor W.
E. Hilgard. Director of the Agricultural
College of the State University; ' Rela-
tive Agrinomic Value of Bone Meal
and Other Phosphates." by Profeasor
S. M. Woodbridge, Director, of the
Southern California Academy of Sci-
ences: "How to Preserve Our Vine-
yards," by Professor Arthur P. Hayne,
Assistant in charge of viticulture and
olive culture at the State University;
"Horticultural Quarantine." by Alex-
ander Craw, Quarantine officer of the

Board of Horticulture; Adulter-
ants of Olive Oil," by Frank A. Kim-
ball of National City; "Olive Oil and
the Effect of Adulterants." by Dr. E.
A. Osborne. Superintendent of the State
Home for Feedle-Mlnded. and a num-
ber of others of equal importance.

Seats in the convention will be given
to all interested in horticulture, and
each and every fruit-grower is expected
to add to the knowledge of the other*
by tendering a chapter of personal ex-
periences.
