
A VICTORY FOR PROGRESS.

BOND ELECTION CARRIED BY A

BIG MAJORITY.

Only a Few Precincts That Are

L'uder the Silurian

Influence.

The people of Sacramento County

yesterday placed themselves on record
as strongly in favor of redemption from
the tax-eating, backwoods method of
road building that has been followed
ever since the county was organized.

After expending about one and a half
million dollars for patchwork on earth-
en roads, the highways of the county

are little better than they were forty
yean ago, and in many places worse.
But all this is to be changed.

By a vote of more than six to one
the people yesterday asserted them-
selves and declared that the old roads
must go, and that henceforth the best
will be none too good for them. In
other words, the people by an over-
whelming vote declared in favor of the
proposition to issue $75,000 in bonds for
the purpose of raising funds for build-
ing a model road of crushed rock be-
tween this city and Folsom. as a begin-
ning in good roads construction.

It has taken a vast deal of hard
Work to convince a large share of the
people of the county that the expendi-
ture of $75,000 in one lump on a road
of twenty miles was really not a piece
of extravagance. They had been so
accustomed to doling out about (3,000
or more each year for repairs and
sprinkling on that same road, that it
seemed the easiest and cheapest tiling

to do. when in reality it was like throw-
ing their money into a bottomless pit.

Where so many have labored hard to
accomplish the result of yesterelay's
election, it is not an easy matter to
give individual credit therefor. The
Commissioners of the State Department

Ol Highways have done yeomen's ser-
vice, and the people owe them much
for the able support they gave the en-
terprise, especially in the way of edu-

< ating the public on the subject of per-
manent road building as against the
old patchwork system.

Then the Folsom Highway Commis-
sioners and various local committees
and individuals have done very ef-
fective work in the good cause. As
for the newspapers, nobody thinks of
giving them credit for what they do
in such matters, possibly on the as-

.nption that th<- average newspaper

rarely fails to blow its own horn in a

little hither key than any other.
Be that as it may, the people of the

entire county have cause to rejoice

that at last the scales have fallen from

their eyes, and that they are able to

distinguish between the beautiful
picture that progress paints and the

miserable daub of the Silurian.
The vote polled yesterday was light

throughout the county, but that was tc

be expected in a matter of this kind,

as there was nothing in the issue cal-
culated to arouse the enthusiasm of
men generally. It was therefore a very

creditable vote. The city cast ",>: 12

votes in favor of the bond issue and
363 against it. The hardest workers
against the proposition were a few dis-
gruntled men who were never known
to be in favor of anything that had
the remotest relation to progress. But
this class of men were snowed under
so deep yesterday that they will hardly
be able to crawl out from beneath the
avalanche before the Fdlsooa macadam
highway will be completed.

The "Record-Union's" returns are not
complete, but they cover nearly all the
important places in the county. So
far as heard from the vote stands
o.tr_>4 in favor of the bond issue, and
only 770 against it. The Fourth Su-
pervisor District (with several precincts
to hear from) gives 90S for and but 63
against, while the Fifth gives 200 for
and 344 against.

Four precincts of those heard from
voted solidly for the bonds?Arcade,
Perkins and Natoma in the Fourth
District, and Richland in the Fifth. But
one precinct?so far as known ?voted
solidly against the bond issue, and that
was Arno, with its 24 votes.

Even in the Fifth District, where the
only real opposition was manifested,
out of thirteen precincts heard from
but live gave majorities against the
bonds?Gait. Michigan Bar, Elk Grove,
Union House and Arno. all the others
giving majorities for the bonds.

The proposition has not only received
the necessary two-thirds majority, but
will have close on 2,<KM> votes over and
above that figure. Following are the
figures as far as receiveei:
