THE DURRANT CASE AGAIN.

It is now conceded on all sides that
the men and press who railed and
roared against the Supreme Court for
staying the execution of Durrant were
wrong, and moved rather by their pas-
sioms and impulses than by their judg-
ments. It is perfectly clear now to
the commonest comprehension that the
Supreme Court did precisely what the
statutes of the State command it to do,
and that to have done less would have
been to violate the ocath of office and
wink at the gross perversion of the law
by the court below.

The Jaw, as the “Record-Union” said
at the time in expressing its firm con-
viction of the soundness of the hold-

1g of the appellate court, was made
by the islature. It guarantees to
every convicted person the right to ap-
peal from the judgment within a
given time. It also guarantees the right
of ‘appeal from orders after judgment.
This appeal may be taken within ten
days after the making of the order. But
it does not stay execution, says the
statute, unless the Superior Court or
the Supreme Court grants a writ of
probable cause. Such appeal must
also be from an order affecting the
substantial right of the defendant.

Now it was a substantigl statutory
right of Durrant to have ten days
within which to perfect his appeal
from the order of Judge Bahrs, an or-
der after judgment, since that order di-

INCOME AND OUTGO.

The Democratic, the free silver and
the Populist press are all now diligently
ergaged—whether by pre-arrangement
Or not—in pointing out with many a
sneer, and many a forecast of trouble
to come soon, that the Government is
not receiving income sufficient to meet
Current expenditures. In every case the
deficit is charged to the operation of
the Dingley bill. With singular incon-
sistency, however, while one group of
these papers charges it to vital defects
in the system of the bill, another
charges with equal force that it is due
to the too strict and protective opera-
tion of the measure. In the one case it
is a high protective bill, in the other
it is not sufficiently revenue producing
because it does not sufficiently protect.

Let the fair-minded look at the mat-
ter calmly. Those who have knowledge
of governmental experiments of that or-
der, knew from the outsct that the
Dingley bill would require considerable
time tobecome fully effective. The stocks
that were imported in anticipation of
the passage of the bill largely became
factors in the case. They must be dis-
posed of before imports will become
what they may be expected to reach.
At the same time the nation has vastly
enlarged its expense account. So much
augmented is the outlay of the Govern-
ment that taxation cannot keep pace
with it and be bearable.

The demands upon the public Treasu-
rv must be greatly abated, or our bal-
ance sheet will be a deal worse off than
it is now. The pension list is the chief of
the items of concern. It is enormous.
This year it will reach the highest fig-
ure it has ever attained, namely, $150,-
000,000. This it is shown will be equiv-
alent to adding $60,000,000 a year to the
public debt so long as that great pension
total shows up.

There is a very heavy outlay going on
also in outfitting coast defenses, in fin-
ishing the new navy, and in similar nec-
essary works. There was extraordinary
expenditures because of the Missiskippi
River floods, and in addition the de-
mands from all quarters for money for
public works has been excessive, and
most of it has prevailed.

The people should understand clearly
that our expenditures are exceeding our
income right along, because of the ex-
traordinary demands made upon the
Treasury, and that no tariff bill could
be possibly expected to meet such de-
mand, unless the pension list is cut in
two, and no one thinks of that. It is
not at all surprising, therefore, that
with the indisposition of the people to
invite the levy of further taxes, the
bonded debt of the country should con-
tinue to increase, as it will until the pen-
sion list begins te fall off, though the
operation of the new revenue bill, when

free, will relieve the strain somewhat.

directs—namely, that another day for
his execution may be fixed.

We apprehend that no one in the

the court below was either dignified,
self-respecting or creditable in its pro-
cedure; but will agree that its outrage-
ously indecent order to hang Durrant
within the limit given him by the law
of the State to take an appeal was
shameful.

Humboldt Standard: If the Repub-

Queen Ma.ry- Jester.

John Heywood, the poet and
dramatist, sometimes styled ‘‘the Epi-
grammatist,” was jester to Queen
Mary. He had been a great favorite
with her father, King Henry VIIL, to
whose court he was introduced by Sir
Thomas Moore, and his acquaintance
with Mary was from her childhood. In
those early days he contributed consid-
erably to the little Princess’ amuse-
ment. He was manager of a juvenile
company that played before her; he
composed songs for her, sometimes
making himself the subject, and on her
eighteenth birthday he wrote a poem
in her homor, in which she was flat-
teringly described.

On her marriage with Phillip he com-
posed a ballad for her; and at her
coronation, when the grand procession,
headed by the new Queen clad in blue
velvet and seated in her gilded chariot
drawn by six horses, approached the
palace, her old friend Heywood greeted
her with an oration.

Heywood’s influence with this mor-
bid and sullen Queen was most hap-
py, and was undoubtedly due to long
association and pleasant memories. He
was often summoned to cheer her with
his music and wit, and her last ili-
