A NOVEL GUNBOAT.

Guns and Sharpshooters in the
Fighting Tops.

Novelties in naval construction to
meet new features expected in actual
warfare are not elsewhere more appar-
ent tht.n in the latest gunboats, of
which the Helena, recently a visitor to
the Washington ordnance establish-
ment, is a type. This vessel attracted
wid> spread curiosity there among Un-
cle Sam's professional warriors sta-
tioned at headquarters, particularly on
account of her lofty smokestack and
military mast, which are wholly dis-
proportionate to her size when com-
pared with familiar marine craft.

This mast, with its platforms or
"t<>!>s." is d?.?signed for novel uses. In
th.* riv«r service, for which the Hele-
na class has been especially adapted,

it is to furnish shelter as elevated as
possible for a wide outlook over the
surrounding country, especially where
the banks are high or wooded, and to
provide unexposed perches for
\u25a0baxpshooterta It is practically
two masts as high as the
lower fighting top, the inner tube
or mast proper of two feet diameter

to the platform above the
searchlight, sixty-eight feet above wa-
ter, where four men manipulate the
automatic guns, firing twice each sec-
en.i. Around this mast an outer shell
six feet in diameter covers a staircase
to the pilot-house and to the lower top,
"\u25a0there i glu men are in action sta-

d at the four one-pounder rapid-
fire Hot< hkiss guns, each firing: a
pound projectile every three seconds.
To both lighting tops run electrical am-
munition hoists reaching down into the
magazines bek>w water, and speaking jtubes, Pignal* steam steering gear and
other apparatus are inclosed.

Above all, towering over 100 feet,
(trigs*! mast. The huge stack

barges its smoke eighty feet above
the nrc-grate beneath the boilers, this
hight serving the double purpose of j
<arry;ng away the smoke from the
sharpshooters and furnishing great
natutal draught In the fire-rooms with-
out the aid of blowers.

The Helena has eight 4-inch rapid-
fire rlflct, six in broadside and two on
the main deck. Ksuh has a crew of
four men attended by four ammunition
passers. The gun captain, standing at
the ifft. trains, elevates and fires; the
second Captain, at the right, relieves
him wh< n disabled; No. 3 with a sweep-
ing motion swings open and shuts the

1 N<> 4 hands the 07-pound
cartridge into the gun. The Helena's
forward deck crew will hit a small tar-
get a mile away five times in forty-five
seconds with a steel shot weighing
thirty-three pounds. The shield pro-
tecting th ifour men is of 3-inch steel,
and the gun's pedestal, besides contain-
ing all Deeded implements, resists a
twenty-too recoil at each discharge.?

SPECULATIVE WHEAT MARKET
HIGHER.

Barley Lower, Both for Spot and
Futures?Fair Demand for

Oats?Corn Quiet.

San Francisco, Dec. 9th.
The local speculative Wheat market

is higher, and there is a generally
stronger feeling, owing to the workings
of the Chicago market, but spot values
are unchanged. Barley, owing to the wet
weather, is lower, both for spot and fu-
tures; buyers are not numerous. No
changes in Oats; fair demand: over 11,-
--800 Dentate arrived from Washington to-
day. Corn is quiet and unchanged in
price.

Not many Apples arrived to-day, but
held-over stocks are large and no ad-
ditional are needed. The market all
through shows no improvement, all lines
dragging.

Butter is lower. There is practically
no packed Butter in first hands; there
is still some in second hands, and until
that is cleaned up or the price of the
fresh article comes to a point that will
create a shipping demand, there is little
chance for improvement. Eggs are
lower, and moving slowly.

It shall bo unlawful for any person to
open, set up. conduct, deal, play or carry
on in any public or private place Whatever
in the city of Sacramento, any automatic
o.uotation exhibitor or any similar contri-
vance or imitation there-of, whether oper-
ated by means of a clock or by any ..tie r
device or any system whereby goods in
name only and that do not exist are
liought and sold on commission, or where
b> the rise and fall of price of goods are
dependent upon automatic operation, tbe
result of which are by chance or other-
wise, whether called an automatic quota-
tion exhibitor or grain and stocky ex-
change, or any clock game. Ferris Wheel,
nickel-in-the-slot machine or imitation
thereof, or any device or scheme whatever
for money, checks, chips, credit or any
representative of value; provided, how-
ever, that any slot machine kept and
played solely* and alone for articles of
merchandise shall be and is hereby ex-
cepted from the provisions of this ordi-
nance.

Section 2. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect "from and after its passage.

An e'lrdinance Amending Section 7 of Ordi-
nance No. 281, entitled "Concerning
Plumbing and Drainage in the City of
Sacramento," passed July 27. 189 Lby
Providing That When the Board of
Trustees Sees Fit, Direct Connection
With Public Sewers May be Made
Without Intervening Vault or Cess-
pool.

THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE
City of Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section t Section 7 of Ordinance No. 281
is hereby amended so as to read as fol-
lows: . .

"Section 7. Every house or building
must have a water tight cesspool or vault
between such house or building and the
public sewer (where the public sewers are
i>.accessible, cesspools shall be constructed
in conformity with Ordinance No. 20S>.
Sue!; cesspools shall be constructed of im-
perishable meterial, and in no case where
practicable shall be placed at a less dis-
tance than ten (18) feet from the exterior
v alls of an inhabited building, or at a less
distance than five (5) feet from the lines
of adjoining property. Connection shall l>e
i le between cesspool or vault and the
public sewer by a vitrified iron-stone pipe,
four inches in diameter, laid with water-
tight joints, in cement mortar, composed
of one (1) part Portland cement to two (2)
parts clean, sharp sand. It shall have a
fall of not less than one-eighth CO or an
inch to the foot, and bo so arranged at the
cesspool or vault that only the liquid ? i
escape. Each joint of the pipe when lard
must be properly cleaned on the inside
with a suitable scraper before the a tCi
ing joint Is put in place. Every cesspool

shall have a separate ventilating pipe not

less than four (4) inches inside diameter,
extending at least three (3) feet above the
highest part of the roof or coping: said
ventilating pipe shall be constructed of
cast iron above the ground, under ground
the connections may be made or iron-

stone pipe. No other pipes of any other de-
scription shall be connected with the ven-
tilating pipe from the cesspool: provided,
however, that any house or building may-
be connected directly with the public,
sever, without any intervening vault or

Bspool, whenever In the judgment of the
Board of Trustees it is necessary and ex-
pedient that such direct connection he

made Before any such direct connection
With the public sewer shall be made, ap-
plication for permission to make the same
shall be made to the Board of Trustees,
who shail then pass upon the necessity or
expediency of such direct coneetion, and If
such permission be granted, that fact shall'
be spread upon the minutes of the board.

Section 2. All ordinances or parts of
ordinances in conflict with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.

Section 3 Any person violating any of
the provisions of this ordinance shall be
guilty of a misdemeanor, and. upon con-
viction thereof, shall be fined not less
than fifty nor more than two hundred
dollars or hv imprisonment in the city
prison not exceeding thirty days, or by
both such fine md imprisonment.
