
CARING FOR TOURISTS.

"Wide-Awake Japanese Organiza-

tion to Look After Foreigners.
The largest number of tourists who

in recent years have visited Japan have
add-d considerably to the revenue of
the country. It has been calculated
that every visitor spent in his travels
not less than $500, and the aggregate

result of the arrivals from foreign parts

meant between $2,000,000 and $3,000.-
--000 to Japanese breadearners. Most
of this fell into the hands of curio
dealers, who palmed off inferior goods

on ignorant westerners, and of the
guides who acted as their agents.

To remedy this abuse a society was
formed in ISIKS, on the initiative of a
number of Japanese noble-men and
gentlemen, assisted by several inlluen-
tial foreign residents. It was called
The Ki-hin-Kai. and its objects were
to extend a welcome to foreign tourists
and to render them every assistance
during their stay in Japan. Its aims
at bringing within the tourists' re-ach
means of accurate-ly observing the fea-
tures of the country and the character-
istics of the people; visiting public
buildings and places famous for scenic
beauties: seeing objects of art, both
ancient and modern; entering into so-
cial tin ' e-ommereiaJ relations with the
people; in short, affording them all fa-
cility and convenience toward the ac-
complishment of their aims, thus in-
directly promoting, in however small a
degree, the cause of international in-
tercourse and trade. Arrangements are

made for the provision of trustworthy
guides, and facilities are given for
travel and sightseeing. Entrance is
obtained to all the Government estab-
lishments and to the places of interest
in different parts of the country. In-
troductions are provided to manufac- 1
ture"-.s and merchants, so that although
the n.ain object of the society is of a
social nature, it may be of great service
to those who go to investigate commer-
cial and industrial conditions. Accord-
ing to the rank or personal record of a
tourist, the society will introduce him
at his retiuest to any Japanese noble-
man or gentleman, if the circumstances
seem tc warrant such an introduction.
In the case of a distinguished tourist
the society might make arrangements
at its own c-ost to entertain him, so that
its members and friends may make his
acepiaintance.

The society is maintained by sub-
scriptions from sympathizers and by-

contributions frr>m its own members.
The tourist is, therefore, charged only
50 sen (a littie over 27* cents) as a fee

to recover part of the expenses in-
volved in the services rendereel to him.
On payment of the fee the tourist is
presented with a map of the district
in which he wishes to travel, bearing

the name e>f the holder and the society's
seal, and its presentation at any of the
oflices of the society will secure to him
all the privileges of that corporation.
Guide books, volumes containing infor-
mation about the country, catalogues
of works on Japan, lists of Japanese
prodUCtions, advertisements relating to j
the facilities for travel, etc., are kept

at the society's library, to which the
tourist can have access at any time.
American visitors to Japan, of whom
th.- number is largely increasing every
year, a ill do well to take advantage of
the services of this excellent society.?

The magazine number of "The Out-
look" for December (New York) is its
ninth annual book number.
