DANGEROUS YOUNG CRANK.

ANTONE BURY AND HIS PISTOL

AGAIN.

Says He Came to Town to Finish a

Crime He Once At-

tempted.

Antonio Bury, or Berry, who conducts
a tailoring establishment at Woodland,
but who was formerly a resident of this
city, in is the City Jail here. He came
from Woodland on Monday evening
and proceeded to load up on bad liquor

before starting out on whatever mis-
sion had brought him hither.

When Bury resided in this city he
was considered by those who knew

him to be somewhat cranky or eccen-
tric, which added to his love for liquor,

made him at times dangerous. He at
one time was treated at Dr. Corey's

Gold Cure for alcoholism, and it Was
the remembrance of that which sent
him there yesterday morning.

Bury celebrated his arrival at the
hospital by discharging his pistol three
times on the sidewalk before trying the
door, and when finally admitted, he
said:

"Well, Doctor, I'm drunk again, and
want you to give me a dose."

About a year ago Bury attempted to
murder Miss Maud Methven, an estima-
ble young girl of this city, and that he
failed to do so was due chiefly to his
poor marksmanship. He was arrested
and charged with assault to murder,
but for some reason the charge was
reduced to assault, and he was sen-
tenced to three months in the County
Jail. While there the County Lunacy

Examiners declared him insane, and
he was sent to the Stockton Insane
Asylum, but a few months ago was
discharged as cured.

Bury told the Doctor he had come to
the city for the purpose of murdering

Miss Metbven, and after the physician

had given him the "dose," Bury drew
a revolver, at the same time saying he
had another one. also a razor, about his
person, and without further ceremony
fired a shot into the door.

Dr. Corey vanished from the room
and rang up the police for assistance.
Officer Bagley answered the call, and
when he reached the hospital he found
Bury seated in the middle of the room,
where the doctor had left him, with his
pistol gripped in his hand and half
asleep from the effects of the medicine
he had taken. Bagley quietly got be-
hind the belligerent youth, wrenched
his weapon away from him, and landed
him safely in jail.

From the accounts given by Dr. Co-
rey and the officers. Bury should be
recommitted to the asylum "for keeps."

NO VERDICT YET.

The Cippa Jury Locked Up for the
Night.

The jury in the case of N. Cippa, on
trial in Judge Hart's court for criminal
intercourse with a 14-year-old girl, re-
tired shortly after noon yesterday, but
up to a late hour last night no verdict
had been reached, and they were locked
up for the night.

About haif-pa<=t 2 o'clock In the af-
ternoon the jurors returned to the
court-room and Informed Judge Hart
that they had been unable to agree.
Being asked how they stood, numeri-
cally, the foreman replied nina to throe.

Juror Thomas Hague then asked the
court to inform them whether or not,
if a verdict of guilty were found, the
defendant could receive a lesser sen-
tence than five years.

With the consent of counsel on both
sides, the court read to the jury that
portion of the law which fixed five
years as the minimum penalty, and
they again retired to the jury room.

It is understood that the jury stood
nine for conviction and three for ac-
quittal, but it is supposed the latter
three would agree to a verdict of guilty
if the penalty could be made less than
five years.

While the matter of the girl's char-
acter previous to her relations with
Cippa was not and could not bo con-
sidered during the trial of the casev it is
cpuite well known to the public, and
there are those who do not favor such
severe punishment under the circum-
stances, as the girl's acts were volun-
tary, and with a mercenary motive.

While the law makes no distinction
between voluntary and involuntary acts
where a girl is under 10 years of age,
nevertheless it seems almost impossi-
ble to secure Jurors who will in such
cases as this adhere to their oaths to
be governed by the law, the evidence
and the court's instructions. They
promise to try cases as the law pre-
scribes, but once in the jury-room they
prefer to be governed by their own
ideas of what the law and its penaltbs

should be, rather than by what they
are.

Men who hold to their rights to ex-
ercise this privilege should be frank
enough to declare themselves at the
outset and thus avoid being placed in
a position where they cannot conscien-
tiously vote to return a verdict of guil-
ty in cases in which they believe the
punishment prescribed by law to be ex-
cessive.
