They are not mere
theories and vague experiments. Un-
the Illinois law Spalding, the Chi-
cago bank president, convicted of em-
bezzlement, was sentenced to service in
tha State prison at hard labor for one
Year, and under the indeterminate sen-
tence Act.

That Act provides for each of the
several grades of offenses a maximum
penalty, with a minimum of one year.
The criminal is thus ordered to be in-
carcerated for at least one year, and
possibly for ten, fifteen, twenty or thir-
ty years. His conduct in prison, the
evidences of refoign that may develop
in his demeanor, etc., determine
whether he shall be kept for the full
limit of the law, or be discharged or
paroled by the Prison Commission
earliec,

Where this law does not apply, the
extent of the penalty is dependent upon
the discretion of the Judge of the trial
court. It must be evident that under
the latter system there can be no uni-
formity of punishment, and that there
must be a great deal of injustice. In
1his State we know of instances where
for comparative mild offenses convicted
nrisoners have been sentenced to, say,
ten or fifteen years in prison by one
Judga, whereas in another court con-
victad prisoners whose offending in the
same crder of crime was gross, malic-
lous and aggravated, received but two
or three years.

There was one case we recall, where
B mere boy was gent up from Alameda
for a leng term, while a criminal for
precisely a similar offense, a hardened
offender and desperate fellow, was sen-
tenced for but a year or two. The in-
equalities of sentence are almost as
numeTous as there are prisoners. Not
Infrequently, it may be concluded, the
severity or mildness of an applied pen-
alty depends upon the condition of the
digestive organs of the court at the
particular moment of pronouncing sen-
tence.

However, the indeterminate sentence
law, which is no new thing, proceeds
upon the bellef founded upon long ob-
eervation and study of the lives of

The system is thus rather a reversal
of than concurrence in the credit sys-
tem. Under the latter the convict may
reduce his definite term of servitude,
and no matter how refractory and ill-
behaved, he cannot be punished beyond
the term specified by the trial Judge.
In the other case his winning of cred-
its is not predetermined, but his bad
conduct is written all over with the
extreme penalty.
