LIFE IN HAYTI.

THE INHABITANTS OF THE
BLACK REPUBLIC.
!

Either Aristocrats or Feasants?

Not Fond of "The States"?A
Land of Revolutions.

IfFrederick Douglass ever had a bit-
ter disappointment in his life, it was
the day he landed from the old Kear-
sai pc in the harbor of Port au Prince
as the newly appointed United Stat - B

Minister to the Republic of Hayti, then
just recovering from a revolution. That
was in October, 1888. Thousands of
Hlppolyte's soldiers were encamped in

the streets, nor did they cheer 'the
newly appointed Minister, the famous

man of their race, when his carriage

drove by their gutter camps, interrupt-
ing for a moment the roasting of ba-
nanas or a game of cards. The ab-
sence of enthusiasm at the arrival of

Frederick Douglass in the Black Re-
public was better understood by him
when lie knew the Haytians better,
when he had learned that the French
or Latinized negro of the West Indies
had little in common with the negro
of our Southern States or his descend-
ants.

The Haytian is either an aristocrat
or a peasant?master or slave in a cer-
tain sense?the ignorance, degradation

and poverty of the peasantry making

them helpless tools in the hands of the
aristocrats, under whose despotism the
donv.oant industry of the republic is
carried on?that of revolutions. The
Haytian of means and influence is, in
a way, a Parisian. He frequently visits
Paris, his family resides there a good

deal, and his children are educated
there. He hates New York, through

which he makes a speedy transit, and
where he bears with no exceeding
grace the affronts which, as a negro,
he must receive if he ventures to ask
admission to first-class hotels, the
opera, etc. Frederick Douglass counted
upon a welcome from his race. It was
a phase of race development that he
encountered in the Black Republic with
which he was not familiar, but to which
he discreetly adjusted himself in time.
He must have seen, what some would-
be elevators of his race have not yet
discovered, that something more than
culture, education and material pros-
perity is demanded for the higher civ-
ilization of the negro, for holding in
check those racial tendencies which
make Port au Prince a sink of moral
pollution. For years Douglass had
been saying in reply to the charge that
the negro could never thrive apart from
the white man: "Look at Hayti. There
he is the ruler of his own republic, and
has been for 100 years." Having looked
at Ha>ti for himself at last, having
seen the filth of its streets, the corrup-
tion of its officials, both national and
municipal, having met coldness and
treacnery where he looked for brother-
ly greeting, the heroic resolution of
Frederick Douglass not to loose faith
in his race in spite of it all reveals the
bitterest struggle of his life. Perhaps
he never knew his race until he had
been United States Minister to Hayti.

INFLUENCE OF THE ROMAN
CATHOLIC CHURCH.

There is not a more- dominant ir.%'.-ence in the Black Republic than that
of the Roman Catholic Church, as ex-
ercised through the French priesthood
?\u25a0through the religious oiders of both
men and women, whose schools and
charities, admirably conducted, are
centers of beneficent influence. So try-
ing is the climate and so exhausting
is the labor of the French missionaries
(for the spiritual care of Haytians is
no trivial task, nor the education of
Haytian boys and girls?even those of
the better c lass) that a system has been
established by the Mother Church of
caTstng home the missionaries after
some, three years' service and giving
them successors trained by themselves
for the work. The community houses
of these religious orders, their walled-
in gardens under the great palm trees;
the methodical, scholarly, peaceful life
of the brothers and sisters In the
midst of squalor and revolting degrada-
tion, make bright 3pots in a somber-
picture. And therein lies the secret
of the prosperity of the Catholic mis-
sions. When the Protestant missions
have learned to gather their co-
workers as families into community
houses, making these head centers for
and keeping the control of the mission
in the hands of the white race, then the
Protestant missions may bear compar-
Lson with those of the Roman Catholic
Church, but hardly before.

