NOT POPULAR WITH NEWE
YORX FINANCIERS.

So Mauy Banks in Existence That
Rates for Money Are at a Point
Whkere There is Little Profit.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20.—The Postal
gavings bank idea is not a popular one
in New York banking circles. A can-
vass of Presidents of prominent insti-
tutions developed that fact clearly. At

the same time very few Presidents
were willing to express opinions for

publication. All practically agreed with
President E. S. Mason of the Bank of
New York in the statement that there
are really so many banks in existence
that rates for mon have been cut to
a point where there is little profit in
banking.

F. D. Tappen, President of the Galla-
tin National Bank, thought that possi-I
bly in thinly populated districts Postal |
savings banks might prove beneficial
10 people, but he was confident that
the residents of lar"e towns and cities
had all the bankin accommeodation |
they desired.

Oliver S. Carter of the Bank of the
Republic felt that the time had not
come to discuss the proposition.
Dumont Clark, President of the Amer- |
jcan Exchange National Bank, agreed
with Mr. Carter.

J. Edward Simmons, President of the
Fourth National, was also of the same
opinion, and declined to di%cu;s lh_e
proposition because he had not given 1t |
sufficient thouxht.

Henry W. Cannon, President of the
Chase National Bank, was plainly op-
posed to Postal savings banks and did
not hesitate to say so.

“Postal savings banks,” he said,
“have been successful in other coun-
tries for the reason that the countries
have large public debts \\’h‘n are in-
creasing from year to ye Under such
conditions the money depoa.lgd by the
people in the Postal banks can be ad-
rantageously used by the Govern-
ments. In England and France such
deposits really constitute a portion of
the public debts of those countries.

“In this couniry the people hold the |
opinion that the public debt should not |
be increased, but, on the contrary,
should be reduced as rapidly as possi-
ble, and, therefore, it does not seem
practicabte to my mind for the Gov-
ernment to receive the money of the
people and invest the same in securi-