The Haytian speaks a musical Creole
?a patois, but sweet as a singing brook
to the ear. He reads French books
when he reads at ali; French newspa-
pers?those of Paris?and affects to
have little Interest in anything in "the
States." A prison in a more horrible
condition than the one at Port au
Prince seven years ago it would be
hard to lind: or a more wretchedly con-
ducted Government Hospital and Re-
form School for Boys. What might
have been seen seven years ago in that
reform school would hardly be believed
if described. The almshouse was an-
other illustration of what was not done
with a large appropriation of Govern-
ment funds. So. in fact, was every
department of the republic and the city
?"Look at Hayti:"

Nowhere on the face of the earth is
there a more beautiful island. The
scenery on the hights overlooking Port
au Prince is magnificent: the climate
superb, and tropical fruits abundant.
There are occasional traces of the old

the purest water are conducted in pipes
from the hights overlooking the city,
and then left to flow in a strong tide
through the ditches at the sides of the
street. Unfortunately, these streams
of water are too often little better than
vile sewers ,and so obstructed with filth
that they become stagnant pools.
where unhindered, the naked little
darkies frolic in them like ducks. Naked
children are not a rare sight, and, let is
be remembered of the Haytian peasan-
try, their ehlldren are not strangers to
cleanliness. They are clean, as the
women uniformly are in person and
dress, no matter what may be the con-
dition of their cabins. The poorest of
the young men are fond of dress, as a
rule. To see some of them emerge
from the huts they live in, late at
morning, their serene leisure supported
by a wife or mother, who "goes out"
washing, knee-deep in the river, is to
take in a characteristic feature of life
in Hayti.

It is seven years since the writer was
in Port au Prince. Then the trail of
the revolutionist was over it all. but
deeper than the havoc made by can-
non-balls was the impress of the race
who were sole rulers of the island.
"Our republic can never be overthrown
by an outside Power," said a wealthy
young Haytian. one of Hlppolyte's re-
tainers, "if the invader comes we can
hide in the mountains; the climate and
Yellow Jack will defeat him with little
exertion on our part."

Haytians pretend to believe ?at least
they would like to make the few white
sojourners in their capital think that
th y do?that there is gold hidden in the
b B an of the island, and other minerals
of great value. There may be, but the
negro can hardly be counted upon to
dig for it. The white man will surely
not be permitted to do so at present,
and the future of the Black Republic?
who can tell??New York Tribune.

SCIENCE BREVITIES.

"Several English publications." says
the "American Machinist," "have re-
cently discovered that the American
mile is 5,000 feet instead of 5,280. The
same discovery is not yet known in the
United States; but they are using it
over there in an attempt to discount
some of our locomotive performances."

A French inventor, we are told by
"Engineering," has made use of a rub-
ber tube as a core on which to mold
pipes of cement and sand. "To make
a continuous conduit in the ground a
trench is dug, and at the bottom of this
a layer of cement mortar is placed. On
this rests the rubber -tube, which is
surrounded by canvas and inflated. The
remainder of the trench is then filled
with cement mortar, and as soon as this
is set the rubber core can be deflated
and removed for use elsewhere. It is
stated that six-inch pipes have been
made on this plan out of hydraulic lime
and sand at a cost of about 22 cents
per yard."

"Mexico has now become a producer
of sulphur, aside from that which is
obtained from the crater of Popocate-
petl for local consumption," says the
"Engineering and Mining Journal," "a
trial consignment having been received
recently at Yuma from the mines in
Lower California, which are being ex-
ploited by an American company. Ar-
rangements for the construction of an
aerial tramway to bring sulphur on a
large scale from the summit of Popo-
catepetl to the foot of the mountain
have been discussed for a long time,
and surveys have been made, but W<
have not y©t heard that actual opera-
tions have been Commenced."

"M. B. Renault has long worked at
the indications of bacteria found in ge-
ological strata," says the "Dental
Practitioner," "and publishes the gen-
eral result of his Observations in a pa-
per illustrated by a large number ol
drawings. As might be expected frorr
their simple structure, bacteria appeal
to have been coeval with the first ap-
pearance of organic life on earth, th«
cocoid form being apparently earllet
than the bacillar. Indications of theii
presence are found in bone, teeth, scales
and coprolites, as well as abundantlj
in v -gotable tissues, the spores ami
sporanges of ferns appearing to hay*
been especially subject to their attacks
The species are, as a rule, distinct frorr
those at present in existence."

"A 'gliding' boat is a mechanical nov-
elty which has lately been tried ir
England with considerable success,'
says "Popular Science News." "Twc
parallel hulls are connected by cross
beams, forming a platform on which
are placed the engine and boiler. The
propeller shaft runs down obliquely intc
the water. Beneath the hulls are se-
cured flat blades, extending from one
keel to the other, and projecting some
distance on each side. The flat sur-
faces of the blades incline slightly up-
ward In front. When the engine is
started the boat gradually rises to the
surface, and when a speed of twenty

miles an hour is reached, as was actu-
ally realized, only the back part of the
blades touches the water."

"The total mileage of electric traction
in Europe." says the "Electrical En-
gineer" (London), "comes to 940 mi!"?,
on which are employed about 300 car-
riages. In America the total mileage
Is about 12,500 miles (ir>,ooo would be
a more accurate figure), but the cir-
cumstances are of course different.
Progress In America and progress in
Europe are two very different things,
but there are many indications that
Europe Is going ahead now very fast,
not only In the matter of electric trac-
tion, but also as regards lighting and
the more general use of electricity. We
know what rapid developments are tak-
ing place in England, and a perusal of
the French and other Continental elec-
tric papers reveals the fact that those
countries are, if anything, ahead of us
in the way they are adopting electricity

in small towns as well as large, espe-
cially for traction purposes."

EMMET DALTON'S REQUEST.

IT IS NOT LIKELY TO BE RE-

GARDED FAVORABLY.

He Asks the Judge Who Sentenced
Him to Give Him a Recom-

mendation for Pardon.

KANSAS CITY (Mo.). Dec. 19?Em-
met Dalton, who was captured during

the attempt at wholesale bank robbery

in Coffeyville, Kan., five years ago and
sentenced to imprisonment for life, is

about to apply fcr a pardon. Judge J-
D. McCue of this city, who was for five
years years Judge of the District Court
of Montgomery County, Kan., and who
passed sentence upon Emmet Dalton,

has received the following letter:
"Dear Sir: When the proper time

comes I shall, as a matter of course,
make application for executive clemen-
cy, and would value a letter of recom-
mendation from you very highly, as I
think it would have great weight on
my case. I shall put forth my best
endeavors to merit any favor which
may be shown in the way of procuring
for me another chance to see something
of this life and give me hope for the
future.

"You may be somewhat surprised at
my making this request at this time,
but, knowing the uncertainties of life,
I feel that through some shape Imight

not be able to reach you at a later
day. As you are thoroughly familiar
with the facts and circumstances con-
nected with the case, I feel it would
be useless waste of time as well as an
imposition on your patience to relate
them to you now. I believe you can
and will help me without in any way
injuring or compromising yourself. Will
you kindly write and forward to me
such a letter of recommendation ad-
dressed to the Governor and Board of
Pardons that will do me for future use?

"Thanking you in advance for any
kindness shown in the matter, I am
sincerely yours,

"EMMET DALTON."
When Judge McCue was asked if he

would grant the request of the outlaw,
he replied:

"I certainly could not consistently

recommend executive clemency now.
What action I might take some years
later, I cannot now say. There is no
question in my mind but that Dalton
should be severely punished."

In the Dalton raid four of the des-
peradoes and four citizens were killed
and a number injured. Emmet Dalton
was severely wounded and captured
while assisting his brother Bob, who
was fatally injured, to escape.

Defective Paper Making.
Papermakers are discussing' the pe-

culiar fact that for many centuries
there have been periodical investiga-
tions into the "deterioration of paper."
Recently the Society of Arts in Lon-
don appointed a special committee to
make an investigation of this character.
Old records show that fault has been
found with the quality of paper in al-
most every age, and most of the fa-
mous museums and libraries in Europe
have specimens of pure rag paper,
which show decay due to flaws in the
texture. Away back in 1336. Peter 11.
of Spain issued a proclamation, com-
manding the paper makers of Valencia
and Xativa "to restore the paper to its
old good quality, unless they wish to
be found guilty of fraud, and punished
accordingly." About 1220 an emperor
of Italy directed that all public docu-
ments on paper should be declared in-
valid. All records covering the previous
two years were ordered to be trans-
scribed on parchment in order that
they ii Ight be preserved more securely.

It Is recalled that in 1875 the Acad-
emy of Sciences in Paris offered a prize
for the? best answer to this question:
'Which are the real reasons for the
general decline in the quality of paper,
and which are the best means to rem-
edy the evil?" This prize was never
awarded, for the reason that nobody
undertook to compete for it. Experts
disagree as to which period in the his-
tory of paper making produced the
most durable and the best quality of
paper. Soon after the art of making
paper was transplanted from Africa
to Snain, complaints wer» made and
recorded that the Christian successors
of -.he Moorish paper makers were mak-
ing an. inferior paper. At first the art
was imperfectly copied.
